date of this order:

l. An analysis of customers bills in such detail
that usage, number of customers, and revenues

from both present and proposed rates may be

readily detex'mined for the test period ending

December 31, 1981.
2. The number of bulk loading stations, gallons sold

to bulk users and revenue for test period.

3. The number of master meters billed as single
customers.



4. The number of customers who receive service

through master meters but are billed individoally.

5. Reconciliation of total gallons sold as shown in

the l981 annual report, the statement of water

sales, and response number 4 to staff requests.
