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On May 4, 1982, the Commission received a letter from

Mr. George J. Lehmann, President, The Lehmann Company, Louisville,
Kentucky, concerning a dispute between Ash Avenue Sanitati.on Com-

pany and Village Green, Inc., as to which utility is responsible

for the maintenance of a lift station at the corner of Reamers

Road and Cedar Court in Village Green, Jefferson County, Kentucky.

The Commission also received a letter May 4, 1982, from The Division

of Water, Department for Natural Resources and Fnvironmental Protec-

tion, expressing concern with respect to the condition of the pump

station and the inability of the Division to resolve the matter.

The Commission, having considered the matter and being advised,

HEREBY ORDERS that this matter be and it hereby is set for hearing on

the 1st day of June, 1982, at 1:00 p.m., Eastern Daylight Time, in

the Commission's offices at Frankfort, Kentucky.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that Ash Avenue Sanitation Company and

Village Green, Inc., shall appear at the hearing and present testimony

relative to this matter.
