On June 3, 1983, the Attorney General, an intervenor in

the above-styled case, moved this Commission for an enlargement

of time of se~en days, up to and including June 23, in vhich

to file his testimony in the above-styled case. Among the

grounds stated in support of said motion were the facts that

the testimony is currently due within one week after the receipt
of responses to supplemental information requests; and that the

Attorney General's witnesses are unable to review this data and

adequately prepare and file their testimony by June 16. After

reviewing the motion and grounds submitted by the Attorney

General, and being otherwise advised, the Commission concludes

that the enlargement of time sought is reasonable, would not

unduly delay this pxoceeding, and wi11 not, pre)udice the rights

of the other parties.
IT IS HERESY ORDERED that the Order of Procedure is modified

to permit the Attorney General to file his testimony on or before

June 23.
IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Company shall be allowed two



weeks after said date in which to file Requests for Information

of vitnesses for the Attorney General.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Attorney General shall file
responses with the Commission and mail or deliver responses to
the aforementioned Requests vithin twc weeks of receipt.
