Company ("South Central Bell"), by counsel, filed its Motion

for Extension (seven days to and including September 22, 1983)
to respond to the Commission's Order entered September 7, 19&3,

requesting certain information.

The Notion states, among other things, that the Order

was received by South Central Bell on Friday, September 9,
1983, that it is in the process of responding to voluminous

requests of the Commission, Attorney General and other inter-
venors in Case No. 8847 (In the Matter of Notice of South

Central Bell of an Ad]ustment in its Intrastate Rates and

Charges), and for that reason is unable to file the responses
in this docket by the date specified.

The Commission, ha~ing considered the Motion and being
advised, finds that the Notion should be sustained for good

cause shown.
