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Pursuant to 807 KAR 5:056, Sections l(ll) and 1(12),
the Public Service Commission ("Commission" ) issued its Order

on November 20, 1984, scheduling a hearing to review the

operation of the fuel adjustment clause of Rerea College

Flectric Utility Department ("Berea College" ) for the past 2

years.
