ORDER GRANTING CONTINUANCE

On February 5, 1985, Owen County Rural Electric Cooperative

Corporation ("Owen County" ) filed a motion to either (a) hold

this matter in abeyance until the Kentucky Supreme Court rules on

whether to further review the decision of the Court of Appeals

which controls this present case, or (b) to continue the hearing

which is now scheduled for February 14, 1985, for at least 30

days so as to allow Owen County sufficient time to complete its
prehearing discovery. On February 6, 1985, Richwood Industrial

Development Corporation ("Richwood" ), the applicant in this case/

also moved for a continuance of the February 14, 1985, hearing.

The Commission finds that holding this case in abeyance for
the 9 or 10 months it. will take the Kentucky supreme Court to

rule on the petition for discretionary review would constitute an

unreasonable delay to the applicant. However, the Commission



will grant a continuance to allow Oven County, and all other

parties an opportunity to complete all prehearing discovery.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that the hearing scheduled in this
ease for February 14, 1985, at 9:00 A.N. be and it hereby is
continued until April 2, 1985 at 9 F00 A.N., Eastern Standard

Time, in the Commission's offices, Frankfort, Kentucky.
