On May 2, 1985, the Kentucky Industrial Utility Customers
("RKIUC") filed its Motion for full intervention in this matter
pursuant to 807 KAR 5:001. On May 7, 1985, Union Light, Heat and
Power Company ("Union"™) filed a Motion in opposition of KIUC's
intervention. Union submitted that since only one of KIUC's
member companies, Newport Steel Corporation, is a customer,
granting interventor status, in effect, grants intervention to all
of KIUC's members. On May 15, 1985 KIUC filed a memorandum in
support of its intervention,

The Commission, on review of the record and being advised,
finds that KIUC should be granted full intervention status. The
Commission is of the opinion that KIUC can assist the Commission
in considering the 1issues i{n this case and should be able to

develop facts without unduly complicating or disrupting the

proceedings.
