fuel charges for the 6-month period under review ~

Following proper notice, no party ot.:record requested Meade

County to appear at the hearing scheduled for January 28, 1986.
After reviewing Meade County's monthly fuel clause filings for the

6-month period under review, the Commission is of the opinion that

Meade County has complied with the provisions of 807 KAR 5:056'



IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that the charges and credits billed

by Meade County through the fuel adjustment clause for the period

Nay 1, 1985, through October 31, 1985, be and they hereby are

approved.
