West Laurel Water Association, Inc., ("West Laurel" ) filed

its application on September 20, 1985. KRS 278.190(3) requires

the Coirunission to decide a rate case within 10 months from the

date of filing. West Laurel has been unable to meet the letter of

conditions from the Farmers Home Administration ( FmHA") and to

complete its case in sufficient time to allow the Co~enission to

render a final decision.

After reviewing the record in this case and being advised,

the Ccnmnission is of the opinion and finds that:
(1) A rate decision cannot be rendered without the hnHA

conditions being met by West Laurel.

(2) That upon satisfactory completion of its PlnHA filing
requirements, West Laurel should file a motion to reopen this case

and seek a Commission Order based on facts already in the record.



IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that Rest K.aurel's application is
hereby dismissed without prejudice.
