The Commission is obligated to dispose of applications

for financing within 60 days unless it is necessary for good

cauSe for a continuance. KRS 278.300f2). On December 5, 1985,

the Commihsion received a letter from LGaE requesting that its
financing application be held in abeyance until the issue of a

completion date for the Trimble County generating plant is
resolved in Case No. 9243. Based on LGaE's request and being



advised, the Commission is of the opinion and hereby f inds that
good cause exists to continue LQ&E's f inancing application
pending the outcome of Case No. 9243.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that LG&E's financing application
be and it hereby is continued generally until the issue of a

completion date for the Trimble County generating plant is
resolved in Case No. 9243.
