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On Nay 19, 1986, Multi-Com Systems, Inc., ("Multi-Com") filed
with the Commission a tariff proposing to put into effect a late
payment charge. On May 29, 1986, the Commission suspended the

proposed tariff for 5 months in order to determine the

reasonableness of the proposed tariff.
Findings and Orders

The Commission, after considering the evidence of record and

being advised, is of the opinion and finds that:
1. Multi-Com is a nondominant carrier and is sub)ect to an

abbreviated form of regulation.
2. As in the case of interLATA interexchange toll rates,

generally, customers have available several competitive options if
rates or charges of Nulti-Com are not satisfactory .

3. Nulti-Com has provided proper notice to the public of the

proposed rates.
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that:
1. The tariff filed May 19, 1986, proposing a late payment

charge be and it is hereby approved to be eff ective on and after
June 8, 1986.
