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On January 28, 1987, the Commission entered an Order granting

the intervention of the Attorney General of the Commonwealth of

Kentucky, Utility Rate Cutters of Kentucky, Inc., and the United

States Department of Defense in this case. Louisville Gas and

Electric Company ("LGEE"} filed its response to the Commission's

December ll, 1986, Order which has been included in the record

herein. The Commission, on its own Notion, finds that the inter-

venors should be granted an opportunity to file testimony on any

issue set forth in the Commi,ssion's Order of December 11, 1986, or

in LGaE's response to that Order.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that intervenors be and they hereby

are granted 30 days from the date of this Order to file prepared

testimony, if any.
