On February 2, 1987, the Commission received a lettex from

Donald A. Cohen, vice president of Magoffin, stating that he would

be unable to attend the scheduled hearing since "he should be away

from February 8th until the end of the month." Mr. Cohen

requested that an informal conference be arranged the second week

of March prior to any public hearing. The Commission will

considex Mr. Cohen's letter as a motion.

The Commission, having considered the Notion and being

advised, HEREBY ORDERS that:
tl) The Motion be and it hereby is granted.

(2) The hearing scheduled fox Februaxy 17, 1987, be and it
hereby is continued.



(3) An informal conference to discuss the corrections to be

taken by Nagoffin be and it hereby is scheduled for
