On December 9, 1987, West Kentucky Rural Telephone

Cooperative Corporation, Inc., ("Nest Kentucky" ) filed its
response to the Commission's October 16, 1987, Order to show cause

why it should not be subject to penalties prescribed in KRS

278.990 for its failure, if any, to comply with KRS 278.020. West

Kentucky moved that the hearing scheduled for December 17, 1987,

be "determined unnecessary. . . .and that the Commission excuse

the Cooperative from any penalty."

The Commission finds that the hearing may be unnecessary, but

that West Kentucky should appear at the scheduled time of 1:30
p.m., Eastern Standard Time, on December 17, 1987, for an informal

conference with staff to develop the facts and discuss possible
settlement. Should Nest Kentucky and staff be unable to reach a

proposed agreement, Nest Kentucky should be prepared to proceed

with the hearing.

Therefore, west Kentucky's Motion is hereby DENIED.
