On August 1, 1988, the Commission issued an Order scheduling
oral arguments on how the cost of the audit should be allocated.
Such oral arguments were scheduled for September 7, 1988, at 10
a.m., E.D.T., in the Commission's offices at Frankfort, Kentucky.

However, aon  August 12, 1988, HMCI Telecommunications
Corporation ("MCI") and AT&T Communications of the South Central
States, Inc., filed a joint motion in Administrative Case No. 311,
An Investigation of IntraLATA Carrier Billed Minutes of Use as a
ULAS Allocator. Such motion proposes in part that MCI will
withdraw its request for an audit of the ULAS channel counts and
that the Commission will therefore dismiss the audit. The joint
motion 1s pending consideration by the Commission, but if it is
granted then the oral arguments will be unnecessary.

Therefore, the oral arguments scheduled for September 7,
1988, be, and they hereby are, postponed pending the Commigsion's
consideration of the joint motion filed in Administrative Case No.
311.
