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On February 16, 1988, Western Kentucky Gas Company

("Western") filed a petition for confidential treatment of certain

responses to data requests previously filed on February 8.
Western claims that the private competitive interests of itself
and the public interest of its customers may be harmed if the

information is di.sclosed. Western further contends that, the

information is not customarily disclosed to the public and such

disclosure would result in substantial competitive in)ury.
The Commission is of the opinion and finds that:
(1) Since the information, was originally filed as a public

document on February 8 and the petition for confidentiality was

not filed until February 16, the Company has failed to provide

sufficient evidence to support its claim.

(2) The motion should be denied without pre)udice and may be

refiled citing more specific grounds as to competitive or

commer cial ha rm.



(3) The information should remain on a confidential basis,
pursuant to 807 EAR 5:001, Section 7(7)(c).

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that Western's February 16 moti.on for
confidentiality be and it hereby is denied.
