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On October 21, 1988, Green River Electric Corporation {"Green

River" ) filed a motion requesting the Commission to strike the

prepared testimony submitted by the intervenor, Willamette

Industries, Inc. {"Willamette"). The grounds for the motion to

strike are that Willamette's testimony is not, relevant to any

issue in this rate case and that Willamette has failed to state a

claim upon which the Commission could grant any relief. On

November 9, 1988, Willamette filed a motion to withdraw its
prepared testimony.

Based on the motions and being advised, the Commission hereby

finds that Willamette's motion to withdraw its prepared testimony

should be granted and Green River's motion to strike should be

denied as being moot.

IT XS THEREFORE ORDERED that Willamette's motion to withdraw

its prepared testimony be and it hereby is granted and Green

River's motion to strike is denied as being moot.
