WHAT IS THE PURPOSE OF YOUR SUPPLEMENTAL TESTIMONY?

The purpose of my supplemental testimony is to provide data specific to

BellSouth’s operations in Kentucky in the FCC format in this proceeding.



As stated in my direct testimony filed with this Commission on May 18,
2001, this filing reflects performance for the month of December 2001.
Supplemental Exhibit AJV-6 and Attachments 1G though 3G that
accompany this filing describe the data and explain the conclusions that

can be drawn from it.

CAN YOU SUMMARIZE THE KENTUCKY DATA?

Certainly. As discussed in my Exhibit, in October 2001, BellSouth met or
exceeded the criteria for 577 of the 661 sub-metrics (87%) for which there
was CLEC activity. BellSouth met or exceeded the benchmarks/retalil
analogues for 597 of 702 (85%) sub-metrics in November 2001. In
December 2001, BellSouth met or exceeded the criteria for 545 of the 616
sub-metrics (88%) for which there was CLEC activity. For those
measures that BellSouth did not meet benchmarks or retail analogue
comparisons, my Exhibit demonstrates that there are no systemic

performance problems.

During the three-month period, October through December 2001, there
were a total of 537 sub-metrics that had CLEC activity for all three months
and that were compared with either a benchmark or retail analogue. Of
these 537 sub-metrics, 490 sub-metrics (91%) satisfied the comparison

criteria during at least two of the three months.
