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JOINT MOTION

Kentucky Utilities Company (“KU”) and Louisville Gas and Electric Company
(“LG&E”) (collectively “Companies”) hereby respectfully move for leave to file the written
Second Stipulation and Recommendation (“Second Stipulation”) entered into by the Companies,
BellSouth Telecommunications, LLC d/b/a AT&T Kentucky (“AT&T”) and Kentucky Cable
Telecommunications Association (“KCTA”) (collectively “Stipulating Parties”).
