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MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF TIME TO RESPOND TO COMMISSION STAFF’S
SECOND REQUEST FOR INFORMATION

Commercial Propane Service LLC (“CPS”), by counsel, respectfully moves for an
additional fourteen days in which to respond to Commission Staff’s Second Request for
Information. In support of its motion, CPS states:

1. CPS requires additional time to review its billing records to respond to
Question 4. Commission Staff has request the total actual usage of minimum usage customers
for the test period. CPS’s computerized billing records do not indicate that actual volumetric
usage for such customers. CPS recorded the usage on paper records prior to entering the usage
into its billing software. CPS is attempting to locate and review those records to respond to the
request, but requires additional time to do so.

2. CPS has requested a conference with Commission Staff to discuss the possibility
of settlement in this matter through the use of an alternative method of rate regulation. CPS
believes that, if the proposal is viewed favorably, it may eliminate the need for some of requested
information. Thus, the extension may result in some reduction of rate case expenses for the
application.

WHEREFORE, Commercial Propane Service LLC respectfully requests that the
Commission grant it an additional fourteen days to respond to Commission Staff’s Second

Request for Information.
