A1. In Case No. 2006-00398, the Order states, “Considering that the current lives assigned to 
certain asset groups fall outside of the NARUC Study’s recommendations, the Commission 
finds that Northern’s current depreciation rates warrant adjustment. To maintain consistent 

application of depreciation practices for water utilities where traditional depreciation studies 
are not performed, the Commission finds that Northern shall be allowed to adjust its current 
depreciation rates based on the average life range for each asset group found appropriate in 

the NARUC Study.” Since this Order was effective November 21, 2007, all assets prior to, 
and including, that date will not be specifically addressed in this response.  All assets placed 
in service after November 21, 2007 will be addressed.   

 
 When an asset is placed in service, the NARUC useful life is considered in the context of the 

actual useful life for that asset.  The assets that are placed in service at Northern Kentucky 

District are technical in nature, and while an asset is appropriately coded to a certain account 
number, the asset that is being capitalized realistically may not be in line with the NARUC 
specified useful life.  For example, asset 9855 Laptop for Scada-HP is in group 320 because 

it is a part of Northern District’s water treatment equipment asset group. Asset 9855 
realistically has a 5 year life and was recorded in the fixed asset software as such, even 
though generally most water treatment equipment coded to 320 does have a 30 year life, 

which is in accordance with the NARUC range. The useful life of each asset placed in service 
post Case No. 2006-00398 was determined appropriate in the context of both the NARUC 
range and the actual life range.

A2b. The Fort Thomas Treatment Plant has 2 storage reservoirs that were built around 

1888.  To the best of our knowledge, the reservoirs were last completely cleaned in 
1965.  Sediment has built up in the bottom of both reservoirs, taking up available 
storage space.  The bulk of the solids are contained in the north reservoir, and it 
creates challenges with water quality coming into the plant.  Staff estimates the 
north reservoir’s capacity has been reduced from 33 million gallons to 14 million 
gallons, meaning 19 million gallons of its capacity has been filled by solids.  The 
depth of the solids in many areas is 30 feet.  The estimated weight of the material 
to be removed is 106,650 wet tons or about 100,000 cubic yards. 

 
 In 2006, the District hired a contractor to dredge and dispose of 11,700 wet tons 

from the north reservoir at a cost of $1,027,146.  In the last 4 years, District staff 
have removed approximately 3,245 wet tons from the north reservoir using a boat-
operated dredging process and divers.  While these activities have been necessary 
to keep the reservoir operational, it has not reduced the volume of solids in the 
reservoir.  A survey of the north reservoir was conducted in 2007 that showed a 
solids volume of 74,243 cubic yards.  A recent survey in 2017 showed that the 
volume has increased over the last 10 years by more than 20% to 91,286 cubic 
yards.  It is recommended to remove the reservoir from service for approximately 
10 months to conduct a thorough cleaning. 

 
 The District received bids on August 22, 2018 for complete removal of the solids 

from the north reservoir.  The District received three (3) bids as shown below:

The accumulated costs as of 6/30/18 were $36,626.54 with a known bid of 
$2,782,978.71. The total estimated amortizable base at 6/30/18 was 
$2,819,605.25. The amortization period for the project is 10 years.  In discussions 
with the Greater Cincinnati Water Works, who also have reservoirs ahead of the 
treatment process for the plant using Ohio River water, they drain and clean their 
reservoirs every 10 to 12 years.

JE 6 is the adjustment made to adjust to the three year average (7/1/15 – 6/30/18) of 
chemical expense. See file “NKWD_PSCDR2_4a_Chemical_112818” for additional 
support.  
 
JE 7 is the adjustment made to record the reservoir cleaning regulatory asset based 
on known and measurable costs at the time of the application filing. Also at the time 
of filing, Northern Kentucky District expected the project to be fully completed and in 
service no later than June 30, 2019. As a result, one year of the reservoir cleaning 
expense was recorded as a pro forma adjustment. See JE 8. For both JE 7 & JE 8, 
see file “NKWD_PSCDR2_4a_ResCleaning_112818” for additional support. 
 
JE 9 is the adjustment made to record the pro forma impact of the pay back of 
$8.675M of bond anticipation note (BAN) 2017 funds. In April 2017, Northern 
Kentucky District issued a BAN for $26M in anticipation of funding requirements 
needed for projects that would be completed within the next 2 years. After further 
review of the cash flow needs based on the timing of projects, management 
determined that projects related to $8.675M of BAN 2017 funds would not be able to 
be started and completed prior to the issuance of the proposed 2019 bond that is

requested in this rate case 2018-00291. Northern Kentucky District management 
decided to redeem $8.675M of bond holders’ funds so that additional interest would 
not be incurred on those funds while the projects that required that funding were not 
meeting anticipated project start times, and so that long term funding would not be 
issued for projects that had not been started which in turn moderated our rate 
requirements. Once the District is able to determine more definitive project start 
times, then additional funding will be taken out at that time. The $8.675M was 
redeemed on November 6, 2018. 
 
JE 10 was recorded to record the impact of the 2017 BAN payoff in April 1, 2019 with 
another short term BAN 2019 since long term financing is not anticipated to be 
secured prior to the April 1, 2019 due date of BAN 2017. 
 
JE 11 is the anticipated journal entry for the issuance of long term financing to pay off 
the anticipated BAN 2019 issuance.  
 
JEs 12 through 14 were recorded in anticipation of the payoff of two KIA loans, C08-
01 and C06-03. Northern Kentucky District expects to pay off those loans in 
December 2018.   
 
JEs 15 and 16 were recorded to adjust to revenues based on the Cost of Service 
Study provided by Gannett Fleming. Please reference the second tab, “revenue 
detail,” for support for these entries. See also Gannett Fleming Schedule A, 
Revenues, Step 2. 
 
JE 17 was recorded to adjust the restricted debt service to the 3 year average 
payment. Please reference Northern Kentucky District’s response to Staff’s Second 
Request for Information (Staff’s Second Request), Item 2a.

 A regular meeting of the Board of Commissioners of the Northern Kentucky Water 
District was held on November 15, 2018 at the District’s facility located at 2835 Crescent 
Springs Road in Erlanger, Kentucky.  All Commissioners were present, except for Commissioner 
David Spaulding. Also present were Ron Lovan, Lindsey Rechtin, Amy Kramer, Alex Mattingly, 
Kim Clemons, Steve Broering, Mary Carol Wagner, David Peat, Megan Scholten, Stacey 
Kampsen, Jason Miller, and Jeff Schuchter. 
 
 Commissioner Clyde Cunningham, Board Chair, called the meeting to order at 12:08 
p.m., and Stacey Kampsen led the pledge of allegiance. 
 
 The Commissioners reviewed correspondence received and articles published since the 
last regular Board meeting on September 20, 2018. 
 

On motion of Commissioner Douglas Wagner, seconded by Commissioner Joseph 
Koester, the Commissioners unanimously approved the minutes for the regular Board meeting 
held on September 20, 2018. 
 
 The Board was provided a copy of the District’s check registers, which included the 
check number, check date, payee, check amount and description of the reason for each payment, 
detailing the District’s expenditures for the period September 1, 2018 through October 31, 2018.  
On motion of Commissioner Patricia Sommerkamp, seconded by Commissioner Koester, and 
after discussion, the Commissioners unanimously approved the expenditures of the District for 
the months of September and October. 
 

On motion of Commissioner Wagner, seconded by Commissioner Sommerkamp, the 
Board unanimously accepted the bid of $940,926.60 from and awarded a contract to Tribute 
Contracting & Consultants, LLC, for the Cox Road and Oliver Road 12-inch Water Main 
Replacement with a total project budget of $1,300,000 and authorized staff to execute the 
appropriate contract documents. 

 
On motion of Commissioner Fred Macke, seconded by Commissioner Sommerkamp, the 

Board unanimously accepted the bid of $76,949.81 from and awarded a contract to Agilent 
Technologies to purchase and deliver the Atomic Absorption Spectrophotometer because the 
system is necessary for reliable analytical testing in the District’s laboratory. 

 
On motion of Commissioner Sommerkamp, seconded by Commissioner Koester, the 

Board unanimously approved the bid of $90,531.87 from and awarded a contract to Thermo 
Electron North America, LLC to purchase and deliver an Ion Chromatograph System. 
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On motion of Commissioner Wagner, seconded by Commissioner Macke, the Board 
unanimously approved and authorized staff to execute the engineering services agreement with 
Johnson, Mirmiran, & Thompson, Inc. to design the MPTP Clearwell Rehabilitation and Painting 
Project. 

 
On motion of Commissioner Wagner, seconded by Commissioner Koester, the Board 

unanimously approved the 2019 Operating and Maintenance (O&M), 2019 Operating Capital, 
and the Five-Year Capital Projects Budgets (2019-2023).   Prior to approval by the Board, Vice 
President of Finance and Support Services Lindsey Rechtin provided an overview of the 
proposed budgets.   And, on November 14, 2018, Rechtin and President/CEO Ron Lovan met 
with Board Chair Cunningham and Treasurer Koester and provided a detailed overview of the 
proposed budgets to them as well. 

 
On motion of Commissioner Wagner, seconded by Commissioner Koester, the 

Commissioners unanimously approved the date, time and location of each regular monthly Board 
meeting in calendar year 2019 as the third Thursday of each month, with the exception of the 
June 2019 date, which shall be the fourth Thursday of the month or June 27, 2019.  All regular 
monthly meetings will commence at 12:00 pm, at the District’s facility located at 2835 Crescent 
Springs Road in Erlanger, Kentucky. 

 
The Commissioners reviewed the District’s financial reports and Department reports.  

Lindsey Rechtin updated the Board on revenues and expenses and on the District’s rate case filed 
with the Kentucky Public Service Commission.  As part of her report, Vice President of 
Engineering, Distribution, and Production Amy Kramer reviewed with the Board the status of 
on-going projects within the 2018 5-Year Capital Budget, including highlighting three change 
orders and expenses incurred to date. 
 

Other matters of a general nature were discussed. 
 

On a motion of Commissioner Macke, seconded by Commissioner Wagner, the Board 
unanimously agreed to go into executive/closed session under the provisions of KRS 
61.810(1)(c) to discuss pending or proposed litigation against or on behalf of the District and to 
protect the District’s legal interests and strategy in connection with such litigation. The 
executive/closed session commenced at 1:53 p.m. and ended at 2:15 p.m.   No action was taken 
by the Board.

b) No application for water service will be approved and no water shall be supplied to any applicant or customer if the applicant or the customer is delinquent 
or indebted to the District.  This applies whether the delinquency or indebtedness is incurred at the property address for which this application is made or at 
any other premises or property.  In addition, the District will not furnish or continue to furnish water service at the premises where the Applicant is a 
partnership, corporation, limited liability company, or trust whose general partner controlling stockholder, controlling manager/member, or trustee (as 
applicable) is a present or former customer who is indebted to the District for service previously supplied at the same premises until payment of such 
indebtedness has been made.  If Applicant fails to disclose to the District Applicant’s prior indebtedness and the District provides water service, the District 
may discontinue water service after providing the Applicant with notice of the discovery of the indebtedness and providing Applicant a reasonable period 
of time to pay the outstanding debt.

e) Applicant agrees to maintain all water pipes and plumbing in or on the property in compliance with all plumbing specifications as required by the 
Commonwealth of Kentucky and/or any state, local, or municipal building or plumbing codes. 

f) Applicant agrees to comply with and be bound by all of the provisions of this agreement, and such rules, regulations, and tariff now in force or 
hereafter supplemented or amended. 

g) By signing this agreement, the Applicant acknowledges that the terms of this agreement constitute a binding contract between the District and the 
Applicant, and the terms and provisions of this agreement are legally enforceable against the Applicant in accordance with its terms.

A11a. Northern Kentucky District requests applicants to provide a driver’s license because 

the driver’s license number is used to uniquely identify the customer if they move from 
one property to another property and have left a debt on an account pertaining to a 
previous property.  The driver’s license number is also used as an identifier in the 

event multiple customers with the same name apply for water service.  Additionally, it 
is used to protect customers from another person attempting to falsely apply for water 
service in their name.  In the event that a customer does not have a driver’s license, 

Northern Kentucky District will accept a KY State issued ID, or any other form of 
photo identification such as a passport or military ID. 

 

A11b. Similar to the response provided above in A11a, Northern Kentucky District requests 
that applicants provide their Social Security number in order to aid in the identification 
of a customer. Using unique identifiers can serve as additional protection to the 

customer in the event that another person attempts to apply for water in a name that 
is not their own, and can also be used to determine if a customer has left a bad debt 
on an account pertaining to a previous property. Customers are asked if they are

A12. The Federal Employer Identification Number (FEIN) of commercial applicants is used as a 

unique identifier to assist Northern Kentucky District in distinguishing between multiple 

companies with similar or identical company names. Additionally, the FEIN can be used to 
alert Northern Kentucky District of companies that no longer exist or that are fictitious, and 
assist in the collection of bad debt.

A13. Northern Kentucky District’s efforts to keep its operating costs low were detailed in response 

to PSC DR1, Q23.  Additionally, the District: 
 

• Completed a bond refinancing in 2016 saving our rate payers approximately $10.1 
million in debt service costs due to more favorable interest rates. In addition, the new 
bonds will be retired two years earlier in 2031 instead of 2033. 
 

• Improved alignment of the cash flow needs of the District by analyzing the timing of 
projects originally anticipated to be funded by BAN 2017, and deciding to partially 
redeem $8.675M in an effort to reduce the amount of interest incurred on borrowed 
funds not yet spent on projects, and to reduce the revenue requirement needed to 
support long term debt.

2005, 2009, 2012, and 2015.  Customer class demand factors are derived in 
consideration of the system wide peaking factors and vary by type of customer.  For 
example, a residential customer who irrigates a lawn and uses water mainly in the 

morning and evening hours tends to have a higher peak demand factor than the other 
customer classes.  The table below shows the demand factors of other systems that 
have had field studies.  These studies are included when considering the demand 

factors for the Water District.

There are some service installations that are paid based on time and equipment rates 
included with the bid that cover special conditions beyond the scope of the standard unit price 
bids, such as when the main is more than 6 feet deep, the main cannot be found within 2 
hours of digging, or the main is beneath pavement.  This approach prevents the contractor 
from having to inflate the unit price bid for the standard installation to cover possible 
unforeseen conditions which typically cost more than a standard installation.  These service 
installations are included in the calculations for the average contractor cost. 
 
Bids received for new water service installations are presented to the Northern Kentucky 
Water District’s Board of Commissioners for review and approval.  Once approved, an 
agreement is executed between the District and the selected contractor.  The agreement is 
applicable to new service installations for a one-year period with an option to extend the 
contract for an additional one-year term upon mutual agreement between the District and the 
contractor.
