One goal of WHY is to engage with
communities historically underrepre-
sented in health research, such as people
living in rural areas, racial and ethnic
minorities, and the LGBTQ commu-
nity.

Members of WHY complete a yearly
survey of self-reported symptoms, health
behaviors, prevention practices and access
to care. Afterward, members are offered
additional surveys depending on their
answers.

WHY part-
ners with scientists and investigators to
ensure members’ confidential, secure and
de-identified data can be used to under-
stand all aspects of health.
