Edmonson County Schools
Assessment Results Released

The Kentucky Depart-
ment of Education
(KDE) released assess-
ment results for the 18-19
school year on October 1,
2019. This year’s results
are the first released
from the state’s revised
accountability — system,
and, as a result, the data
looks quite different
from last year’s release.
Carol Stice, District As-
sessment  Coordinator
for Edmonson Coun-
ty Schools, explained,
“This year’s data release
is our first look at star
ratings (from 1 - 5 stars)
for our schools and for
each grade band at the
district level. The release
also gives us individual
scores and labels from
very high to very low
for each indicator at the
school and district lev-
els and then an overall
score, which we have
not had for the last few
years.”

Elementary and middle
schools were scored in
the areas of Proficien-

¢y (Reading and Math
- grades 3-8), Separate
Academic Indicator (Sci-
ence - grades 4, 7; Social
Studies - grades 5, 8;

On-Demand Writ-
ing - grades 5, 8) and
Growth (Reading and
Math - grades 4-8). High
schools were scored in
the areas of Proficien-
¢y (Reading and Math
from the 11th grade
ACT), Separate Academ-
ic Indicator (Science and
On-Demand Writing
- grade 11), Transition
Readiness  (Academic
and/or Career Readi-
ness by 12th grade), and
Graduation Rate.

Similarly to last year,
KDE also identified
the lowest performing
schools in the state by
labeling them as Com-
prehensive Support and
Improvement (CSI)
Schools. 52 schools in
Kentucky were labeled
as CSI schools. Addition-
al Targeted Support and
Improvement (ATSI)

schools were also iden-
tified.

These schools were iden-
tified last year as TSI
schools due to having at
least one student group
performing as low as all
students in CSI schools
and failed to meet the
exit criteria for the 19-
20 school year. Last
year there were 418 TSI
schools in Kentucky. All
but 11 of those schools
exited that classifica-
tion by demonstrating
progress in the area that
served as the basis for
identification in 2018.

This year schools could
also lose a star from
their overall rating if
they have a statistically
significant achievement

gap.

The tables below show
each school’s results for
each indicator and their
overall scores and star
ratings. Scores are list-
ed for all students that
were accountable to the
school.

Addiction crept into the
life of a Veteran from
Cincinnati an inch at a
time escorted first by
marijuana, then by al-
cohol and finally heroin.
The last habit bloomed
into one he estimated
cost him about $60 dai-
ly.

His journey could have
ended in prison or death
if not for the interven-
tion of the Department
of Veterans Affairs.

My Dad picked me up
from the police station,
and gave me two choic-
es, as he said let’s go to
the VA, or T'll say my
goodbyes now. I said,
let’s got to the VA.

That was 14 years ago.
Although his newfound
sense of peace fragile
at first, he successfully
completed  treatment
and continues to vis-
it the VA hospital each
month for medication
and a mental health
check-up. He has been
sober for seven months.
This is a battle every
day, knowing if you want
it, you can get there. He
has the support and the
love from home, and will
continue battling.

According to an offi-
cial, who heads up the
Cincinnati VA Medi-
cal Center’s substance
abuse treatment pro-
gram, rates of opioid
abuse among Veterans
continue to exceed the
agency’s  projections.

Programs like those that
helped this Cincinnati
Veteran can help, but
only if the Veterans who
need them are aware.
We have a walk-in detox
clinic that Veterans can
walk in without an ap-
pointment, and they will
see a doctor or nurse
practitioner who will
assess them and begin
the process of detoxifi-
cation.

Anyone seeking the clin-
ic’s services can visit the
Cincinnati VA Medical
Center between 8am -
4pm (E) to begin treat-
ment.
