The City of Bardstown hereby provides notice that it filed with the Public Service
Commission on November 11, 2019 to increase its rates to the North Nelson and Larue
County No.1 Water Districts. In addition the proposed rate schedule will also apply to
the cities of Bloomfield and New Haven.

The Current Rate is $2.00 per thousand gallons and was last raised in 2013. New rates
are proposed to be implemented in five incremental steps, the first become effective for
water service rendered on and after January 1, 2020 with a new rate per 1,000 gallons
to become effective each July 1% as forth below:
