COVID-19
claims fourth
victim at
Henderson
nursing home

HENDERSON, Ky. -- A fourth per-
son from a nursing home in Henderson
has died due from COVID-19.

Clay Horton with the Green River
District Health Department said the
Henderson resident lived at the Hen-
derson Nursing and Rehabilitation
Center. An age and gender were not
available.

The first Henderson County death
was reported on April 23 -- a 73-year-
old man. On May 5, an 85-year-old
man who was also a resident of the
nursing home facility died from the vi-
rus. On May 11, the death was that of a
69-year-old man at the nursing home.

The only four deaths in Henderson
County from COVID-19 have been
linked to the nursing home facility on
North Elm Street.

Horton also said a resident of Da-
viess County has died a COVID-related
death.

In addition, there are 11 new con-
firmed cases in the seven-county dis-
trict -- two in Henderson County, two
in Daviess County, one in McLean
County, and six in

Ohio County.

As of Tuesday, the total number of
reported COVID-19 cases in the district
is 595. Fourteen people in the district
are currently hospitalized. Of the 595
confirmed cases in the district, 69 (11
percent) have required hospitaliza-
tion. The district-wide total of

recovered cases is now 434 (73 per-
cent). As of May 18, 2020, the state of
Kentucky was reporting 7,935 con-
firmed cases of COVID-19 and 346
statewide deaths.

Schools Board of Education an-
nounced updates for next school year.

During the coronavirus pandemic,
health concerns may have been at the
top of your mind. But finances were
an issue, too. And one aspect of your
financial picture has become quite
clear — the importance of an emer-
gency fund.

Even in normal times, it’s a good
idea to keep three to six months’
worth of living expenses in a liquid,
low-risk account. Having an emergen-
cy fund available can help you cope
with large, unexpected costs, such as
a major car repair, without dipping into
your IRA or 401 (k).

Of course, you already have bills to

pay. But if you create a budget and
stick to it, you may find ways to reduce
your spending. For example, if you
budget a certain amount for food each
month, you’ll be less likely to make
repeated trips to the grocery store
each week. This could free up money
for your emergency fund and, possibly,
for other, longer-term investments.
