On April 14, 2020, the Kentucky Public Service Commission (PSC) accepted for
filing Sentra Corporation’s (Sentra) application requesting to increase its revenue from
natural gas sales by approximately 74.70 percent. After performing a review of Sentra’s
application and records, the PSC Staff recommended that Sentra be granted an increase
in natural gas service revenues of approximately 118.27 percent. Pursuant to the PSC'’s
Order of April 27, 2020, in Case No. 2020-00102, Sentra requested that the PSC approve
