Response to Commission Staff's Initial Reguest for Information

Western Pulaski County Water District ("Western Pulaski District"), by Counsel, hereby files
its Response to the Commission Staff's Initial Request for Information, dated April 21, 2020, as
follows:

REQUEST 1: Provide Western Pulaski District's quarterly meter testing results for calendar
years 2018, 2019 and for the first quarter of 2020.

WITNESS: Don Calder, Chairman, Western Pulaski County Water District.

RESPONSE 1: The requested meter results are attached hereto as Exhibit "A".

REQUEST 2. Provide Western Pulaski District's results of its three most recent master
meter testings.

WITNESS: Don Calder, Chairman, Western Pulaski County Water District.

RESPONSE 2: Attached hereto as Exhibit "B are the records Western Pulaski District has
regarding the testing of the master meters where Western Pulaski District purchased water from the
City of Somerset. There are four (4) master meters and Western Pulaski District has test results
dated for; July, 2016 for the master meters identified as North Section and Oak Hill; August, 2016
for the Highway 80 and Bourbon master meters; and November 7, 2018 for the Highway 80 master
meter.

REQUEST 3: Explain how Western Pulaski District coordinates with the City of Somerset
to ensure master meters are tested according to 807 KAR 5:066, Section 16(1).



WITNESS: Don Calder, Chairman, Western Pulaski County Water District.

RESPONSE 3: The master meters are owned by the City of Somerset and Western Pulaski
District has no control over when and how they test their meters.

REQUEST 4. Since Case No. 2017-00063, Western Pulaski District's water loss has
increased from 21.67 percent to 29.99 percent as reported in its 2018 Annual Report.

(a). Provide Western Pulaski District's plan for addressing its excessive water loss.
WITNESS: Don Calder, Chairman, Western Pulaski County Water District.

RESPONSE 4(a): Western Pulaski District is of the opinion that its water loss is due to
leaks in system and customer meters that do not register properly. Western Pulaski District has been
aggressively repairing leaks as they occur as indicated on the attached list of repairs for the year
2019 (see Exhibit "C'"- Western Pulaski District's manager's hand written log attached hereto).
During 2019, Western Pulaski District repaired 252 leaks with most of the number of leaks on
customer service lines and the larger leaks on main line breaks. In regard to meter replacement,
since January 1, 2020, Western Pulaski District has replaced 600 meters that were over 10 years old
with new radio read meters. Of'these, 368 have been tested and our goal is to replace approximately
1,100 this year. Due to the impact of the coronavirus, we have put our meter replacement program
on hold and plan to resume as soon as possible. In addition, we are working with our engineers in
prioritizing areas for water line replacement.

(b). If Western Pulaski District has not adopted a plan to address water loss, explain why
a plan has not been adopted.

WITNESS: Don Calder, Chairman, Western Pulaski County Water District.

RESPONSE 4(b): Western Pulaski District has not adopted a written plan to address water
loss, however, we spend the majority of our time fixing leaks, replacing meters and identifying areas
for line replacement. We see the need to have a written plan in place so we are in the process of
formulating a Water Loss Prevention and Leak Detection Program, and we plan on adopting it as
soon as our Board approves it. The written plan will be an extension of the efforts that we have
undertaken over the past years, that being leak repair, meter replacement and prioritizing areas of
the water system that need to be upgraded.

(¢). Giventhe increase in Western Pulaski District's water loss, explain why Western Pulaski
District eliminated the following items from its originally proposed Phase II project: replacement
of dilapidated and undersized water lines; installation of 100 radio read meters; and replacement of
service lines.

WITNESS: Don Calder, Chairman, Western Pulaski County Water District.



RESPONSE 4(c): Western Pulaski District has not eliminated the replacement of the listed
dilapidated and undersized water lines, the installation of 100 radio read meters and the replacement
of service lines. In regards to the replacement of dilapidated and undersized water lines, the Slate
Branch Road/Oak Hill Road area is currently being constructed and is planned to be completed as
soon as weather permits. The Kentucky 80 section which lies in close proximity to the Fishing
Creek Bridge, is included with the replacement of the water line that lies on the Bridge. That work
is planned to take place in the fall season of this year. The WTLO Road is planned to be done once
this current project is completed using contingency funds as shown on the Final Budget. The
replacement of 100 radio read meters has been completed in house. The Clifty Road service line
replacements are planned to be done along with the WTLO Road replacement and if sufficient
project funds are not available, the work will be done in house or with outside contracting.

REQUEST 5. Provide copies of the minutes of the Western Pulaski District's Board of
Commissioners meetings at which the proposed Phase II project was discussed.

WITNESS: Don Calder, Chairman, Western Pulaski County Water District.

RESPONSE §: With the exception of the June 18,2019 Board of Commissioners meeting,
there are no Board of Commissioners minutes relating to the Phase 11 project because the scope of
the project has not changed. Please see the June 18,2019 minutes attached hereto as Exhibit "D"in
which the Board of Commissioners instructed its engineer to proceed with the development of the
Slate Branch Road/Oak Hill Road water line replacement. This work was necessitated by a major
leak that occurred in the area and we were concerned that the potential for subsequent disruptions
in service could occur unless the dilapidated water line was replaced.

REQUEST 6. Explain whether Western Pulaski District requested and received bids for its
Phase Il project as originally proposed in Case No. 2017-00063.

(a) If Western Pulaski District received bids for the originally proposed project, provide
copies of the bids it received.

WITNESS: Don Calder, Chairman, Western Pulaski County Water District.

RESPONSE 6(a): For the Phase 11 project, Western Pulaski District received bids for the
Slate Branch Road/Oak Hill Road section, as described in Response 5, and a copy of the bid results
is attached hereto as Exhibit "E".

(b) If Western Pulaski District did not request bids, provide a detailed explanation as to why
bids were not requested.

RESPONSE 6(b): The remainder of the work as described in Phase 11 is still planned to take
place either as a part of another project or once the current project is completed using contingency
funds or in house efforts.



REQUEST 7. For each item listed below that was eliminated for Western Pulaski District's
originally proposed Phase I project, provide the estimated construction cost, the estimated impact
on water loss, and the future construction plans;

(a) Replacement of dilapidated and undersized water lines;
(b) Installation of 100 radio read meters; and
(c) Replacement of service lines.

WITNESS: Don Calder, Chairman, Western Pulaski County Water District.

RESPONSE 7(a)(b) and (c): Please see my Response for Request 6(b) above.

REQUEST 8. Provide the number of meters Western Pulaski District has in service that are
over ten years old and have not been tested as required by 807 KAR 5:066, Section 16(1).

WITNESS: Don Calder, Chairman, Western Pulaski County Water District.

RESPONSE 8: There are approximately 4,629 meters that are over ten years old and have
not been tested. We are in the process of changing all of our meters to a radio read telemetry type
system and plan to have that completed in five years. The initial meter replacement will be focused
on the meters that are over ten years old and as of this date, we have converted approximately 1,375
meters to the new style of which 600 have been changed since January 1, 2020.

REQUEST 9. If Western Pulaski District has adopted a meter replacement program, provide
a copy of the program and the records of meter replacement. If a program has not been adopted,
explain why.

WITNESS: Don Calder, Chairman, Western Pulaski County Water District.

RESPONSE 9: The meter replacement program will be a part of the Water Loss Prevention
and Leak Detection Program as described in Response 4(b).
