Provide a copy of the Billing Analysis in Excel spreadsheet format, with all formulas intact
and unprotected, and all rows and columns fully accessible, showing revenue at current rates and
at proposed rates based on actual and forecasted water usage for the existing system for 12 months
as contained in the Kentucky Guide 7 Summary Addendum that was provided to the United States
Department of Agriculture Rural Development (RD).
