Autumn is an ideal 
time to transplant new 
trees and many shrubs.

When digging the hole, 
it should be twice the 
size of the cliameter of 
the root ball, but the 
same depth as the root 
ball. The hole needs to 
be large enough to ac­
commodate roots with­
out damaging them. 
Excessive planting 
depth is a major cause of 
transplant shock, root 
rot and plant death . 
Trees and shrubs should 
be planted as soon as 
possible after deliv­
ery. Always backfill the 
hole with the clirt that 
came from the original 
hole. Do not add grav­
el to the bottom of the 
hole. The use of peat 
moss, pine bark, or oth­
er soil amendments are 
not recommended. Af­
ter the hole is properly 
back.fl.lied, add a layer 
of organic mulch (bark, 
wood chips, pine straw) 
2-3 inches deep over the 
entire root zone. Mulch 
helps control weeds, 
conserve moisture, 
moderate soil tempera­
tures and protect the 
tree from mower and 
weed eater damage. 
Mulch shouldn ' t touch 
the tree trunk; keep it 
back about 2-3 inches. 

Newly transplant-

ed trees and shrubs re­
quire at least 1-2 inch­
es of rainfall per week. 
Supplemental water­
ing is the single most 
important method of 
preventing transplant 
shock. It make take 2-3 
years for some trees to 
be fully established. 

One to two years af­
ter transplanting, fer­
tilizer may be applied 
according to soil test re­
sults. Applications can 
be made during late fall 
or early spring. If the 
surrounding lawns are 
fertilized, there should 
be sufficient amounts 
of fertilizer available to 
tree roots.

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Unemployment Increases 
In All 120 Kentucky Counties 

Unemployment rates rose in all 
120 Kentucky counties between Au­
gust 2019 and August 2020, accord­
ing to the Kentucky Center for Sta­
tistics (KYSTATS), an agency of the 
Kentucky Education and Workforce 
Development Cabinet. 

Oldham County recorded the low­
est jobless rate in the Commonwealth 
at 6 percent. It was followed by Car­
lisle and Cumberland counties, 6.2 
percent each; Washington County, 
5.4 percent; Henry, Spencer and 
Todd counties, 6.6 percent each; and 
Green, Pendleton and Shelby coun­
ties, 6.6 percent each. 

Magoffin County recorded the 
state's highest unemployment rate 
at 18.1 percent. It was followed by 
Harlan County, 16.1 percent; Martin 
County, 13. 7 percent; Letcher Coun­
ty, 13.3 percent; Leslie County, 12.6 
percent; Breathitt County, 12.4 per­
cent; Floyd and Perry counties, 11.5 
percent; Knott County, 11.1 percent; 
and Johnson County, 10.8 percent 
each. 

Kentucky's county unemploy­
ment rates and employment levels 
are not seasonally adjusted because 
of small sample sizes. Employment 
statistics undergo sharp fluctuations 
due to seasonal events such as weath­
er changes, harvests, holidays and 
school openings and closings. Sea-

sonal adjustments eliminate these in­
fluences and make it easier to observe 
statistical trends. The comparable, 
unadjusted unemployment rate for 
the state was 7.5 percent for August 
2020, and 8.6 percent for the nation. 

Kentucky's seasonally adjusted 
unemployment rate was released on 
Sept. 17, 2020, and can be viewed 
at https://kentucky.gov/Pages/Ac­
tivity-stream.aspx?n- Education­
Cabinet&prld-443. In that release, 
Kentucky's statewide unemployment 
rate and employment levels are ad­
justed to observe statistical trends by 
removing seasonal influences such as 
weather changes, harvests, holidays 
and school openings and closings. For 
more information regarding seasonal 
fluctuations, visit the U.S. Bureau of 
Labor Statistics at https://www.bls.

UnemploYIJlent statistics are 
based on estimates and are compiled 
to measure trends rather than ac­
tually to count people working.

They do not include 
unemployed Kentuckians who have 
not looked for employment within 
the past four weeks. The data should 
only be compared to the same month 
in previous years.

DuetoaSept24 
traffic shift, one west­
bound lane is open from 
Averitt Lumber Road at 
mile point 13.5 extending 
westward to Canton to 
allow paving of the final 
driving surface and side 
road connections.
