On behalf of the Attorney General in the LG&E case, Glenn Watkins offers two recommendations:
an increase in revenue for LG&E’s LS/RLS tariff of $2,854,000 (Option 1) or $2,140,000 (Option
2) (Table 30, p.72). In the KU case, Watkins proposes an increase in revenue for KU’s LS/RLS
tariff of $3,489,000 (Option 1) or $2,617,000 (Option 2) (p.68, table 27). Please state which one
of these alternatives represents the Attorney General’s recommendation in each case.

RESPONSE:

As discussed on pages 65 through 67 of his direct testimony, Mr. Watkins is offering two options
for the Commission’s consideration. Option 1 is similar to Mr. Seelye’s proposed class revenue
increases wherein he assigned approximate equal percentage increases to all classes except Rate
LS/RLS. My Option 1 is distinguished from Mr. Seelye’s proposed class revenue allocations in
that under Option 1, the LS/RLS class also receives an equal percentage increase.

As indicated on pages 67 and 71, my second option considers gradualism and gives more
recognition towards movement to cost of service. Mr. Watkins does not indicate a preference for
Option 1 or Option 2.
