human environment for Waterline Extension (Last Mile) and WTP Improvement 
Project under WX21119026.

This proj-
ect will include service for 95 new customers located in numerous areas of Knott 
County. The project will finish up service to the remaining non-served households 
in KCWSD’s Knott County service area – hence the last mile project.

Knott counties, Kentucky ("Garrett Area Improvements 138 kV Transmission Line.") The Garrett Area Improvements 138 
kV Transmission Line generally will run from the Hays Branch 138 kV Substation in Floyd County, Kentucky to the Soft 
Shell 138 kV Substation in Knott County, Kentucky.

LOUISA — Hello and good morning. I'd want to 
thank everyone for giving me this chance to turn 
over the 2020 Census Report results to Lawrence 
County. A few years ago in this Courtroom, I en-
countered Karen Coburn, a Partnership Special-
ist from the Philadelphia Regional Census Center, 
who was discussing an impending census count 
that was to be completed by October 2019 for Law-
rence County. Of course, after receiving this news, 
I decided to continue assisting Lawrence County 
with this initiative. Thus, after obtaining a bless-
ing from my dear friend Rick Blackburn to lead this 
essential leadership role here in Lawrence County, 
this order of action was authorized by none other 
than our very own Judge Phil Carter. 

The fiscal court established the Lawrence Coun-
ty Census 2020 Support Committee to prepare and 
engage our community about the 2020 U.S. Census. 
The decennial census is largely responsible for the 
House of Representative's allocation. Furthermore, 
the data obtained is used at the state level to de-
termine representation, voting, and school districts. 
Each year, the data is also utilized to allocate more 
than $675 billion in federal money to state and lo-
cal governments. These revenues support programs 
like free school meals for children and the paving of 
Lawrence County roads, among other things.

The necessity for a comprehensive and accurate 
census of Lawrence County residents was critical 
for our future. Our members were volunteers who 
volunteered the majority of their time and efforts to 
actively enlist in this committee. We had attended 
local events, spoken out to our faith-based groups, 
collaborated with the school system, and done other 
things to educate the broader public on the neces-
sity of counting everyone in Lawrence County.

Hence, I was tasked with forming a 2020 Census 
Complete Count Committee to assist in educating, 
promoting, and involving Lawrence County resi-
dents in being counted in the 2020 Census. During 
the committee search, we were fortunate to locate 
other complementary individuals living in Louisa 
and the surrounding Lawrence County area who 
felt obliged to aid us in satisfying this local request. 

At this time, I want to take this opportunity to 
acknowledge these incredible people who volun-
teered their time and efforts to help us complete the 
2020 Census Project successfully.

Lawrence County Census 2020 Support Com-
mittee Members, Committee Chair James Allen 
Pauley-Barker; Co-Chairs David Prince & James 
Ellis; Secretary and Treasurer Shawna Marcum; 
Committee Members Chris Jobe; Chuck Price; 
Sherry Dixon Littleton; Daniel Castle, and a spe-
cial thanks to our Census Partnership Specialists 
Karen Coburn, Robyn Lee and Jim Strauser, and 
all other partners here in Lawrence County. I'd like 
to actively thank anyone or everyone I may have 
missed for participating in this committee.

At the moment. I hope I'm not asking too much 
when I ask you, the court members and others, to 
help me thank everyone named here today by giv-
ing them a big thank you whenever you see them 
next for helping us be successful in our 2020 Cen-

sus Count.
To give you a better idea of how our committee 

conducted this work, we discussed ways to connect 
with hard-to-count locations, for instance. deter-
mining the best methods to engage with our transi-
tory, distant, and low-income populations We used 
PSAs (Public Service Announcements) by our very 
own Laid Back Country Picker David Prince, to 
mention a few. Banners and posters are examples 
of advertising campaigns. Print Materials – such as 
putting up 2020 Census yard signs, drafting arti-
cles for the newspaper, and other local media cover-
age — resulted in the creation of a Facebook Page. 
reaching out to our pastors and Faith Base events, 
setting up educational booths at the Louisa Sep-
tember Festival, setting up educational booths at 
Trick or Treat the Hallways at both Fallsburg and 
Blaine Elementary Schools, using the $1000 award 
money from the Lawrence County Fiscal Court to 
buy arm bands with the 2020 Census printed on 
them to hand out at the Fallsburg Haunted House, 
the Lawrence County Haunted Hay Ride, and other 
events in and around Lawrence County, and finally, 
having a pizza party for the Senior Citizens. These 
scheduled activities, in my opinion, helped educate, 
encourage, and involve our residents in learning 
about the importance of the 2020 Census for Law-
rence County.

To conclude this report, let's take a short look at 
some of the data released by the Census Bureau. 
To begin, I'd like to inform you that the Census 
Bureau will not disclose all of its usual 2020 esti-
mates due to the effects of the COVID-19 epidemic 
on data gathering. This information is expected to 
be released at a later date (if asked in November). 
So, as of now, I believe the redistricting report will 
be released at a later date.

Here is some of the results for the 2020 Census in 
Lawrence County

Out of the six tracks we have here in Lawrence 
County, we had an average 67.95% self-response 
rate/

Population is now 16293 and this is a 2.7% in-

crease of the 2010 population of 15860.
We had a 3.0% increase of occupancies in Law-

rence County, meaning people who has move to 
Lawrence County. 

The House of Representatives number of seats 
will stay the same here in Kentucky. Meaning we 
didn’t gain and we didn’t lose any seats. 

As said before no date as I know of for the redis-
tricting in Lawrence County.

To summarize, Lawrence County 2020 Census 
in sense was successful even with COVID-19 inter-
ference, and Lawrence County was one of the only 
counties in this area to have had an increase in 
the self-response rate. This couldn’t have been ac-
complished alone, and I am very thankful to have 
worked alongside some of the most incredible indi-
viduals in Lawrence County, and if asked, I would 
gladly do it again. The last item I'd want to pass 
on to the Lawrence County Fiscal Court and be-
yond is my sincere recommendation on how we as a 
county might enhance our 2030 Census. To clarify, 
after much time working on this project, I'd learned 
how difficult it was to educate fifteen thousand or 
more individuals in a six-month period. Truly, its 
unfeasible to conquer this task in a short amount of 
time, therefore it is my honest recommendation that 
a strategy be put forward on this day to discover 
ways for us as a unit to educate our community over 
the following nine years on the importance of being 
counted in the next approaching Census.

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 Most of my articles have centered around Paris between 
1945 and 1955.  However there is a story that I want to share 
with you about an interesting Paris native by the name of Ri-
ley Grannan.  

He was born in Paris, Kentucky in 1868.  His father was 
a tailor. Riley left home at the age of 12 and went to Louis-
ville and got a job as a bell boy in a hotel.  While working  
at the hotel  he learned about racehorses and gambling.  He 
would get tips from the horse people and was able to turn 
that information into extra money. There was a story told that 
one day he borrowed enough 
money to get his clothes out 
of the cleaners and make a 2 
dollar bet on the fi rst race. 
He won the fi rst race and 
parlayed his winnings on 
the 2nd race. Winning again, 
he continued to parlay his 
winnings on each additional 
race and won the whole rac-
ing card. He amassed a small 
fortune that day. 

Mr. Grannan got his 
start as a fulltime bookmaker 
in New Orleans with a man 
by the name of Botay. This was in 1888 when he was 20 years 
old and taking over the racing world.  It didn’t happen as 
he anticipated, but he quickly became a well known gambler 
across the country. His betting  activities became as much a 
part of the races as the races themselves. 

He was known as a “plunger”. That is a person who bet 
large sums of money on a race. Riley Grannan, along with 
a man named George Smith who was was also known as 
“Pittsburg Phil,” were the leading plungers in the country. 
Both men kept to themselves, and if they spoke at all it was 
only a word or two. There was a huge difference between the 
two.  Pittsburg Phil put away 250,000 dollars in the event 
that things went sour for him. Riley, on the other hand, had 
no care about money and squandered away several fortunes 
before dying a pauper in Rawhide, Nevada. It has been said 
that Mr. Grannan was a millionaire several times during his 
lifetime. He did take $10,000 dollars and bought his mother 
a fi ne house in Paris. The house is located on the right side 
of the Catholic Church, across from the Family Dollar Store. 
This is now the home of the Catholic priest. His mother lived 
there her lifetime, as did his brother and sister. Neither his 
brother, who was the Bourbon County Attorney, nor his sister 
ever married. At their deaths the house went to the Catholic 
church.

Riley married a girl by the name of Daisy Dixon, a show-
girl in Chicago, in 1896. There isn’t much to tell about the 
marriage. She was fi rst married to Pittsburg Phil but the mar-
riage broke up, because she started running around with a 
jockey by the name of Tod Sloan. It is reported that Daisy 
ended up going insane in New York at the Rand Hotel..

There are several stories about Riley’s betting activities.  
Not only did he make large bets, but he took large bets also.  
One such time was during a match at Gravesend Track in 
Coney Island, New York.  At that time there were no para-
mutual windows at the race tracks, and bookmaking was le-
gal. Each bookmaker would set up a stand and take bets. This 
particular match race was between horses by the names of 
Henry Of Navarre and Domino. Riley mounted his stand and 
announced that he was betting every dollar he had on Henry 
Of Navarre. He then raised the odds on Domino more than 
the other bookmakers. It was the fi rst time that Easterners 
had stopped betting well before the race began. Riley hurled 
sarcastic remarks at the crowd. He invited them to come and 
break him. He never lowered his price on Henry. 

 There are two different accounts of the race. One story 
said the horses ran a dead heat, and another said that Henry Of 
Navarre won by a neck. Riley took in $62,000 dollars on the 
race including a $10,000 dollar bet by Mike Dwyer and two 
$5000 dollar bets by James Keene, the owner of Domino.

Riley and Pittsburg Phil got into a little trouble trying 
to fi x a jockey in 1896, and Riley went to Europe for two 
years. When he came back to the U S, he stayed away from 
the east and spent his time in the mid-west and California. It 
was reported in 1901 that the days of big betters had passed 
and referred to Grannan as one of the last. However in 1903  
Riley shocked the racing world by betting $18,000 on a horse 
named O’Hagen at the Crescent City Track in New Orleans.  
Riley’s judgment proved wrong, and he lost it all. Riley never 
whimpered when he was broke. He was always looking for a 
way to get back on top.

Mr. Grannan made a comeback for several more years 
before fi nally walking away from horse racing around 1904.  
The reason is unclear. He borrowed money from race track 
acquaintances and moved to Rawhide and opened up a sa-
loon. This was during the gold rush period. Needless to say it 
was a rough and wide open town.

Riley died broke in Rawhide in 1908. His last words 
were  “It’s all a joke, it doesn’t amount to anything.” Before 
being shipped back to Paris his remains sat on a wagon at 
the back of the saloon he had owned. He was eulogized by a 
defrocked minister by the name of W.W. Knickerbocker, who 
called Riley the greatest plunger who ever lived. 

Riley Grannan is buried in the Catholic Cemetery. There 
remains one of Paris’ most colorful characters.

 Chris Claypool Skatepark 
  Breaks New Ground

JULY 26, 2011 - Members of the Kiwanis Club and a 
handful of invited guests met Tuesday night in the Commis-
sioner Chambers as Jeremy Cupp presented computer models 
and concept art of the forthcoming Chris Claypool Memorial 
Skateboard Park.

Cupp, a Skatepark Specialist on behalf of Hardcore Shot-
crete Skateparks, Inc., introduced the blueprints and a short 
3D video of the 6,080 sq. ft. project that will reside in Legion 
Park.

While the actual construction has yet to begin, the Kiwanis 
members and guests, including owners of the DeckAwooD 
Skateshop, were able to ask questions concerning the time, 
materials and cost that will go into Hardcore’s assembly and 
fabrication of Paris’ fi rst skateboard park.

The goal of building the park in the original time frame has 
unfortunately been long overdue, mainly because of a shortage 
in funding and labor. This meeting was a way to convene with 
sponsors and volunteers and to hopefully fi nalize the necessary 
details to get the project underway.

The engineered estimated cost for the park was $169,000.   
The overall expense could be reduced however, if the materials 
and labor were provided locally. 

While the total sum is much greater than anticipated, Cupp 
discussed additional ways to provide funding. Local donations 
and contracting could cut costs dramatically. Also considered 
are national grants, in which Hardcore would match up to 100 
percent. 

Hardcore is a company that has been in business since 

2001, and has built several skateparks, including nearby Lou-
isville. The Paris design is number 9,152.

The skatepark’s dedication is to the memory of Christo-
pher “Wallace” Claypool because he was a hero to many, and 
one of the community’s most loyal skateboard enthusiasts. 
Upon examination into the features included in this state-of-
the-art design, it is clear the park will be an area that Chris, or 
any other skater could enjoy, and take pride in. 

Many traditional features like grind rails, a half bowl and 
staircase set are apparent in the concept design, as well as more 
lavish features such as a dog ear bank ramp, skittle pad, fl ower 
box and hubba ledge. The tallest ramp exceeds 4 feet. The de-
sign incorporates a variety of objects for every skater’s skill 
set, be it street or vert skateboarding.

Not only functional, Hardcore has designed a great look-
ing park, too. Cosmetic features such as brick stamping, col-
ored concrete and natural landscaping outline the design. 

The Kiwanis Club also discussed a “snake run,” or con-
crete path, that would lead to the walkway that currently exists 
throughout Legion Park. Cupp acknowledged the area while 
viewing the planned site, stating, “It’s a great location. It’s near 
a playground, which is perfect for a skatepark.”

The focus for the Chris Claypool Memorial Skateboard 
Park now becomes establishing the contract with Hardcore, 
which is expected to be done by the end of August. 

When the time comes to build, the Kiwanis Club and vol-
unteers will need all the assistance they can get. This is a huge 
project that can have a tremendously positive impact on the 
City of Paris. With the right help and enough support by spon-
sors or donations, this “dream project”  can become a reality 
in as little as 90 days.

Bass Webb Sentenced 
To Fifty Years

Special Bourbon Circuit Judge Jean Logue last week up-
held a jury recommendation and sentenced Bass Webb to 50 
years in prison for trying to run over a pretrial offi cer and a 
deputy sheriff outside the Bourbon County jail in 2009.

A Bourbon Circuit Court jury found Webb guilty of two 
counts of attempted murder for trying to run down pretrial 
offi cer Josh Mason and Deputy Sheriff Ryan Barkley in May. 
The incident was captured on a video which has been shown 

on television news frequently since 
the incident.

Webb fl ed the scene and upon 
his capture allegedly confessed to 
the killing a girlfriend, Bryia Runi-
ewicz, 32, in a home on New Lair 
Road in Harrison County. Webb 
has been charged with that murder 
and was subsequently charged with 
the murder of another girlfriend, 
Sabrina Marie Vaughn in Mont-
gomery County. Vaughn’s remains 
were found on a rural road in Pow-
ell County after she had been miss-
ing several years. Webb is awaiting 
trial on both of those cases.

Webb’s case became a media 
frenzy after an incident in Bourbon District Court when he 
spit on District Judge Vanessa Dickson during his arraign-
ment on the attempted murder charge. Logue, a Madison Cir-
cuit Court judge, was appointed as a special judge after that 
incident.

Webb’s trial in Runiewicz’s slaying in Harrison County 
is scheduled for December. The trial in Vaughn’s death is 
scheduled for April of next year in Montgomery County.

City Completes Appointments 
To New Joint Recreation Board

The Paris City Commission has made three appointments 
to the newly formed joint city/county recreation board at their 
regular meeting last Tuesday. Well known supporters of youth 
recreation, Bill T. McConnell, Pam Lewis and Tom Brannock 
were appointed as city members of the board. 

The fi scal court several weeks ago made their appointments 
which include Magistrates Don McCarty and Mark Offutt and 
Judge Donnie Foley.  

The city and fi scal court have also jointly named John Sos-
by as the joint city/county member of the board. 

A meeting of the new board will be scheduled soon. The 
group is charged with the goal of surveying recreation oppor-
tunities and needs in Bourbon County and developing a long 
range plan to improve those opportunities.

City commissioners also gave their approval to the demoli-
tion of two structures at 503 Williams Street (corner of Wil-
liams and Lilleston). The structures, formerly a funeral home, 
have become dilapidated and the city has struggled for months 
to fi nd the best way to remedy the situation.  Commissioners 
approved up to $ 15,500 to cover the demolition. A lien would 
be placed on the property in an effort to recover some of the 
costs of the demolition.

Commissioners also approved a resolution authorizing an 
application for a HUD Disaster Recovery CDBG grant. The 
grant would be for the repair or replacement of the Hopewell 
Springs retaining wall.

In other business the city approved a list of streets to be 
resurfaced during 2011.

The city commission also approved a retainer agreement 
with Henry Watson for legal counsel for the Board of Adjust-
ment.

The longest running machinery show in Kentucky was a 
big success again this year. In spite of the hot weather a large 
crowd came out on Saturday to view the many displays of trac-
tors, machinery, engines, antique trucks and enjoy the family 
atmosphere. 

Over 130 antique farm tractors and 54 antique trucks were 
on display to the delight of the crowd. “We had more traffi c 
from the general public than we’ve had in a long time,” said 
club President, Danny Booth. “The show was good, the food 
was good, and people had a great time. 

The local show is now on the circuit of machinery shows 
across the Midwest. According to Booth, visitors and exhibi-
tors came from over 10 states to either view the show or bring 
their own machinery to display. The antique truck show was 
a popular exhibit and the tours and exhibitions of machinery 
gave the visitors a look at farming techniques from long ago. 

Music this year was provided by fi ve different bands or 
groups. “We had gospel, bluegrass, country, you name it,” 
Booth said, “Ed Buehler did a great job organizing and pre-
senting the music groups this year.”

.John Sosby, A Dedicated Community Servant
The passing of John Sosby this past week leaves a hole 

in the community that is not likely to be fi lled in a long time.  
John was a horseman who was known nationally for his 
many years of leadership and service to the world-famous 
Claiborne Farm. His community service to schools and or-
ganizations in Paris and Bourbon County are legendary. Per-
haps even more importantly was his devotion to his family. 
You couldn’t be with John Sosby for very long before you 
realized how much he cared for his children and grandchil-
dren. He and his wife, Janice, were usually seen at any activ-
ity that involved a family member. 

He grew up on Claiborne Farm where his father worked 
before him. As a result he worked for three generations of 
the Hancock family who own and operate the farm. John 
worked at Claiborne for some 50 years, the last 31 as Gen-
eral Manager. He was unique in that he was equally at home 
with the kings and queens of the thoroughbred industry yet 
could relate on a personal basis to a groom or farm employee 
with a weed eater in his hand. 

His love for the local community was without peer.  As 
General Manager of Claiborne he was always active in com-
munity projects representing both Claiborne and himself in 
providing leadership in community service. Upon retirement 
in 2006, he turned his community service into a virtual full 
time job.  

John often said of his untiring work in developing and 
improving the community’s athletic fi elds. “I want my chil-
dren and grandchildren to have a good place to play.” He 
would then add that he believed that all the children in Paris 
and Bourbon County deserved great athletic facilities and 
a place to play. There is likely not an athletic fi eld in the 
county that hasn’t felt the touch of John Sosby. He not only 
planned and executed the work but was a hands-on worker. 
Whether it was a tractor or a shovel, John was there to do the 
work and get the job done. 

Like many citizens, John could see and identify the prob-
lems that exist in our community. But he didn’t stop with 
just identifying the problem, he was determined to be part 
of the solution. This is evidenced by the fact that when the 
city and county each appointed three members to a recre-
ation committee to study and develop a plan to improve the 

overall recreational facilities in the city/county, they jointly 
agreed to name John Sosby as the seventh member of the 
committee.

He called me his “ink man” and I called him my “Can 
do” man. John would often call and remind me of a special 
event or project that needed to be publicized to the people 
in the area. I would write the story. He sought no personal 
recognition but only the desire to keep people informed of 
what might be going on in the community. It might be a little 
league team with special needs or to build enthusiasm for 
the Secretariat Festival that has since become a huge annual 
event in the county.  As a “Can do” man, there was hardly a 
challenge he wouldn’t take up with a can do attitude. Once 
when the Garrard Park had suffered an unusually heavy 
fl ood that destroyed the baseball fi elds, washed out the fenc-
es and wrecked the dugouts, John showed up and said, “Let 
the coaches and parents get the teams ready, we’ll fi x the 
fi elds.” And he did. He marshaled up a team of volunteers 
and not only fi xed but restored and improved on every aspect 
of the fi elds. He rebuilt fences, built new dugouts, conces-
sion stands, and in the end the fi eld was better than ever. 
There are baseball fi elds all over the county that are in great 
condition because of John’s dedication and hard work. 

As President of the Bourbon County Fair Board, John 
provided leadership and along with the Fair Board has de-
veloped the Bourbon County Fair into one of the best in the 
state. 

Two years ago when the Legion Park playground was 
in disrepair, a grant provided a complete new playrground 
facility. John supervised the building of the new playground 
and took the old wooden structures to the fairgrounds where 
he personally rebuilt each piece of the equipment, painted 
them and installed the restored playground on the Legion 
Park grounds. Today, children in Bourbon County have two 
playgrounds, thanks to John Sosby.

But most of all, John Sosby was friend to all. His gener-
ous smile and optimistic outlook was contagious. His friend-
ship was freely given and widely accepted. 

John Sosby was my friend and I miss him...............yes, I 
know......you miss him too. 

John Sosby, former Claiborne Horse Farm manager, 
Chairman of the  Bourbon County Fair, dedicated com-
munity servant and friend to all, died Saturday follow-
ing a brief illness. His visitation was Tuesday and the 
funeral service will be held today, Wednesday, at Bour-
bon County High School’s gymnasium at 1:00 p.m.

EDITOR’S NOTE - The following letter to the commu-
nity was brought into our offi ce this past Monday by John 
Sosby’s son, Tony, who told us John had been working on 
the piece during his sickness. “He’d wake up in the night 
to add something else to it”, Tony said. The pain John 
bore, before his untimely death, did not stop him from 
thinking about someone else.

Back in late January, I got the bright idea of refurbishing 
the playground toys at the fairgrounds at Legion Park. I mea-
sured the front doors to make sure I could get them inside the 
building. After I was satisfi ed it would work, I began to move 
the wooden toys inside. With help from one of the work re-
lease programs, we started on the train. The train got a new 
smiley face and a new paint job. After we painted all of the 
cars on the train, we decided to build a tanker car.

Next was the bright red fi re truck. My helper, Roy Size-
more began to paint emblems and add a water hose on the 
side. After things began to look great, we had a brain storm 
and decided to build a John Deere tractor. If you have not 
seen the tractor, it is a must. We probably over-did ourselves 
because it looks like the real deal. Bevins of Paris donated 
the paint and decals.

Then came the bright yellow school bus. Every little kid 
loves a school bus. The Bourbon County Bus Garage donated 
the yellow paint.

Spring came and I was able to move the toys outside. We 
built ten new picnic tables. So, two of the tables were put in 
the playground. We had added a gazebo, three years ago, for 
the parents to have a place to sit and watch the children play. 
Paula Doyle and Woodmen Insurance gave a couple of nice 
trees. Eads Hardware was very generous with paint, nails and 
other items. The Bourbon County Fiscal Court fi nanced the 
cost of the lumber and paint. So, you see, a lot has gone into 
this playground.

Next is repairing and painting the Rocket, the Castle and 
the Ship.

Thanks to Judge Donnie Foley who was able to obtain 
$100,000 for playground improvement, we built the large 
playground at the ball fi elds down front of the park.

Bourbon County Park, in the last three years, has come a 
long way, and hope to even go farther.

This was all done for the love of our children. So, parents, 
when you come to the park with your children, let them play, 
but be sure they do not destroy our toys, because somebody 
has spent a lot of time to make this a great place to come and 
play.

Looking
Back

Looking back at our fight with TB 
during this time of Covid

Part one of two

As we stumble through this 
horrible Covid 19 pandemic, 
I’ve begun researching the tu-
berculosis crisis and the Paris 
TB Hospital that earlier genera-
tions had to contend with in the 
previous century. I found many 

similarities with the two experiences. Also, many differences.
Tuberculosis, also known as consumption, is a disease caused by 

bacteria that usually attacks the lungs, and at the turn of the 20th 
century, it was the leading cause of death in the United States.

“Tuberculosis is a chronic lung infection caused by mycobacteri-
um tuberculosis, a bacteria that spreads in the air from person to per-
son,” says Bradley Wertheim, currently a pulmonologist at Brigham 
and Women’s Hospital and instructor at Harvard Medical School. 
“The only thing that’s going to make these patients better definitive-
ly, is to kill the mycobacterium with the proper chemotherapeutic 
agent.” 

It would take years of research and development before such a 
drug was discovered.

The first tuberculosis hospitals in Kentucky were county-operated 
facilities that served the local populations of each county. The first 
tuberculosis sanatorium in Kentucky was Hazelwood Sanatorium in 
Louisville that accepted its first patients in 1907. Over the course 
of the next five years, two more tuberculosis sanatoria opened their 
doors: Waverly Hills and Jackson Hill. Additionally, the Branch 
Penitentiary in Frankfort and the Western Kentucky Asylum for the 
Insane had tubercular wards.

In the same year, Kentucky passed the Acts of 1912 which in-
cluded establishing tubercular districts throughout the state; in total, 
there were six districts. It was then that the 
anti-tuberculosis campaign took off. Con-
tinuing in the same year, the Kentucky Tu-
berculosis Commission began undertaking 
research efforts to ward off tuberculosis. In 
1917, Fayette County opened the Blue Grass 
Sanatorium which would eventually become 
known as the Julius Marks Sanatorium. The 
sanitorium contained a separate building to 
house and treat African American patients.

An article in the September 5, 1913 issue 
of the Bourbon News, reported that a “tu-
berculosis car which is being sent out by the 
Kentucky Tuberculosis Commission” would 
be in Paris the next week. A professor and a 
medical doctor would present a “stereoptican 
lecture in the Circuit Court room in the Court 
House.” The vehicle, parked outside for sev-
eral days, “has a number of charts in it show-
ing to the people how to prevent and cure this 
most dreadful disease which was responsible 
for the death of five thousand Kentuckians 
last year, some of them the most prominent 
people in the state.”

In comparison, a much larger Kentucky 
has had more than 9,300 Covid deaths since 
March of 2020.

The 1913 article went on to report that, “It 
cost Kentucky $8,500,000 in 1912 to take 
care of the families of those who had died 
from the disease, and those who were 
afflicted… There are at present 31,000 
cases of tuberculosis in Kentucky and the 
people will have to learn how to prevent 
the spread of the disease and how to care 
for those who have it.”

Over time, tuberculosis became a con-
tinuing issue and resulted in Hazelwood 
being stretched beyond its limits. Shortly 
after the end of World War II, the Ken-
tucky Tuberculosis Sanatoria Commis-
sion sent an architect to travel throughout 
Kentucky in hopes of finding locations 
to build five state tuberculosis hospitals 
in the local communities. It was decided, 
then, that District One would be locat-
ed in Madisonville, District Two would 
be located in Louisville, District Three 
would be located in Paris, District Four 
would be located in Ashland, District 
Five would be located in London, and 
District Six would be located in Glasgow. 
New hospitals were built for each of the districts with the exception 

of District Two in Louisville where Hazelwood was already located.
The following counties were placed in District 3: Bourbon, Fay-

ette, Gallatin, Bath, Clark, Nicholas, Owen, Mason, Montgomery, 
Scott, Fleming, Pendleton, Grant, Powell, Harrison, Boone, Brack-
en, Kenton, Robertson and Campbell counties.

In 1945, the Commonwealth of Kentucky’s Kentucky Tuberculo-
sis Sanatoria Commission acquired a tract of land on the north side 
of Paris with the goal of developing a sanatorium for tuberculosis 
patients.  The site, previously known as the Marsh Farm, was ideal 
because of an abundance of fresh air and trees atop a small hill. It 
was believed that a combination of fresh air and rest aided in the 
recuperation of patients that had contracted tuberculosis. The Paris 
Tuberculosis Hospital, the third dedicated tuberculosis treatment 
facility in the state, was dedicated during a ceremony on June 14, 
1950, that included Senator Virgil Chapman of Paris and Governor 
Earle Clements as featured speakers. According to the Kentuckian 
Citizen, more than1,500 guests waited in line to tour the facility. 
Patient applications began to be processed on July 1 and the first 
admissions were handled on July 24, 1950.
