words of the land acknowl-
edgement.

“Frontier Nursing Uni-
versity wants to acknowl-
edge that Versailles, Ky. is
the traditional territory of
the Shawnee and Cherokee
people. Frontier Nursing ac-
knowledges this legacy and
finds inspiration from this
land. We honor the land itself
and those who remain stew-
ards of this land throughout
the generations,” Evans said.

The land acknowledge-
ment, she said, was also away
or recognizing the genera-
tional trauma caused by the
taking of Native American
lands.

“I encourage everyone to
educate themselves regarding
the tribal lands you live on
today. Learn the history of
the people who once lived
there, for once we educate
ourselves, reconciliation and
healing can truly begin. ...”
Evans said.

ing because he’sreally, really
good at this,” Fannin said of
Screetch.

Amongthe eventsthey’ve
catered are a surprise birthday
brunch for Gov. Andy Bes-
hear last November, multiple
wedding receptions and cor-
porate events (some at Spark)
and, next week, a national
conference in Louisville for
700 members of the Ameri-
can Academy of Pediatric
Dentistry. Fannin said Spark
will gross $250,000 through
catering this year, which will
match orexceed in-house and
take-out figures.

“I love it,” said Screetch.
“I love going to different
spaces, different places,
connecting with different
people in the industry, event
planners, property managers
... To be able to share what
we do inside those venues is
always special.”

Screetch said corporate
clients like Montaplast, an
auto parts manufacturer in
Franklin County, keep him
hopping — and shopping for
fresh ingredients nearly daily.
He brings various meats
ready to serve to these events,
butusually makes vegetables
and starches on site.

“You should have seen
him grilling asparagus on the
loading dock of the (Capitol
Plaza) hotel in Frankfort,”
Fannin said.

Fannin and Screetch said
the catering has helped them
fulfill Spark’s original mis-
sion, though Fannin still ex-
presses some frustration with
the latter, saying, “I don’t
think we can call ourselves
a ‘pay it forward’ café if all
we’re doingis feeding ahand-
ful of homeless guys a day.”

Spark is doing more than
feeding a few homeless
people each day, however.
One ofthem now works there.

“He said he paced back
and forth several times in
front of the door and didn’t
know if it was somewhere
he should come into or not,
because just by the way the
place looked,” Screetch said.
“Hesaiditlooked like a fancy
restaurant and, ‘I didn’t think
that I’d belong.” Well, mis-
sion accomplished. That’s
what we wanted — a fancy
place for people to come in
and everybody can dine with
dignity.”

“They’re paying it forward
by helping us — they come
in after they eat and they put
chairs on tables and help us
sweep and things like that,
so I don’t even feel like
we’re giving them anything.
They’re working for their
meal,” Fannin said.

Nearly three-and-a-half
years after Fannin, Ferrell
(who left in late 2020) and
others, decided to open a
restaurant based on the seem-
inglyunlikely business model
established at Danville’s
Grace Café and others, Spark
Community Café is doing
just fine. The restaurant is
open from 11 a.m. to 2 p.m.
Wednesday to Sunday, and
Screetch and Fannin said they
enjoy theirwork, evenifplans
changed along the way.

Screetchrecalled the worst
days of the pandemic, when
many restaurants were forced
to close and never reopened.

“And when we thought we
were going to be right there
with them, we just turned a
cornerand we’ve made it, and
we’re making it,” Screetch
said.

CITY OF VERSAILLES
ORDINANCE NO. 2022-33

TITLE: AN ORDINANCE REPEALING
SECTION 92.04 OF THE CODE OF ORDI-
NANCESAND REGULATING OPEN BURNING
WITHIN THE CITY

Whereas, the City Council has deter-
mined that § 92.04 of the City’s Code of
Ordinance provides insufficient guidance
concerning open burning within the City
and that better guidance would promote the
health, safety and welfare of the residents of
the City of Versailles;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED
IN THE CITY OF VERSAILLES, KENTUCKY
as follows:

Section 1. § 92.04 of the City’s Code of
Ordinances is hereby repealed.

Section 2. General Rules for Open Burn-
ing. The City adopts the following general
rules for open burning within the City:

1. Unless exempted by a provision of
this ordinance, no open burning within the
City of Versailles shall occur withouta permit
from the City Fire Chief, or his designee;

2. Applications for a burning permit
shall be made upon a form prescribed by
the City Fire Chief;

3. Permits may be issued by the City Fire
Chiefforsuch duration as may be determined
appropriate by the Chief, not to exceed thirty
(30) days, and may contain such conditions
as may be necessary to guarantee safety and
minimize negative impact on public health;

4. The City’s ordinances permitting open
burning shall be subject to any applicable
executive orders issued by the Governor,
County Judge or Mayor creating temporary
bans on burning;

5. All open burns with the City must
comply with KRS Chapter 149 and with 401
KAR 63:005;

6. The materials that may be burned are
limited to natural brush, natural vegetation,
clean wood and charcoal; and

7. Atno time shall any synthetic materi-
als, pressure-treated wood, or oil based or
coated materials be burned within the City.

Section 3. Open Burning in Residential
Areas.

1. No permit shall be required for open
burning in a residential area if:

A. The burning occurs entirely within a
fire pit, fire place, or chimeneathat s 4 feet or
less in diameter and 4 feet or less in height;

B. The fire container is commercially
built or constructed of brick, concrete,
stone or metal;

C. The burning occurs at least 10 feet
from any structure, 15 feet from any prop-
erty line, and 20 feet from any overhead

D. The burning is attended at all times
by a responsible adult.

Section 4. Construction Site Warming
Fires.

1. No permit shall be required for warm-
ing fires at construction sites if:

A. The fire is kept in a container not
exceeding 55 gallons in size;

B. The burned material is clean, un-
painted, uncoated and untreated wood or
vegetation;

C. The air temperature is below 50
degrees Fahrenheit; and

D. Smoke and embers from the fire do
notnegatively impactneighboring residents.

Section 5. Commercial or Site-Clearing
Burning.

1. No commercial or site-clearing burn-
ing shall occurwithoutfirst obtaining a permit
from the City Fire Chief, or his designee, and
the costforacommercial orsite-clearing burn
permit shall be $ 400.00.

2. The burn site must be attended by a
responsible adult at all times.

3. Commercial blowers or air curtains
may be required at the direction of the Fire
Chief, or his designee, in addition to such
other conditions as may be required.

Section 6. Penalties for Violation.

1. Any person who violates this ordi-
nance or the terms of his burn permit in a
residential area shall be subject to a civil
fine of $ 200.00 per occurrence.

2. Any person who violates this ordi-
nance or the terms of his burn permit in a
commercial area, a construction site, or a
site-clearing burn shall be subject to a civil
fine of $ 500.00 per occurrence.

Section 7. This ordinance shall become
effective after passage and publication as
required by law.

CITY OF VERSAILLES
ORDINANCE NO. 2022-34

TITLE: AN ORDINANCE SPECIFYING A
PREFERENCE FOR LOCAL BUSINESSES IN
CITY PROCUREMENT.

Whereas, the City Council of the City of
Versailles has determined that the adoption
of a preference for local businesses in city
procurement matters would promote the
welfare of the city;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED
IN THE CITY OF VERSAILLES, KENTUCKY
as follows:

Section 1. Definitions for Section. For
purposes of this section, the following terms
shall have the following meanings:

(A) “Available Locally” means one or
more local business is capable of furnishing
supplies or services in a timely manner, in
sufficient quantity and of a quality substan-
tially the same as similar supplies or services
available from a non-local business.

(B) “Local Business” means any per-
son, corporation, limited liability company,
partnership, or other business entity that
meets with the following:

(1) The entity has an established physi-
cal office or place of business located within
Woodford County, which is properly zoned
and not a post office box.

(2) The entity is subject to occupational
license fees imposed by the city or county
and has filed an occupational license fee
return in the name of the business for the
yearimmediately preceding the yearin which
the contract is to be awarded; and

(3) The entity has nodelinquent property
taxes, occupational license fees, utility bills,
or any other outstanding liens, fines or fees
due the city.

(C) “Non-Local Business” means any
business that is not a local business.

Section 2. Preference to be Given Local
Businesses.

(A) Regardless of the procurement pro-
cedure used to obtain supplies and services
for the city, preferences shall be given to
local business, as provided in this section.

(1) If it is determined that supplies or
services are to be purchased by noncom-
petitive negotiations, as that term is used in
KRS 45A.095, and the supplies or services
are available locally, the city may enter into
noncompetitive negotiations with alocal busi-
ness. Anon-local business may be awarded a
contractthrough noncompetitive negotiation
onlyifnoagreementcan be reached withalo-
cal business orif the supplies or comparable
services required are not available locally.

(2) Ifsupplies or services are purchased
inanamountless than the amount specifiedin
KRS 424.260, the supplies or services may be
purchased fromalocal from alocal business
unless unavailable or the cost of the supplies
or services exceeds by 5% or more the cost
quoted by a non-local business.

(3) If supplies or services are to be
purchased by competitive sealed bidding,
as that term is used in KRS 45A.365, and the
supplies or services are available locally, the
bid price or cost quoted by each local busi-
ness shall be reduced by 5% for the purpose
of determining the lowest bid price. Nothing
in this section shall be deemed to prohibit
the awarding of contracts by the city on the
basis of evaluated bid price, as that term is
defined in KR 45A.345.

(4) If supplies or services are to be
purchased by competitive negotiation, as
