Kentucky's tax receipls
are 1.2 billion dollars in
January. This is the 5th
consecutive month that
they have tapped a billion
dollars. It isa jump of 12%
from January of 2020,
Some people think these
numbers are artificially
inflated by all the stimulus
maney. But he mindful.
Kentucky only hasa 3.9%
unemployment rate right
now, even though it is not
asevident in small rural
areas, Louisville, which is
the driving force far most
everything in Kentucky.
only has a 3% unemploy-
ment rate anel has filled
99.5% of the jobs lost
pre-pandemic.

The Unemployment Bill
passed the House last week
sets some limits on how
long some Kentuckians

can be eligible for benefits.
There was some debate
and bipartisan oppaosition.
This came from a lot of
Republican lawmakers

in rural ateas, It ties the
unemployment benefits to
the unemployment rate of
the entire slate, Rural Ken-
tucky has a much higher
unemployment rate mak-
ing their henefits slashed
if the Rill passed, which it
did ultimately pass,

The powerful Kentucky
Chamber of Commerce
pushed hard on this Bill,
saying businesses have
Bl hard thne in hiring,
blaming the availability of
thase benefits. Jason Bailey
with the Kentucky Center
of Economic Policy says
he found that nine of the
ten states with the highest
wonkforce participation
rate actually have a full 26-
week unemployment cycle
instead of the proposed 24
weeks in Kentucky. [t was
a cluse vote in the House
If it does get a vote in the
Senate, this very compli-
cated Rill may go on to the
Governor's desk for a veto,

State Auditor Mike Har-
mon has even been talking
about unemployment. He
says the unemployment
fravd issues have improved
in 2021, Mike Harmon is
set to run for Governor in
the 2022 election.

‘The car tax is still being
talked about in Frank-
fort. Refunds are likely
under many various Bills,
possible even freezing
the vehicle taxes prior to
the vehicle evaluations
skyracketed during the
pandemic.

Kentucky Education
Commiission Jason Glass
offered an opinion piece
last week sounding the
alarm about the teacher
shortage. He says that Ken-

tucky is losing more than
6,000 teachers a year and
that is not sustainable. Fd-
ucators have heen crying
about a teacher shortage
for years. Many Kentucky
teachers say that the 2021-
2022 school year has been
the worst for them to date.
Finding a solution is so
difficult, especially with
the underlying shortage.
Critical theory in
education is, also, the ralk
in Frankfor! that has been
ongoing

Senate President Robert
Stivers (R-District 25)
made a statement last Fri-
dlay, saying to be prepared
to vote becaise some of
this money is going to be
given back. People wonder
what he meant when he
said that, but many think
it is a tease to tax reform.
A big centerpiece of that is
anincome fax cut, being
mindful that it must follow
the rules that these federal
stimulus Bills laid out
when they allowed them
ta have the money, but
specified that it cannot be
used for tax cuts. This has
Kentucky having three
Dbillion dollars in the bank
right now. Despite possible
tax reform, the Republi-
cans still say the economy
is doing well,

Covid numbers are still
declining in Kentucky.
Governor Beshear says
if the decline continues,
some recommendations,
even far schools, could
change within several
weeks that would include
not wearing masks. It is
unclear if this will be help-
ful for schools or not. The
death toll due to Covid in

1ne stuay aSSessea‘Tace-mask or respirdtor use AMONZ'IDZ peopie wiv tesieu
positive for the virus and 1,176 who tested negative from Feb. 18 to Dec. 1,
2021 and self-reported being in indoor public settings during the two weeks
preceding their test, with no known contact with any confirmed or suspected
Covid-19 infection. The samples were randomly selected residents of Cali-
fornia.

The study concluded, “Always using a face mask or respirator in indoor pub-
lic settings was associated with lower adjusted odds of a positive test result,
compared with never wearing a face mask or respirator in these settings.”
Among the 534 study participants who reported the type of mask they used,
cloth masks offered 56% more protection against the virus than wearing no
mask indoors; surgical masks offered 66% more; and respirator mask, such as
IN95 or KN9S, offered the most additional protection, 83%.

“These data from real-world settings reinforce the importance of consistently
wearing face masks or respirators to reduce the risk of acquisition of infection
among the general public in indoor community settings,” the report says.
CDC guidance says that N95 masks, when they fit well and are worn cor-
rectly, provide the highest level of protection, while also maintaining that
“any mask is better than no mask.” Last month, the federal government began
distributing 400 million free N95 masks through pharmacies and community
health centers.

State officials have long urged Kentuckians to wear masks in indoor spaces
and especially in schools, but in September the legislature took away Gov.
Andy Behsear’s power to impose mask mandates.

A Kaiser Family Foundation survey taken mid-January found that most
American adults (54%) say they wear a mask every time in an indoor, crowd-
ed space. The rate was highest among among vaccinated people (62%; un-
vaccinated 28%). It was also higher among Democrats (77%), followed by
independents (50%) and Republicans (31%).

The Polly Warehouse (Al #51663) (Deed Book
365, page 170) at 6881 Highway 931, Whites-
burg, Letcher County, Kentucky, is proposing
to manage groundwater contamination in place
in accordance with KRS 224.01-400(18)(b).
Kentucky River Properties LLC is the sole
interest holder of record. The goal of manage-
mentin place shall be to attain target risk levels
at the point of exposure, and be protective of
ecological health.

Site investigations determined the horizontal
and vertical extent of contamination and re-
mediation was conducted. Results of a risk
assessment indicate that health risks associ-
ated with soil, groundwater, and soil gases are
within acceptable limits for non-residential use.

The Kentucky Department of Environmental
and Public Protection proposes to accept the
Site Management Plan. This decision is based
on a thorough review of site conditions and
Kentucky statutes and regulations. As part of
the Site Management Plan, an Environmental
Covenant will be placed on this property.
