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AGREEMENT

This Agreement entered into this __]_ dayof _ Yuly , 2004
between the REGIONAL WATER RESOURCE AGENCY (hereinaftey referred to
as “RWRA”) a joint city-county sewer agency established pursuant to KRS
76.231 of 1722 Pleasant Valley Road, Owensboro, Daviess County, Kentucky
42303; and WEST DAVIESS COUNTY WATER DISTRICT (hereinafter referred

to as “District') of 3400 Bittel Road, Owensboro, Daviess County, Kentucky
42301.

WHEREAS, RWRA is the regional provider of comprehensive
wastewater services for Owensboro and Daviess County; and

WHEREAS, the District is the provider of water distribution services
within the specific District of this Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the District agrees to serve as the billing agent for
RWRA within said specific District; and

WHEREAS, the District agrees to provide RWRA with billing
services for all wastewater charges, including collection, data maintenance, and
delinquencies, at a current rate of $0.50 per customer (billing rate may be
modified upon agreement by both parties).

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the covenants contained herein,
both parties agree to the following:

1. RWRA agrees to provide all necessary information related to
specific charges for each customer to the District, in a timely
manner;

2. RWRA agrees to compensate the District at a current rate of

50 cents per billing per customer;

3. RWRA agrees to compensate the District for any direct costs
- created by RWRA for the provision of service by the District,
including unrecoverable costs specifically related to the
,drsconnectron of water service solely because of non-
payment of wastewater charges and any legal costs drrectly
related to said disconnection; -

4.  The District agrees to provide RWRA with said billing
“services for all wastewater charges as stated herein;

5. The District agrees to bill customers for wastewater services,

" as directed by RWRA, whether or not the connection has

been made to the RWRA system, pursuant to Daviess
County Ordmance No. 610.2 (94) — R.1 (96);
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6. The District agrees to discontinue water services to any
customer who is delinquent in payment beyond sixty (60)
days, for any portion of the wastewater billing, including
System Development, Capacity, and Assessment

7. The Contract herein shall be reviewed by the parties on an
annual basis, beginning June 1, 2004; and the provisions of
the contract shall remain in effect until modifications, if any,
are approved by both parties.

8. With the exception of those provisions required by statute,
any provision(s) herein may be amended or eliminated by
either party, upon a sixty (60) day (minimum) written
notification to the affected party.

Mr. Schepers,

Due to an increase in costs of the labor and resources by Southeast Daviess County Water District
staff to bill, collect, report, and reimburse the sewer collection charges for Regional Water Resource
Agency, the Water District request an increase in the rates charged to Regional Water Resource Agency to
$ 1.00 per bill per month effective July 2017. Additionally, the Water District requests an increase of
$ 0.05 each year starting in July 2018 and continuing each year until July 2022 at which time the billing

rate will be § 1.25 per bill. If approved, the collection fee schedule will be:

In reviewing the collection history, the Water District has had the current 75 cents per bill per
month since August 2010. The Water District maintains, collects, reimburses, and reports for Regional
Water Resource Agency a total of eight different categories of collection such as Basic Service Charge,
Sewer Usage Charge, Capacity Fee, System Development Fee, Assessment Fee, Environmental Fee,
Volumetric Environmental Fee, and Sales Tax. The Water District is proud to report that 98.75% of all
sewer charges and fees billed in RWRA’s Fiscal Year 2015-2016 were collected.

The disposal of failed meters is a recurring event. A meter fails
electronically if its reads cannot be gathered by the AMI system for
reading and billing purposes or it is no longer able to monitor customer
usage and alert the District and the customer of unusual usage.

Daviess County Water District disposal of pickup trucks in 2021 was
an unusual occurrence. Daviess District replaced three (3) 2013 pickup
trucks and a 2006 pickup truck. The mileage on each truck ranged
between 200,000 to 250,000 miles. Each truck was also experiencing
various mechanical failures.
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
