Harrison County Water Association, Inc., (HCWA) by and through their president of the 
board of directors, Mr. J. Frank Marsh, and the manager, Mr. Nathan Fields, and through 
counsel, Mr. Jesse P. Melcher, Esq., having in the above case, requested an Order approving a 
certificate of necessity and convenience (CPCN) for a water line relocate on US. 460, due to 
Kentucky Department of Transportation (KY DOT), enlarging the road of US. 460 in Bourbon 
County, near intersection of KY 353 and U.S. 460, requiring a relocate of @ 940 feet of water 
line distribution main. 

As grounds for this request, the Harrison County Water Association, Inc. (HCWA), does 
hereby establish and file a supplemental filing of information as follows: 

A. HCWA has been requested to relocate approximately 940 feet of water line main 
distribution along US 460 in Bourbon County, Kentucky, KYTC project number 07-
8705.0, by official order of the Kentucky General Assembly, IC 101, No. 87688 005, 
dated 76-2020, due to expansion of US 460 from mile marker 1.39 to 7.69 along U.S. 
460, (from U.S 27 bypass in Paris past the intersection of KY 353, all of which is KY 
American Water, except for the relocate projects intersection with KY 353, which is 
where Ky American Water and Harrison County Water Association, Inc, have an 
interconnection for purchasing water by HCWA from Kentucky American Water. 
Part of the relocation project). 
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B. The proposed reimbursement relocate contract with KY DOT, is identified as Exhibit 
"1", consisting of 37 pages, wherein, the proposed budgeted expenses was $203,385 
for contractual work of relocation and $50,797.01 to HCWA's engineer, Strand 
Associates, Inc., for a total of $254,182.01. 

C. HCWA has bid the project out with only one bid, from Floyd Excavating, LLC, in the 
amount of $165,232.23, for all construction, with the engineering fees of 
$50,797.01, remaining the same, for a total proposed project cost of $216,029.24. 

D. It is not the intent of HCWA to incur and/or have any costs, overruns, ad/or add on 
expenses, that are not reimbursed by the KY DOT relocate utility contract as 
attached and referenced.
