Enclosed please find an Electronic Application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and
Necessity (“CPCN”) to enable Kentucky Utilities Company (the “Company™) to apply for an
electric franchise with the City of Morton’s Gap (the “City”) pursuant to KRS 278.020(4).
