Response 1a. Rowan Water Inc. (“Rowan Water”) provided the leases for the three leases 

referred to in the Application to this matter at Exhibit D, pages 51-62. 

Response 1b. The leases held for the trucks at issue contain the contracted amount of miles 

and specifications of the trucks, which are the issues prompting the request for lease 

approval including: 

a) Truck 109, lease at Application, Exhibit C, p 57 was at the contracted amount of

80,000 miles and over that amount at the time of this filing;

b) Truck 103, lease at Application, Exhibit C, p 54, is being traded in for a truck with

a dump bed; and

c) Truck 106, lease at Application, Exhibit C, p 60, is at approximately 60,000 miles,
