numbers of degrees as may be necessary to extend from each point on and along a line
drawn along the surface from each point along the extetior boundaty of the Premises
thtough each Site to each point and on and along such line to the opposite extetior
boundaty of the Premises. Lessors may not place, plant or tetain any trees, structures ot
improvements on the Premises which may, in Lessee’s sole judgment, impede or interfete
with the collection and conversion of solar energy, unless Lessots have received prior written
approval from Lessee for any such trees, structure or improvement. Lessors may submit a
letter of request to Lessee, and approval or denial of such request shall be in Lessee’s sole
discretion, Notwithstanding any othet term, the parties agree that the Lessee shall not
temove, destroy, damage, or obstruct reasonable access to or otherwise requite the removal
of the residence o chicken house facilities located on the tracts of Lessots and depicted in
Exhibit A,

(i) an easement for ingress to and egress from the Solar Facilidies (whether
located on the Premises, on adjacent property ot elsewhere) by means of cxlsung roads and
lanes, or otherwise by such route or routes as Lessee may construct from time to time
(“Access Easement”), The Access Basement shall include the right to improve existing
roads and lanes, or to build new roads, shall run with and bind the Premises, and shall inure
to the benefit of and be binding upon Lessors and Lessee and their tespective transferees,
successors and assigns, and all persons claiming under them.

@)  If Lessee wishes to obtain from Lessors one or mote easements on, over,
across, along and/ox above any real property owned by Lessors and adjacent to the Premises
but not included in the Premises or the Project (each, an “Additional Easement”) in
connection with, for the benefit of, and for putposes incidental to the Project, including for
(@) ingress and cgtess to the Premises, (11) installation and maintenance of above-gtound or
ovethead ttansmission ot communication lines and facilides, or (ili) installation and
maintenanice of other structures or facilities related to the Project, then upon request
Lessors shall grant to Lessee such easement in such Jocation or locations as Lessee may
reasonably request and the atea covered by such Additional Easement shall become part of
the Premises and the Project, and Lessee shall have the right to amend any memorandum of
this Agreement to teflect such addition and Lessors shall execute such amendment promptly
after requested by Lessee.

(© Lessors’ Activities. Lessors retain all rights to use that portion of the Premises not
occupied by Solar Facilities to the extent such use does not interfere with the Solat Facilities or
Lessee’s activities on the Premises. Lessots shall be entitled to use any private road constructed by
Lessee on the Premises for access to the balance of the Premises.
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ARTICLE II. LEASE TERM
Section2.1  Option Period; Extended Term; Renewal Term

(a) Option Period. The “Option Period” commences on the Effective Date and expires
on the fifth annual anniversary of the Effective Date.

(b) Extended Term, The Agteement shall automatically be extended for the Extended
Term, as defined below, on the date specified in a written notice received by Lessots from Lessee of
Lessee’s exetcise of the Option to lease the Premises for the Extended Term (“Option Notice™),
which date shall be at least 30 calendar days after the date the Option Notice was sent and must be
within the Option Period (“Extended Term Date™). Lessee may only exercise the Option for all of
the Premises, Further, there ate other parcels of land which the Lessee has (ot will shortly have)
leased near the Premises (“Other Parcels™) and that are subject to similar terms as those contained in
this Agreement. Lessee may only exercise the Option under this Agreement if Lessee also exercises
the options contained in those other lease agreements (“Other Leases”) at the same time, such
Othet Leases and Other Parcels being more fully desctibed in Exhibit C1 and C2 of this Agreement.
The Extended Term of the Agteement is 30 yeats from the Extended Term Date unless sooner
tetminated in accordance with the terms of the Agteement (“Extended Term”).

(© Renewal Term. Lessee shall have the right, at its option, to extend the Extended
Term for four additional periods of five years (each, a “Renewal Term”), To exercise its option to
tenew the term of this Agreement for a Renewal Term, Lessee must deliver a written extension
notice to Lessots priot to the expiration of the Extended Term or the applicable Renewal Term, as
the case may be, prm)z'ded however, that if Lessee fails to give notice of the exercise of any option to
extend, such option shall not lapse unless Lessors give Lessee written notice requestmg that Lessee
either exetcise or forfeit such option and Lessee, in wtiting, forfeits such option, The terms of the
Agreement during each Renewal Tettn shall be the same terms and conditions applicable duting the
Extended Tetm, except as specifically provided herein. Lessee shall have no right to extend the term
of this Agreement beyond the last Renewal Term provided for in this Section 2.1(c) absent further
mutual agreement.

Section 2.2  Termination of Lease
The occutrence of any of the following events shall terminate this Agreement:
() The expiration of this Agreement as set forth in Section 2.1; ot
(b)  The written agreement of the Parties to terminate this Agreement; ot

() An uncured event of default by Lessee and the election of Lessots to terminate this
Agreement pursuant to and in accordance with Atrticle IX; ot

(d)  Lessee’s execution and delivery of wtitten notice of termination to Lessors, in
Lessee’s sole and absolute discretion and, if applicable, the decommissioning and removal of the
Solar Facilities in accordance with Section 4.3; or

® Lessee’s failute to deliver the Option Notice priot to the expiration of the Option
Period.
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Section 2.3  Survival of Covenants

The Parties acknowledge that the covenants, conditions, rights and restrictions in favor of
Lessee pursuant to this Agreement, including the easements described in Section 1.1, and Lessee’s
use of and benefit from those covenants, conditions, tights and restrictions, may constitute a portion
of the Project with which the Premises will share structural and transmission components, ingress
and egress, utility access, and other support, all of which ate specifically designed to be interrelated
and integrated in opetation and use for the full life of the Project, and that the covenants,
conditions, tights and testrictions in favor of Lessee pursuant to this Agteement shall not be deemed
nominal, invalid, inoperative or otherwise be disregarded while any portion of the Project remains
opetational,

ARTICLE III. PAYMENTS AND TAXES

Section 3.1  Option Period Rent

Section 3.2  Annual Rent

The Annual Rent duting the Extended Tetm and any Renewal Term shall be paid as follows:
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Section 3.3  'Taxes, Assessments and Utilities

(© Either Party may contest the validity or amount of any levied taxes, assessments ot
other charges for which each is responsible under this Agreement as long as such contest is putsued
in good faith and with due diligence and the Party contesting the tax, assessment or charge has paid
the obligation in question or established adequate tesetves to pay the obligation in the event of an
advetse determination.

(d)  Lessee shall pay for all water, electtic, telecommunications and any other utilicy
services used by the Solat Facilities or Lessee on the Premises.

Section 3.4 Continuation of Payment Obligations
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ARTICLE 1V, LESSEE’S COVENANTS

Lessee covenants, represents and warrants to Lessors as follows:
Section4.1 Liens

Lessee shall keep the Premises free and clear of all mechanics” liens for labor, materials,
services, supplies and equipment performed on or furnished to Lessee ot any Solar Facility on the
Premises in connection with Lessee’s use of the Premises. Lessee may contest any such lien, whether
filed against Lessots’ interest in the Premises or Lessee’s leasehold interest, but shall post a bond or
use other available means to remove any lien that is created during the contested proceeding before
such lien is foreclosed. If Lessee decides not to contest such lien, Lessee agrees to otherwise remove
such mechanic’s lien that is caused by Lessee’s use of the Premises within 60 calendar days of
receiving notice of such lien, and in any event prior to the enforcement thereof, in accordance with
Ky. Rev. Stat. §§ 376.010, et seq.

Section 4.2 Permits and Laws

Lessee and its designees shall at all times comply with all federal, state and local laws,
statutes, ordinances, rules, regulations, judgments and other valid orders of any governmental
authority with respect to Lessee’s activities pursuant to this Agreement and shall obtain all permits,
licenses and orders required to conduct any and all such activities. Lessee shall have the right, in its
sole discretion, to contest by approptiate legal proceedings brought in the name of Lessee ot in the
names of both Lessee and Lessors where approptiate or required, the validity or applicability to the
Premises or Solar Facilities of any law, otdinance, statute, order, regulation ot the like now ot
hereafter made ot issued by any federal, state, county, local ot other governmental agency or entity.
Lessots shall cooperate in every reasonable way in such contest, provided Lessee reimburses Lessors
for its reasonable and actual out-of-pocket expensc directly incurted in connection with such
cooperation. Any such contest or proceeding, including any maintained in the name of Lessors, shall
be controlled and directed by Lessee, but Lessee shall protect Lessors from Lessee’s failure to
observe or comply during the contest with the contested law, ordinance, statute, order or regulation.

Section 4.3  Lessee’s Improvements and Remediation

(a) All Solar Facilities constructed, installed or placed on the Premises by Lessee
putsuant to this Agreement shall be the sole property of Lessee, and Lessots shall have no
ownership ot other interest in any Solar Facilities on the Premises. The Solar Facilities are and shall
remain personal property of the Lessee, notwithstanding any present or future common ownership
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of the Solar Facilities and the Premises. Throughout the term, Lessee shall, at its sole cost and
expense, maintain Lessee’s Solar Facilities in good condition and repair, otdinary wear and tear
excepted. All Solar Facilities constructed, installed or placed on the Pretnises by Lessee putsuant to
this Agteement may be moved, replaced, repaired or refurbished by Lessee at any time,

()  Upon the expiration or termination of this Agreement, Lessee shall remove the Solar
Facilities, including all concrete mountings and foundations, if any, to a depth of three feet below
surface grade, within 12 months from the date the Agreement expites ot terminates and restote the
Premises to as close to pre-construction conditions as reasonably practical.

© To the extent commercially reasonable and in accordance with all applicable laws,
" Lessee shall bury underground electrical cables and collectot lines.

Section 44 Hazardous Materials

Lessee shall not use, dispose of or telease on the Premises or cause ot permit to exist or be
used, stored, disposed of or released on the Premises as a result of Lessee’s operations, any
substance which is defined as a “hazardous material”, “toxic substance” or “solid waste” in any
federal, state or local law, statute or ordinance, except in such quantities as may be required in its
notmal business operations and only if such use is not hatmful to Lessors and is in full compliance
with all applicable laws. Lessee shall consult with Lessors and provide copies of any notices, claims
ot other correspondence from any govetnmental authority regarding hazardous waste issues
affecting the Premises.

Section 4.5  Insurance

Lessee shall obtain and maintain in force policies of insurance covering the Solar Facilities
and Lessee’s activities on the Premises at all times during the term, including specifically
comprehensive general liability insurance with a minimum combined occutrence and annual
limitation of one million dollats, for the petiod prior to the Extended Term Date, and two million
dollats, for the period commencing on the Extended Term Date and during the Extended Term and
any Renewal Term. Such insurance coverage for the Solar Facilitics and Premises may be provided
as patt of a blanket policy that covets other solar facilities or properties as well. A combination of
ptimary and umbrella/excess policies may be used to satisfy limit requirements.

ARTICLE V. LESSORS COVENANTS
Lessots covenants, represents and warrants to Lessee as follows:
Section 5,1  Title and Authotity

Except to the extent otherwise stated in this Agteement, Lessors are the sole owners of the
Premises in fee simple and each person or entity signing the Agreement on behalf of Lessors has the
full and unrestricted authority to execute and deliver this Agreement and to grant the Option,
leasehold interest, casements and other rights granted herein. All persons having any ownetship
interest in the Premises (including spouses) are signing this Agreement as Lessors. When signed by
Lessots, this Agreement constitutes a valid and binding agteement enforceable against Lessors in
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accordance with its terms. Other than as disclosed to Lessee prior to execution of this Agreement,
and other than those encumbrances that are reasonably likely to be revealed on a commitment for
title insurance, thete are no encumbrances, liens ot other title defects against the Premises. To the
extent that any such encumbrances or other title defects could interfete with the development,
consttuction or operation of the Project or otherwise intetfere with the rights of Lessee under this
Agreement, Lessots shall, at Lessors’ expense, promptly take such actions required to remove ot
otherwise cute any such encumbrances or defects. Thete are no farm leases or other tenancies
affecting the Premises except those disclosed by Lessee to Lessors in writing prior to ot at the time
of execution of this Agreement.

Specifically, the parties acknowledge that the Lessors have disclosed those items in Exhibit B
attached hereto.

Section 5.2  Quiet Enjoyment; Exclusivity; Certain Permitted Activities of Lessors

@ Quiet Enjoyment. As long as Lessee is not in default under this Agreement, Lessee
shall have the quiet use and enjoyment of the Premises in accordance with the tetms of this
Agteement without any interference of any kind by Lessots or any person claiming through Lessots.
Lessors and their activities on the Premises and any grant of rights Lessors make to any othet
petson shall not interfere with any of Lessee’s activities pursuant to this Agreement, and Lessors
shall not intetfere with any of Lessec’s activities pursuant to this Agreement, and Lessors shall not
intetfere or allow interference with solar energy above, on, and over the Premises or otherwise
engage in activities which might impede or dectease the output or efficiency of the Solar Facilities.
Solar Facilities located on the Premises from time to time may be operated in conjunction with Solar
Facilities operated on other nearby properties that ate part of the same Project, as determined by
Lessee. In no event during the term of this Agreement shall Lessors construct, build ot locate ot
allow others to construct, build or locate any solar enetrgy conversion system, ot similar project on
the Premises.

(b)  Hunting. Duting the Extended Term and any Renewal Term, Lessors shall not hunt
on the Premises, nor shall Lessors permit any othet person or invitee to hunt on the Premises.

Section 5.3 Hazardous Materials

Lessors shall not use, store, dispose of ot release on the Premises ot cause or permit to exist
or be used, stored, disposed of or released on the Premises as a result of Lessots’ operations, any
substance which is defined as a “hazardous substance”, “hazatdous material”, to “solid waste” in any
fedetal, state or local law, statute or ordinance, except in such quantities as may be tequited in its
notmal business operations and only if such use is not harmful to Lessee and is in full compliance
with all applicable laws, Lessors teptesent to Lessee that Lessots have no knowledge of any
condition on the Premises that is in violation of such laws, statutes ot ordinances, and that it will
indemnify and hold Lessee harmless from and against any claims telated to any pre-existing
conditions affecting the Premises,

Section 5.4  Cooperation; Further Assurances

Lessors shall coopetate with Lessee and use Lessors’ best efforts to obtain such non-
disturbance and subordination agreements as may be requested by Lessee from any petson or entity
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with a lien, encumbyance, mortgage, lease or other exception to Lessors’ fee title to the Premises, to
the extent necessary to eliminate any actual or potential interference by the holder with any sights
granted to Lessee under this Agreement. Lessots shall also suppott and cooperate with, and shall not
directly or indirectly impair, oppose or obstruct, the efforts of Lessee to obtain and maintain any
permits and third-party easements and other land rights needed for the Solar Facilities and the
Project. In connection with the issuance of such permits, and to the extent allowed by (and subject
to) applicable law, Lessors hereby waive any and all setback requitements, including any setback
requirements described in the zoning ordinance of the county in which the Premises are located ot
in any governmental entitlement or permit hereafter issued to Lessee, with respect to the locations
of any Solar Facilities to be installed ot constructed on the Premises or on adjacent properties that
ate a part of the Project. Lessors shall also provide Lessee with such further assutances and shall
execute any cstoppel certificates, consents to assignments or additional documents that may be
teasonably necessaty for recording purposes or requested by Lessee or any of its lenders or
investors. Lessee shall reimburse Lessors for their reasonable and actual out-of-pocket expense
directly incurred in connection with such cooperation,

Section 5.5  Estoppel Certificates

Within 15 days of receipt of a request from Lessee or from any existing or proposed Lendet
(defined below), Lessors shall execute an estoppel certificate (a) certifying that this Agreement is in
full force and effect and has not been modified (o, if the same is not true, stating the cutrent status
of this Agreement), (b) certifying to the best of Lessots’ knowledge thete are no uncured events of
default under the Agreement (o, if any uncuted events of default exist, stating with particulatity the
nature of such events of default), and (c) containing any other certifications as may teasonably be
tequested. Any such statements may be conclusively relied upon by Lessce and any existing or
proposed Lendet, investor, title company and purchaser. The failure of Lessors to deliver such
statement within such time shall be conclusive evidence upon Lessots that this Agreement is in full
force and effect and has not been modified, and thete are no uncuted events of default by Lessee
under this Agreement,

ARTICLE VI. INDEMNIFICATION
Section 6.1  Indemnification

Each Party (the “Indemnifying Party”) agrees to defend, indemnify and hold harmless the
other Party and the other Party’s officets, directors, employees, tepresentatives, mortgagees and
agents (collectively, the “Indemnified Party”) against any and all losses, damages, claims, expenses
and liabilities for physical damage to propetty and for physical injuty to any petson, including,
without limitation, reasonable attorneys’ fees, to the extent resulting from or arising out of (i) any
opetations or activities of the Indemnifying Party on the Premises (including, as to Lessors, any
opetations or activities conducted on the Premises by any petson or entity other than Lessee ptiot to
the Effective Date) or (i) any negligent or intentional act ot omission on the patt of the
Indemnifying Patty. This indemnification shall not apply to losses, damages, claims, expenses and
liabilities to the extent caused by any negligent or intentional act or omission on the patt of the
Indemnified Party. Reference to physical damage to property in the preceding sentence does not
include losses of rent, business opportunities, profits and similar damage and in no event will it
include consequential, indirect, punitive or similar damages. This indemnification shall sutvive the
expiration ot termination of this Agreement,

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Section 6.2  Crop and Timber Damage

(a) Promptly after initial construction, Lessee shall pay Lessots crop damages for all
crops that are removed or damaged as a direct result of Lessee’s construction or opetation of Solat

Facilities on the Premises, in accordance e Y

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ARTICLE VII. ASSIGNMENT; ENCUMBRANCE OF LEASE
Section7.1  Right to Encumber

(@ Lessce may at any time mortgage, hypothecate, grant ot pledge all or any patt of its
interest in the Agteement and rights under this Agteement and/ot enter into a collateral assignment
of all or any part of its interest in the Agreement ot rights under this Agreement to any petson ot
entity (“Lendet”) as secutity for the repayment of any indebtedness ot the performance of any
obligation (“Mottgage”) without the consent of Lessors. Lender shall have no obligations under
this Agreement until such time as it exercises its rights to acquite Lessee’s intetests subject to the lien
of Lender’s Mortgage by foreclosure or otherwise assumes the obligations of Lessee directly.

(b) Lessors agtee that any Lendet shall have the right to make any payment and to do
any other act ot thing requited to be performed by Lessee under this Agteement, and any such
payment, act ot thing petformed by Lendet shall be effective to prevent and cute a default undet this
Agteement and prevent any forfeiture of and testore any of Lessee’s rights under this Agreement as
if done by Lessee itself.

(© During the time all or any part of Lessee’s interests in the Agreement are Mortgaged
ot assigned to any Lender, if Lessee defaults undet any of its obligations and Lessots ate requited to
give Lessee notice of the default, Lessors shall also be required to give Lender notice of the default,
provided, however, that Lessots shall only be tequited to give notice to Lender if Lessee has given
Lessots contact and notice information for the Lender. If Lessots become entitled to terminate this
Aggeement due to an uncured default by Lessee, Lessors will not terminate this Agreement unless
they have first given written notice of the uncured default and of its intent to terminate this
Agreement to the Lender and has given the Lender at least 30 days to cure the default to prevent
termination of this Agreement. If within such 30 day period the Lender notifies the Lessors that it
must foreclose on Lessee’s intetest or otherwise take possession of Lessee’s interest undet this
Agreement in order to cute the default, Lessors shall not terminate this Agreement and shall permit
the Lender a reasonable petiod of time necessary for the Lendet, with the exercise of due diligence,
to foreclose or acquire Lessee’s interest under this Agreement and to perforfn or cause to be
petformed all of the covenants and agreements to be performed and observed by Lessee. The time
within which Lender must foreclose or acquite Lessee’s interest shall be extended to the extent
Lendet is prohibited by an ordet ot injunction issued by a court or the operation of any bankruptey
ot insolvency law from commencing or prosecuting the necessary foreclosute ot acquisition.

(d)  The acquisition of all or any part of Lessee’s intetests in the Agreement by any
Lender through foreclosure ot other judicial or nonjudicial proceedings in the nature of foreclosure,
ot by any conveyance in lieu of foreclosure, shall not require the consent of Lessors not constitute 2
breach or default of this Agteement by Lessee, and upon the completion of the acquisition or
conveyance Lessots shall acknowledge and recognize Lender as Lessee’s proper successor undet this
Agtreement upon Lender’s cure of any existing Lessee defaults and assumption of the obligations of
Lessee under this Agreement prospectively,

(© In the event this Agteement is rejected by a trustee ot a debtor-in-possession in any
banktuptcy or insolvency proceeding Lessots agtee, upon tequest by any Lender within 60 days after
the tejection ot termination, to execute and deliver to Lessee or Lender a new lease for the Premises
which (i) shall be effective as of the date of the tejection ot termination of this Agréement, (ii) shall

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be for a term equal to the remainder of the term of the Agreement before giving effect to such
rejection or termination, and (iii) shall contain the same terms, covenants, agteements, provisions,
conditions and limitations as are contained in this Agreement (except for any obligations ot
requirements which have been fulfilled by Lessee or Lender prior to rejection ot termination). Prior
to the execution and delivery of any such new lease Lessee, ot Lender shall (i) pay Lessots any
amounts which ate due to Lessoss from Lessee, (i) pay Lessors any and all amounts which would
have been due under this Agreement but for the rejection or termination from the date of the
tejection or termination to the date of the new lease and (iii) agtee in writing to petform of cause to
be performed all of the other covenants and agreements to be petformed by Lessee under this
Agreement to the extent Lessee failed to petform them ptior to the execution and delivery of the
new lease.

Section 7.2 Assignment

Lessee and any successot or assign of Lessee shall at all times have the right, without need
for Lessors’ consent, to do any of the following, conditionally or unconditionally, with respect to all
or any portion of the Premises for solar energy putposes: grant co-leases, separate leases, subleases,
easements, licenses or similar rights (however denominated) to one or more thitd parties; or sell,
convey, lease, assign, mottgage, encumber or transfer to one or more third parties or to any affiliate
of Lessee’s this Agreement, or any tight or interest in this Agreement, ot any or all right ot intetest
of Lessee in the Premises ot in any or all of the Solar Facilities that Lessee or any other patty may
now or hereafter install on the Premises ptovided that (i) any such assignment, transfer ot
conveyance shall not be for a period beyond the term of this Agreement; (ii) the assignee or
transferee shall be subject to all of the obligations, covenants and conditions applicable to the
Lessee; and (iif) Lessee shall not be relieved from liability for any of its obligations under this
Agteement by vittue of the assignment or conveyance unless Lessee assigns or conveys all of its
interests under the Agreement to the assignee or transferee, in which event Lessee shall have no
continuing liability, Upon any assignment or transfer of any or all of Lessee’s interests hereunder,
Lessee shall provide notice of such assignment or transfer to Lessors, together with contact
information for the assignee or transferce (including name, address and phone number), but failure
to provide such contact information shall not be considered a default hereunder.

Section 7.3  Continuing Natute of Obligations

(2) The easements and trelated rights granted by Lessors in this Agreement to Lessee ate
easements in gross for the benefit of Lessee, its successors and assigns, as owner of the rights
created by the easements. The easements and other tights granted by Lessors in this Agreement ate
independent of any lands or estates or intetest in lands, there is no other teal property benefiting
from the solar easement granted in this Agreement and, as between the Premises and other tracts of
property on which Lessee may locate Solar Facilities, no tract is consideted dominant or servient as
to the other.

(b)  The burdens of the option, lease, and easements and all other rights granted to
Lessece in this Agreement shall run with and against the land as to the Premises, shall be a charge and
burden on the Premises, and shall be binding upon and enforceable against Lessors and all heits,
legal representatives, successors, assighs, permittees, licensees, lessees, employees and agents of
Lessots. This Agreement and the option, lease and easements granted herein shall inure to the
benefit of Lessee and its successots, assigns, permittees, licensees and lessees,

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ARTICLE VIII. CONDEMNATION/FORCE MAJEURE
Section 8.1 Condemnation

If eminent domain proceedings are commenced against all or any pottion of the Ptemises,
and the taking and proposed use of such property would prevent or advessely affect Lessee’s
construction, installation ot operation of Solar Facilities on the Premises, the Parties shall either
amend this Agreement to reflect any necessary relocation of the Solar Facilities which will presetve
the value and benefit of the Agteement to Lessce, together with any cotresponding payments, ot, at
Lessee’s option, this Agreement shall terminate in which event neither Party shall have any futther
obligations. If Lessee does not elect to amend or terminate the Agreement as set forth herein, the
payments hereunder shall continue to be made up to the date of such condemnation.

Section 8.2  Proceeds

All payments made by a condemnor on account of a taking by eminent domain shall be the
property of the Lessots, except that Lessee shall be entitled to any awatd or amount paid for the
teasonable costs of removing or relocating any of the Solar Facilities or the loss of any such Solat
Facilities or the use of the Premises pursuant to the Agreement. Lessee shall have the right to
patticipate in any condemnation proceedings to this extent.

Section 8.3  Fotce Majeute

Neither Lessors not Lessee shall be liable to cach other, ot be pesmitted to terminate this
Agteement, for any failure to perform an obligation of this Agreement to the extent such
performance is ptevented by a Force Majeure, which shall mean an event beyond the conttol of the
Party affected and which, by exercise of due diligence and foresight, could not reasonably have been
avoided; provided, that, such Patty has promptly notified the other Party of such event, and uses
commetcially reasonable efforts to retmedy such event.

ARTICLE IX. DEFAULT/TERMINATION/BONDING

, 2022 (“Effective Date”) between Landon Atcher (a/k/a Landon Chase Atcher) and
Jayme™ Atcher (a/k/a Jayme Marie Atcher), husband and wife (“Lessots”), and Lost City
Renewables LLC, a Delaware limited liability company (“Lessee”). Lessots and Lessee ate teferted
to individually herein as “Party” and are collectively referted to as “Patties”.

For good and valuable consideration, the teceipt of which is heteby acknowledged, Lessors
and Lessee agree as follows:

RECITALS

A, Lessors are the owners of certain real property located in Muhlenberg County in the
Commonwealth of Kentucky, more patticulatly described in the attached Exhibit A (“Premises™).

B. Lessee is exploting the possibility of developing, owning and operating a commetcial
solar energy facility (“Project”).

C. Lessee desites to obtain an option to lease and obtain cettain easements on the
Premises for the purposes of investigating the suitability of the Project on the Premises and, if such
option is exercised, to then lease and obtain certain easements for developing, constructing, and
opetating the Project.

D. Lessots desire to grant Lessee an option to lease the Premises and, upon Lessee’s
clection to lease, to grant Lessce the right to lease and obtain certain easements on the Premises on
the terms set forth in this Agreement.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and obligations of the
Patties included in this Agreement, and for othet good and valuable consideration, the teceipt and
sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the Parties agree as follows:

such entty would occut during the petiod in which Kentucky has set deer season, whether
gun, bow, or otherwise.

Section 4.2 Permits and Laws

Lessee and its designees shall at all times comply with all federal, state and local laws,
statutes, ordinances, rules, regulations, judgments and other wvalid otders of any governmental
authority with respect to Lessee’s activities pursuant to this Agreement and shall obtain all petmits,
licenses and ordets required to conduct any and all such activities.

Lessee shall not use, dispose of ot release on the Premises or cause ot petmit to exist ot be
used, stored, disposed of or released on the Premises as a result of Lessee’s operations, any
substance which is defined as a “hazardous material”; “toxic substance” ot “solid waste” in any
federal, state or local law, statute or ordinance, except in such quantities as may be required in its
notrmal business opetations and only if such use is not harmful to Lessors and is in full compliance
with all applicable laws. Lessee shall consult with Lessots and provide copies of any notices, claims
ot other cottespondence from any governmental authotity tegarding hazardous waste issues
affecting the Premises.

Section 4.5 Insutance

Lessee shall obtain and maintain in force policies of insurance coveting the Solat Facilities
and Lessee’s activities on the Premises at all times duting the tetm, including specifically
comprehensive general liability insurance with a minimum combined occutrence and annual
limitation of one million dollars, for the petiod ptior to the Extended Term Date, and two million
dollars, for the petiod commencing on the Extended Tetm Date and duting the Extended Term and
any Renewal Tetm. Such insutance coverage for the Solat Facilities and Premises may be provided
as patt of a blanket policy that covers other solar facilities or properties as well. A combination of
ptitary and umbrella/excess policies may be used to satisfy limit requitements.

ARTICLE V., LESSORS COVENANTS
Lessots covenants, tepresents and watrants to Lessee as follows:
Section 5.1  Title and Authority

Except to the extent othetrwise stated in this Agreement, Lessots are the sole owners of the
Premises in fee simple and each person or entity signing the Agreement on behalf of Lessors has the
full and unrestricted authority to execute and deliver this Agreement and to grant the Option,
leasehold intetest, casements and other rights granted herein, All persons having any ownership
interest in the Premises (including spouses) are signing this Agreement as Lessors. When signed by
Lessots, this Agreement constitutes a valid and binding agreement enforceable against Lessors in
accotdance with its terms. Other than as disclosed to Lessee prior to execution of this Agreement,
and other than those encumbrances that are reasonably likely to be revealed on a commitment for
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title insurance, thete are no encumbrances, liens or other title defects against the Premises. To the
extent that any such encumbrances or other title defects could intetfere with the development,
consttuction or opetation of the Project ot otherwise intetfere with the rights of Lessee undet this
Agreement, Lessors shall, at Lessors’ expense, promptly take such actions required to remove ot
othetwise cute any such encumbtances or defects. There are no farm leases or othet tenancies
affecting the Premises except those disclosed by Lessee to Lessots in writing ptiot to ot at the time
of execution of this Agteement.

Specifically, the parties acknowledge that the Lessors have disclosed those items in Exhibit B
attached hereto.

Section 5.2  Quiet Enjoyment; Exclusivity; Certain Permitted Activities of Lessors

(® Quiet Enjoyment. As long as Lessee is not in default undet this Agteement, Lessee
shall have the quiet use and enjoyment of the Premises in accordance with the terms of this
Agreement without any interference of any kind by Lessots ot any person claiming through Lessots.
Lessors and their activities on the Premises and any grant of rights Lessors make to any other
petson shall not interfere with any of Lessee’s activities pursuant to this Agreement, and Lessors
shall not interfere with any of Lessee’s activities pursuant to this Agreement, and Lessots shall not
interfere ot allow interference with solar enetgy above, on, and over the Premises or otherwise
engage in activities which might impede or decrease the output or efficiency of the Solar Facilities.
Solat Facilities located on the Premises from time to time may be opetated in conjunction with Solar
Facilities operated on other nearby properties that are part of the same Project, as determined by
Lessee. In no event during the term of this Agreement shall Lessors construct, build ot locate ot
allow others to construct, build or locate any solar energy conversion system, ot similar project on
the Premises.

(b)  Hunting. Duting the Extended Tetm and any Renewal Term, Lessors shall not hunt
on the Premises, nor shall Lessots permit any other person or invitee to hunt on the Premises.

Section 5.3 Hazardous Matetials

Lessots shall not use, stote, dispose of or release on the Premises or cause or permit to exist
or be used, stored, disposed of or released on the Premises as a result of Lessots’ operations, any
substance which is defined as a “hazardous substance”, “hazardous matetial”, to “solid waste” in any
federal, state or local law, statute or ordinance, except in such quantities as may be requited in its
notmal business operations and only if such use is not harmful to Lessee and is in full compliance
with all applicable laws. Lessots reptesent to Lessee that Lessors have no knowledge of any
condition on the Premises that is in violation of such laws, statutes or ordinances, and that it will
indemnify and hold Lessee harmless from and against any claims related to any pre-existing
conditions affecting the Premises.

Section 5.4  Cooperation; Further Assurances

Lessots shall cooperate with Lessee and use Lessors’ best efforts to obtain such non-
disturbance and subotdinaton agteements as may be requested by Lessee from any person or entity
with a lien, encumbrance, mortgage, lease or other exception to Lessors’ fee title to the Premises, to
the extent necessaty to eliminate any actual or potential interference by the holder with any rights
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granted to Lessee under this Agreement. Lessors shall also suppott and cooperate with, and shall not
ditectly or indirectly impair, oppose or obstruct, the efforts of Lessee to obtain and maintain any
petmits and third-party easements and other land tights needed for the Solar Facilities and the
Project. In connection with the issuance of such permits, and to the extent allowed by (and subject
to) applicable law, Lessors hereby waive any and all setback requitements, including any setback
tequirements described in the zoning ordinance of the county in which the Premises ate located ot
in any governmental entitlement or permit hereafter issued to Lessee, with respect to the locations
of any Solar Facilities to be installed or constructed on the Premises ot on adjacent propetties that
ate a part of the Project, Lessots shall also provide Lessee with such further assurances and shall
execute any estoppel certificates, consents to assighments or additional documents that may be
treasonably necessary for recording purposes or requested by Lessee or any of its lenders ot
investors. Lessee shall reimburse Lessors for their reasonable and actual out-of-pocket expense
directly incutred in connection with such cooperation.

Section 5.5  Estoppel Certificates

Within 15 days of receipt of a request from Lessee or from any existing ot proposed Lender
(defined below), Lessors shall execute an estoppel cettificate (a) certifying that this Agreement is in
full force and effect and has not been modified (oy, if the same is not true, stating the cutrent status
of this Agreement), (b) certifying to the best of Lessors’ knowledge there ate no uncuted events of
default under the Agreement (ot, if any uncured events of default exist, stating with particulatity the
natute of such events of default), and (c) containing any other cestifications as may reasonably be
requested. Any such statetnents may be conclusively relied upon by Lessee and any existing or
proposed Lendet, investor, title company and purchaser, The failure of Lessots to deliver such
statement within such time shall be conclusive evidence upon Lessors that this Agreement is in full
force and effect and has not been modified, and thete ate no uncuted events of default by Lessee
under this Agreement.

ARTICLE VI. INDEMNIFICATION
Section 6.1 Indemnification

Each Party (the “Indemnifying Party”) agrees to defend, indemnify and hold harmless the
other Party and the other Patty’s officers, directors, employees, reptesentatives, mortgagees and
agents (collectively, the “Indemnified Party”) against any and all losses, damages, claims, expenses
and liabilities for physical damage to property and for physical injuty to any petson, including,
without limitation, reasonable attorneys’ fees, to the extent tesulting from or atising out of (i) any
opetations or activities of the Indemnifying Patty on the Premises (including, as to Lessots, any
opetations or activities conducted on the Premises by any petson ot entity other than Lessee ptiot to
the Effective Date) or (i) any negligent of intentional act or omission on the patt of the
Indemnifying Party. This indemnification shall not apply to losses, damages, claims, expenses and
liabilities to the extent caused by any negligent or intentional act or omission on the part of the
Indemnified Patty. Refetence to physical damage to property in the preceding sentence does not
include losses of rent, business opportunities, profits and similar damage and in no event will it
include consequential, indirect, punitive or similar damages. This indemnification shall sugvive the
expiration ot termination of this Agreement.

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ARTICLE VII. ASSIGNMENT; ENCUMBRANCE OF LEASE
Section 7.1  Right to Encumber

(a) Lessee may at any time mottgage, hypothecate, grant or pledge all or any patt of its
interest in the Agreement and rights under this Agteement and/or entet into a collateral assignment
of all or any part of its interest in the Agreement or rights under this Agreement to any petson ot
entity (“Lender”) as secutity for the repayment of any indebtedness or the petformance of any
obligation (“Mortgage”) without the consent of Lessors. Lendet shall have no obligations under
this Agteement until such time as it exercises its rights to acquire Lessee’s interests subject to the lien
of Lender’s Mortgage by foreclosute or otherwise assumes the obligations of Lessee directly.

(b)  Lessors agree that any Lender shall have the right to make any payment and to do
any other act or thing requited to be performed by Lessee under this Agteement, and any such
payment, act or thing performed by Lender shall be effective to ptevent and cute a default under this
Agtreement and ptevent any forfeiture of and restore any of Lessee’s rights under this Agreement as
if done by Lessee itself.

(© During the time all ot any part of Lessee’s interests in the Agreement are Mortgaged
or assigned to any Lender, if Lessce defaults under any of its obligations and Lessors are required to
give Lessee notice of the default, Lessors shall also be tequited to give Lender notice of the default,
provided, however, that Lessors shall only be requited to give notice to Lender if Lessee has given
Lessots contact and notice information for the Lender. If Lessors become entitled to terminate this
Agreement due to an uncured default by Lessee, Lessors will not terminate this Agreement unless
they have first given written notice of the uncured default and of its intent to terminate this
Agtreement to the Lender and has given the Lender at least 30 days to cure the default to prevent
termination of this Agreement, If within such 30 day period the Lendert notifies the Lessors that it
must foreclose on Lessee’s interest or otherwise take possession of Lessee’s interest undet this
Agreement in order to cute the default, Lessors shall not terminate this Agreement and shall permit
the Lendet a teasonable petiod of time necessaty fot the Lender, with the exercise of due diligence,
to foreclose or acquite Lessee’s interest undet this Agreement and to petform or cause to be
petformed all of the covenants and agreements to be performed and obsetved by Lessee, The titne
within which Lender must foreclose or acquire Lessee’s interest shall be extended to the extent
Lender is prohibited by an order or injunction issued by a coutt or the operation of any bankruptcy
ot insolvency law from commencing ot prosecuting the necessary foreclosute or acquisition.

(d)  The acquisition of all or any part of Lessee’s interests in the Agreement by any
Lender through foreclosute ot other judicial of nonjudicial proceedings in the nature of foreclosute,
ot by any conveyance in lieu of foreclosure, shall not require the consent of Lessors nor constitute a
breach or default of this Agreement by Lessee, and upon the completion of the acquisition or
conveyance Lessors shall acknowledge and recognize Lender as Lessee’s proper successor under this
Agreement upon Lendet’s cure of any existing Lessee defaults and assumption of the obligations of
Lessee under this Agreement prospectively.

(e In the event this Agreement is rejected by a trustee or a debtos-in-possession in any
bankruptcey ot insolvency proceeding Lessots agree, upon request by any Lender within 60 days aftet
the tejection or termination, to execute and deliver to Lessee or Lender a new lease for the Premises
which (i) shall be effective as of the date of the rejection or termination of this Agreement, (if) shall

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be for a term equal to the remainder of the term of the Agreement before giving effect to such
tejection or termination, and (jii) shall contain the same tetms, covenants, agreements, provisions,
conditions and limitations as are contained in this Agreement (except for any obligations ox
requirements which have been fulfilled by Lessee or Lender prior to tejection or termination). Priot
to the execution and delivery of any such new lease Lessee, or Lendet shall (i) pay Lessots any
amounts which are due to Lessors from Lessee, (i) pay Lessots any and all amounts which would
have been due under this Agreement but for the rejection or termination from the date of the
rejection or termination to the date of the new lease and (ili) agree in writing to perfotm or cause to
be performed all of the other covenants and agreements to be performed by Lessee under this
Agreement to the extent Lessce failed to perform them priot to the execution and delivery of the
new lease,

Section 7.2 Assighment

Lessee and any successot or assign of Lessce shall at all times have the right, without need
for Lessots’ consent, to do any of the following, conditionally or unconditionally, with respect to all
or any portion of the Premises for solar energy purposes: grant co-leases, separate leases, subleases,
easements, licenses of similar tights (however denominated) to one ot mote thitd patties; or sell,
convey, lease, assign, mortgage, encumber ot transfer to one ot more third patties ot to any affiliate
of Lessee’s this Agreement, or any tight or interest in this Agreement, or any or all right or interest
of Lessee in the Premises or in any ot all of the Solar Facilities that Lessee or any other patty may
now ot hereafter install on the Premises provided that (i) any such assignment, ttansfer or
conveyance shall not be for a period beyond the term of this Agreement; (i) the assignee or
transferee shall be subject to all of the obligations, covenants and conditions applicable to the
Lessee; and (i) Lessee shall not be relieved from liability for any of its obligations undet this
Agteement by vittue of the assignment ot conveyance unless Lessee assigns ot conveys all of its
interests undet the Agreement to the assignee or transferee, in which event Lessee shall have no
continuing liability. Upon any assignment or transfer of any ot all of Lessee’s interests hereunder,
Lessee shall provide notice of such assignment or transfer to Lessors, together with contact
information for the assignee or transferee (including name, addtess and phone number), but failute
to provide such contact information shall not be considered a default hereundet.

Section 7.3  Continuing Nature of Obligations

(@ The easements and related rights granted by Lessots in this Agtreement to Lessee ate
casements in gross for the benefit of Lessee, its successors and assigns, as owner of the tights
created by the easements. The easements and other tights granted by Lessors in this Agreement are
independent of any lands or estates ot intetest in lands, there is no other real property benefiting
from the solar easement granted in this Agreement and, as between the Premises and othet tracts of
property on which Lessee may locate Solar Facilities, no tract is considered dominant or servient as
to the other.

()  The burdens of the option, lease, and easements and all other tights granted to
Lessee in this Agreement shall run with and against the land as to the Premises, shall be a charge and
butden on the Premises, and shall be binding upon and enforceable against Lessots and all heits,
legal tepresentatives, successots, assigns, permittees, licensees, lessees, employees and agents of
Lessots. This Agreement and the option, lease and easements granted hetein shall inute to the
benefit of Lessee and its successors, assigns, permittees, licensees and lessees.

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ARTICLE VIII. CONDEMNATION/FORCE MAJEURE
Section 8.1 Condemnation

If eminent domain proceedings ate commenced against all ot any portion of the Premises,
and the taking and proposed use of such property would prevent or adversely affect Lessee’s
construction, installation or operation of Solar Facilities on the Premises, the Parties shall either
amend this Agreement to reflect any necessaty relocation of the Solat Facilities which will presetve
the value and benefit of the Agreement to Lessee, together with any corresponding payments, or, at
Lessee’s option, this Agteement shall terminate in which event neither Party shall have any further
obligations. If Lessee does not elect to amend ot terminate the Agreement as set forth herein, the
payments hereunder shall continue to be made up to the date of such condemnation.

Section 8.2 Proceeds

All payments made by a condemnor on account of a taking by eminent domain shall be the
property of the Lessors, except that Lessee shall be entitled to any award or amount paid for the
teasonable costs of removing or relocating any of the Solar Facilities or the loss of any such Solar
Facilities ot the use of the Premises putsuant to the Agreement. Lessee shall have the tight to
patticipate in any condemnation proceedings to this extent.

Section 8.3  Force Majeure

Neither Lessotrs not Lessee shall be liable to each other, or be permitted to terminate this
Agteement, for any failure to petform an obligation of this Agreement to the extent such
petformance is prevented by a Force Majeure, which shall mean an event beyond the control of the
Patty affected and which, by exetcise of due diligence and foresight, could not reasonably have been
avoided; provided, that, such Party has promptly notified the other Party of such event, and uses
commetcially reasonable efforts to remedy such event.

ARTICLE IX. DEFAULT/TERMINATION/BONDING
Section 9.1  Events of Default

Each of the following shall constitute an event of default that shall permit the non-defaulting
Patty to tetminate this Agreement or pursue other remedies available at law or equity.

() any failure by Lessee to pay any amounts due under Article IIT if the failure to pay
continues for 60 calendar days after written notice from Lessots; ot

(b) any othet matetial breach of this Agreement by either Party which continues for 60
days after receipt of written notice of default from the nondefaulting Party or, if the cure will take
longer than 60 days, the length of time reasonably necessary to cure as long as the defaulting Party is
making diligent efforts to cure duting that time.

Section 9.2  Surrender

Upon the tetmination or expiration of this Agteement, Lessee shall peaceably surrender the
Premises to Lessots and remove all Solar Facilities from the Premises at Lessee’s expense except as
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otherwise agreed upon by Lessors and Lessee in writing, Lessee shall have 12 months from the date
the Agreement expires or is terminated to remove the Solar Facilities. For the period between the
date of termination or expiration and the date upon which Lessee completes temoval of the Solar
Facilities as required under Section 4.3 of this Agreement, Lessee shall pay to Lessors on a monthly
basis an amount equal to the Annual Rent divided by 12, prorated as applicable for any partial
month.

Section 9.3  Specific Performance

Lessors acknowledge and agree that should Lessors breach any of their obligations
hereunder or otherwise fail to permit Lessee to exercise any of the rights and privileges granted
herein, damages would be difficult to calculate and money damages would not be sufficient to
compensate Lessee for such breach, and therefore, Lessors agree that Lessee shall have the right to
seek specific enforcement of this Agreement. In that event, Lessors agree that Lessee has no
adequate remedy at law, and that an order of specific performance may be granted in favor of
Lessce. Nothing in this Section shall be construed as limiting Lessors’ right to pursue remedies
available at law or equity.

Section 9.4 Restoration Bond

On or before the Extended Term Date, Lessce shall post _
_o securc Lessccs obligation to remove cquiprncnt and
ftestotre

e Premises as provided herein (“Restoration Bond”). The amount of the Restoration Bond shall be
reevaluated and adjusted biennially (evety two years) thereafter in accordance with the remaining amount duc
on the mortgage deseribed in Exhibit B attached hereto, and shall remain in effect until the release of said
mottgage, unless (i) the Restoration Bond is fully drawn upon earlier by Lessors in accordance with its terms,
(i) Lessors provide Lessee with written notice authorizing the release of the Restoration Bond, or (i) Lessee
has completed its restoration obligations in accotdance with Section 4.3(b) of this Agreement. The obligations
of this Section 9.4 shall survive the expiration ot eatlier termination of this Agreement.

ARTICLE X. MISCELLANEQUS
Section 10.1 Notice

Notices, consents or other documents required or permitted by this Agreement shall be in
wiiting and shall be deemed given when personally delivered, or in lieu of personal delivery, after
five days of the date deposited in the mail sent to the physical address noted below, by certified mail
or similar service, or the next business day if sent by reputable overnight coutier, provided receipt is
obtained and charges prepaid by the delivering Party.

Section 10.2 No Third Party Beneficiaries

Except for the rights of Lenders set forth above, no provision of this Agteement is intended
to nor shall it in any way inure to the benefit of any third party so as to constitute any such person a
third party beneficiary under this Agreement, or of any one or mote of the terms of this Agreement,
or otherwise give rise to any cause of action in any person not a party to this Agreement.

Section 10.3 Entire Agreement

It is mutually understood and agreed that this Agreement constitutes the entire agreement
between Lessors and Lessee and supersedes any and all prior oral or written understandings,
representations or statements, and that no understandings, representatives or statements, verbal or
written, have been made which modify, amend, qualify or affect the terms of this Agreement. This
Agreement may not be amended except in a writing executed by both Parties.

Section 10.4 Legal Matters

(2) This Agreement shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of
the Commonwealth of Kentucky. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this Agreement,
neither Party shall be entitled to, and each of Lessors and Lessee hereby waives any and all rights to
recover, consequential, incidental, and punitive or exemplary damages, however arising, whether in
contract, in tort, or otherwise, under or with respect to any action taken in connection with this
Agreement.

(b) EACH OF THE PARTIES KNOWINGLY, VOLUNTARILY, AND
INTENTIONALLY WAIVES THE RIGHT TO A TRIAL BY JURY IN RESPECT OF ANY
LITIGATION BASED ON THIS AGREEMENT, OR ARISING OUT OF, UNDER OR IN
CONNECTION WITH THIS AGREEMENT AND ANY AGREEMENT CONTEMPILATED
TO BE EXECUTED IN CONNECTION WITH THIS AGREEMENT. EACH OF THE
PARTIES WAIVES ANY RIGHT TO CONSOLIDATE ANY ACTION IN WHICH A JURY
TRIAL HAS BEEN WAIVED WITH ANY OTHER ACTION IN WHICH A JURY CANNOT
OR HAS NOT BEEN WAIVED. THIS PROVISION IS A MATERIAL INDUCEMENT TO
EACH OF THE PARTIES FOR ENTERING INTO THIS AGREEMENT.

Section 10.5 Cooperation

Each of the Parties, without further consideration, agrees to execute and deliver such
additional documents and take such action as may be reasonably necessary to carry out the putposes
and intent of this Agreement and to fulfill the obligations of the respective Parties. Neither Lessors
nor Lessee shall make any oral or written statement about the other Party which is intended or
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reasonably likely to dispatrage the other Patty, degrade the other Party’s reputation in the community,
ot interfere with its business relationships or reputation.

Section 10.6 Waiver

Neither Party shall be deemed to have waived any provision of this Agreement or any
remedy available to it unless such waiver is in writing and signed by the Party against whom the
walvet would operate. Any waiver at any time by either Party of its tights with respect to any rights
atising in connection with this Agreement shall not be deemed a waiver with respect to any
subsequent ot othet mattet.

Section 10.7 Relationship of Parties

The duties, obligations and liabilities of each of the Patties are intended to be several and not
joint or collective. This Agteement shall not be intetpreted or construed to create an association,
joint venture, fiduciary relationship or patrtnership between Lessots and Lessee of to impose any
pattnetship obligation of liability ot any trust or agency obligation or relationship upon either Party.
Lessors and Lessee shall not have any right, power, ot authority to enter into any agreement ot
undertaking for, or act on behalf of, of to act or be an agent or representative of, or to otherwise
bind, the other Party. '

Section 10.8 Confidentiality

Lessors shall maintain in the sttictest confidence, for the benefit of Lessee and any assignee
ot transferee of Lessee, all information pertaining to the financial terms of or payments under this
Agreement, Lessee’s site or product design, methods of operation, methods of construction, power
production or availability of the Solar Facilities, and the like, whether disclosed by Lessee, any
assignee or transferee, ot discovered by Lessors, unless such information either (i) is in the public
domain by reason of prior publication through no act ot omission of Lessors or their employees or
agents; ot (i) was already known to Lessors at the time of disclosute and which Lessors are free to
use ot disclose without breach of any obligation to any petson or entity. Lessors shall not use such
information for theit own benefit, publish or otherwise disclose it to others, or permit its use by
othets for their benefit or to the dettiment of Lessee, any assignee or transferee. Notwithstanding
the foregoirig, Lessots may disclose such information to Lessors’ lendets, attorneys, accountants and
other personal financial advisors solely for use in connection with their representation of Lessors
tegarding this Agreement; any prospective putchaser of the Premises who has a made a written offer
to purchase or otherwise acquite the Premises that Lessors desire to accept; or pursuant to lawful
process, subpoena or coutt order requiring such disclosure, provided Lessors in making such
disclosuse advises the party receiving the information of the confidentiality of the information and
obtains the written agreement of said patty not to disclose the information, which agteement shall
tun to the benefit of and be enforceable by Lessee and any assignee or transferee of Lessee. Lessors
shall obtain Lessee’s wtitten consent before issuing a press release or having any contact with ot
tesponding to any tequests from the news media tegarding the Project or the Agreement. The
provisions of this Section 10.8 shall survive the termination or expiration of this Agreement.
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Section 10.9 Counterparts

This Agteement may be executed in two ot mote counterpatts and by diffetent Patties on
sepatate counterparts, all of which shall be considered one and the same agteement and each of
which shall be deemed an original.

Section 10.10 Memoranduim of Lease

Lessors and Lessee shall execute, in tecordable form, and ILessee shall then record, a
memosandum of this Agreement (“Memorandum”). During the Option Petiod, Extended Term
and any Renewal Term, Lessee shall have the tight, from time to time, to file an amendment to the
Memorandum revising the legal desctiption of the Premises with the legal description provided by
Lessee’s sutveyor, as may be modified from time to time by subsequent sutveyors, provided, however;

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SOLAR OPTION AND LAND LEASE .
This Solar Option and Land Lease (“Agteement”) is made as of this 9 day of Se 5/
2022 (“Effective Date”) between Lawrence Gatdner and wife, Rolande Gardner (collect:tvely ieferred
to herein as “Lessot” or as “Lessots”), and Green River Renewable Energy, LLC, a Kentucky limited
liability company (“Lessee”). Lessor and Lessee are refetred to individually hetein as “Party” and are
collectively refetred to as “Patties”.

Fot good and valuable consideration, the receipt of which is heteby acknowledged, Lessot and
Lessee agtee as follows:

RECITALS

A. Lessor is the owner of certain real property located in Muhlenbetg County in the
Commonwealth of Kentucky, more particulatly described and/or teferenced by deed book and page,
ot PVA ID No,, in the attached Exhibit A, heteafter the (“Premises”).

B. Lessee is exploring the possibility of developing, owning and operating a commercial
solar energy facility (“Project”).

C. Lessee desites to obtain an option to lease and obtain certain easements on the
Premises for the purposes of investigating the suitability of the Project on the Premises and, if such
option is exetcised, to then lease and obtain certain easements for developing, constructing, and
operating the Project.

D. Lessor desires to grant Lessee an option to lease the Premises and, upon Lessee’s
election to lease, to grant Lessee the right to lease and obtain certain easements on the Premises on
the terms set forth in this Agreement.

NOW, THEREFORE, in considetation of the mutual covenants and obligations of the Patties
included in this Agreement, and for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency
of which ate heteby acknowledged, the Parties agree as follows:

ARTICLE I. PREMISES
Section1.1  Genetral

(2) Grant of Option and Iease. Lessor hereby grants to Lessee and Lessee accepts from
Lessot an option to lease the Premises for the purposes of testing and evaluating the Pretises for
solar enetgy genetation feasibility (“Option”). Upon Lessee’s exercise of the Option, and its election
to lease the Premises in accordance with Section 2.1(b), Lessor hereby leases the Premises to Lessee
and Lessee heteby leases the Premises from Lessor for the putposes of constructing, installing,
operating, maintaining, replacing, telocating and removing from time to time the following facilities,
collectively “Solar Facilities”:

® meteotrological and solar measuring equipment, solar panels, inverters, racking,
tracking, foundations and conctete pads, support structutes, footing, anchors, fences, storage,
batteties, other equipment that contains and stores energy, and related fixtures and facilities;




(i) operations and maintenance buildings, secutity buildings or structures, staging
areas for assembly of equipment, control buildings, laydown ateas, parking areas, crane pads,
fences, roads and related structures and facilities;

(i)  electrical wires and cables tequited for the gathering and transmission of
electrical energy and/or fot communication putposes, which may be placed ovethead on
apputtenant suppott structutes and/or undetground (at Lessee’s sole discretion), and one or
more substations ot intetconnection ot switching facilifes from which Lessee may
intetconnect to a utility or third party transmission system (collectively, “Ttansmission
Facilities”); and

(iv)  any other improvements, facilities, machinery and equipment that Lessee
reasonably determines are necessary, useful or approptiate for solar enetgy putposes.

(b)  Purpose of Agreement. This Agreement is solely and exclusively for solar energy
purposes, and throughout the term of the Agteement, Lessee shall have the sole and exclusive rights
to use the Premises for solar energy purposes and to convert all of the solat resoutces of the Premises.
For putposes of this Agreement, “solar energy putposes” means: solar resoutce evaluation, solar
energy development, converting solar energy into electrical enetgy, collecting, storing and transmitting
the electrical energy convetted from solar enetgy, and any and all othet activities related to the
preceding;

(© Option Period Activities. Duting the Option Petiod (defined below), Lessor and
Lessee may undettake the following activities:

@ Lessee, its conttactors ot agents, may entet on to the Premises fot the purposes
of extracting soil samples, petforming geotechnical tests, petforming envitonmental
assessments, surveying the Premises, and conducting such other tests, studies, inspections and
analyses on the Premises as Lessee deems necessaty, useful ot approptiate.

(i)  Lessot, orits farm tenant (“Farmer”) may engage in crop farming on portions
of the Premises so long as such farming is terminable upon no mote than 30 days’ notice and
does not intetfere with Lessee’s ability to investigate and inspect the Premises nor intetfete
with Lessec’s ability to exetcise its Option. Upon Lessee’s exetcise of the Option, Lessee will
use commetcially teasonable efforts to allow Farmer to hatvest the crop before the Extended
Term commences. If Lessee requires possession of the Premises priot to harvest of the
existing crop, Lessee shall reimburse Farmer for the value of the crop lost based on the ctop
damage calculations set forth in Section 6.2.

(d)  Easements. In addition to and in connection with the leasehold interest granted in
accordance with Section 1.1(a), upon Lessee’s exercise of the Option to lease the Premises, Lessor
heteby grants and conveys to Lessee and its successots and assigns the following easements on, above,
ovet, under, through and actoss the Premises:

® an exclusive easement to the free and unobstructed collection of solar enetgy
ovet the entitety of the hotizontal space and the entitety of the vertical air space lying above
the Premises prohibiting any obstruction to the open and unobsttucted access to the sun
(together with the preceding sentence, the “Solar Easement”) throughout the entire Premises




to and for the benefit of the area existing horizontally three hundred and sixty degrees (360°)
from any point where any Solar Facility is ot may be located at any time from time to time
(each such point referred to as a “Site”) and for a distance from each Site to the boundaties
of the Premises, together vertically through all space located above the sutface of the
Premises, that is, one hundred eighty degrees (180°) or such gteater number ot numbers of
degtees as may be necessary to extend from each point on and along a line drawn along the
surface from each point along the extetior boundary of the Premises through each Site to each
point and on and along such line to the opposite extetior boundary of the Premises. Lessor
may not place, plant or retain any trees, structures of improvements on the Premises which
may, in Lessee’s sole judgment, impede or interfete with the collection and conversion of solar
enetgy, unless Lessor has received ptior written approval from Lessee for any such trees,
structure ot improvement, Lessor may submit a letter of request to Lessee, and approval ot
denial of such request shall be in Lessee’s sole discretion,

(i)  aneasement for ingtess to and egtess from the Solar Facilities (whethet located
on the Premises, on adjacent propetty or elsewhete) by means of existing toads and lanes, ot
otherwise by such route or routes as Lessee may construct from time to time (“Access
Easement”). The Access Easement shall include the tight to improve existing roads and lanes,
ot to build new toads, shall tun with and bind the Premises, and shall inure to the benefit of
and be binding upon Lessor and Lessee and their respective transferees, successors and assigns,
and all persons claiming under them.,

(i)  If Lessee wishes to obtain from Lessor one or more easements on, ovet,
actoss, along and/ot above any real property owned by Lessor and adjacent to the Premises
but not included in the Premises ot the Project (each, an “Additional Easement”) in
connection with, for the benefit of, and for putposes incidental to the Project, including for
(i) inggess and egtess to the Premises, (if) installation and maintenance of above-ground or
ovethead transmission of communication lines and facilities, or (i) installation and
maintenance of other sttuctutes or facilities telated to the Project, then upon request Lessor
shall grant to Lessee such easement in such location or locations as Lessee may reasonably
request and the atea covered by such Additional Easement shall become part of the Premises
and the Project, and Lessee shall have the tight to amend any memorandum of this Agreement
to teflect such addition and Lessor shall execute such amendment promptly after requested by
Lessee.

(e) Lessor Activities. Lessor tetains all rights to use that portion of the Premises not
occupied by Solar Facilities to the extent such use does not intetfere with the Solar Facilities ot Lessee’s
activities on the Premises. Lessor shall be entitled to use any ptivate road constructed by Lessee on
the Premises for access to the balance of the Premises.

ARTICLE II. LEASE TERM
Section 2.1  Option Period; Extended Tetim; Renewal Term

(2) Option Petiod. The “Option Period” commences on the Effective Date and expires
on the fifth annual anniversary of the Effective Date.




(b) Extended Term. The Agreement shall automatically be extended for the Extended
Term, as defined below, on the date specified in a wtitten notice teceived by Lessor from Lessee of
Lessee’s exercise of the Option to lease the Premises for the Extended Tetm (“Option Notice™),
which date shall be at least 30 calendar days after the date the Option Notice was sent and must be
within the Option Period (“Extended Term Date”). Lessee may exetcise the Option for all or a
portion of the Premises, and shall include such information in the Option Notice. If Lessee elects to
exercise the Option for less than the entire Premises, the legal description of that pottion of the
Premises to be leased will replace the legal description set forth or referenced on Exhibit A of this
Agreement without the need for an amendment, if allowable by state law and county tequitements,
and Lessee shall record a notice of the Extended Term Date and the legal description of that portion
of the Premises that Lessee has elected to lease in the public tecords of the county in which the
Premises is located. The Extended Term of the Agteement is 30 yeats from the Extended Term Date
unless sooner terminated in accordance with the terms of the Agreement (“Extended Term”).

(©) Renewal Term. Lessee shall have the right, at its option, to extend the Extended Term
for four additional petiods of five years (each, 2 “Renewal Term”). To exetcise its option to renew
the term of this Agreement for 2 Renewal Term, Lessee must deliver a written extension notice to
Lessor prior to the expiration of the Extended Term or the applicable Renewal Term, as the case may
be, provided, however, that if Lessee fails to give notice of the exetcise of any option to extend, such
option shall not lapse unless Lessor gives Lessee written notice requesting that Lessee either exercise
ot forfeit such option and Lessee, in writing; forfeits such option. The terms of the Agreement duting
each Renewal Term shall be the same terms and conditions applicable duting the Extended Tertn,
except as specifically provided herein. Lessee shall have no tight to extend the term of this Agreement
beyond the last Renewal Term provided for in this Section 2.1(c) absent further mutual agteement.

Section2.2  Termination of Lease
- The occurtence of any of the following events shall terminate this Agreement:
(@)  The expitation of this Agreement as set forth in Section 2.1; or
(b)  The wtitten agteement of the Parties to terminate this Agreement; or

(© An uncuted event of default by Lessee and the election of Lessor to tertninate this
Agreement putsuant to and in accordance with Article IX; or

(d  Lessee’s execution and delivery of written notice of termination to Lessor, in Lessee’s
sole and absolute discretion and, if applicable, the decommissioning and removal of the Solar Facilities
in accordance with Section 4.3; or

(e) Lessee’s failure to deliver the Option Notice prior to the expiration of the Option
Petiod.

Section 2.3  Survival of Covenants

The Parties acknowledge that the covenants, conditions, rights and restrictions in favor of
Lessee putsuant to this Agteement, including the easements described in Section 1.1, and Lessee’s use
of and benefit from those covenants, conditions, rights and restrictions, may constitute a portion of
the Project with which the Premises will share structural and transmission components, ingtess and




use of and benefit from those covenants, conditions, rights and testrictions, may constitute a pottion
of the Project with which the Premises will share structural and transmission components, ingress
and egtess, utility access, and other suppott, all of which are specifically designed to be intetrelated
and integrated in opetation and use for the full life of the Project, and that the covenants,
conditions, tights and testrictions in favor of Lessee pursuant to this Agreement shall not be deemed
nominal, invalid, inoperative ot otherwise be distegatded while any portion of the Project temains
operational.

(© Eithet Party may contest the validity ot amount of any levied taxes, assessments ot
othet charges for which each is responsible under this Agreement as long as such contest is putsued
in good faith and with due diligence and the Party contesting the tax, assessment of charge has paid
the obligation in question ot established adequate teserves to pay the obligation in the event of an
adverse determination,

(d) Lessee shall pay for all water, electric, telecommunications and any other utility services
used by the Solat Facilities or: Lessee on the Premises.

ARTICLE IV. LESSEE’S COVENANTS
Lessee covenants, reptresents and watrants to Lessor as follows:
Section4.1  Liens

Lessee shall keep the Premises free and clear of all mechanics’ liens for labor, materials,
setvices, supplies and equipment petformed on or furnished to Lessee ot any Solar Facility on the
Pretnises in connection with Lessee’s use of the Premises, Lessee may contest any such lien, whether
filed against Lessor’s interest in the Premises or Lessee’s leasehold intetest, but shall post a bond or
use other available means to remove any lien that is created duting the contested proceeding befote
such lien is foreclosed. If Lessee decides not to contest such lien, Lessee agtees to otherwise remove
such mechanic’s lien that is caused by Lessee’s use of the Premises within 60 calendar days of receiving
notice of such lien, and in any event prior to the enforcement theteof, in accordance with Ky. Rev.
Stat. §§ 376.010, et seq.

Section 4.2 Permits and Laws

Lessce and its designees shall at all times comply with all federal, state and local laws, statutes,
ordinances, rules, regulations, judgments and other valid otders of any governmental authority with
respect to Lessee’s activities putsuant to this Agteement and shall obtain all permits, licenses and
otdets tequited to conduct any and all such activities. Lessce shall have the right, in its sole discretion,
to contest by appropriate legal proceedings brought in the name of Lessee or in the names of both
Lessee and Lessor where appropriate or required, the validity or applicability to the Premises or Solat
Facilities of any law, ordinance, statute, order, regulation ot the like now ot heteafter made o issued




by any federal, state, county, local or other governmental agency or entity. Lessor shall coopetate in
every reasonable way in such contest, provided Lessee reimbutses Lessot for its teasonable and actual
out-of-pocket expense directly incurred in connection with such coopetation. Any such contest or
proceeding, including any maintained in the name of Lessor, shall be controlled and directed by Lessee,
but Lessee shall protect Lessor from Lessee’s failure to observe ot comply during the contest with the
contested law, ordinance, statute, order or regulation,

Section 4,3  Lessee’s Improvements and Remediation

(2) All Solar Facilities constructed, installed or placed on the Premises by Lessee putsuant
to this Agreement shall be the sole property of Lessee, and Lessot shall have no ownership ot othet
interest in any Solar Facilities on the Premises. The Solat Facilities are and shall remain personal
property of the Lessee, notwithstanding any present or future common ownetship of the Solat
Facilities and the Premises. Throughout the term, Lessee shall, at its sole cost and expense, maintain
Lessee’s Solar Facilities in good condition and repair, ordinary wear and tear excepted. All Solar
Facilities consttucted, installed ot placed on the Premises by Lessee putsuant to this Agreement may
be moved, replaced, repaired ot tefurbished by Lessee at any time.

(b) Upon the expiration or termination of this Agreement, Lessee shall temove the Solar
Facilities, including all concrete mountings and foundations, if any, to a depth of three feet below
surface grade, within 12 months from the date the Agreement expires ot terminates and restore the
Premises to as close to pre-construction conditions as reasonably practical.

(© To the extent commercially reasonable and in accordance with all applicable laws,
Lessee shall buty underground electrical cables and collector lines.

Section 4.4  Hazardous Materials

Lessee shall not use, dispose of or release on the Premises or cause ot permit to exist or be
used, stored, disposed of ot teleased on the Premises as a tesult of Lessee’s operations, any substance
which is defined as a “hazardous tatetial”, “toxic substance” or “solid waste” in any fedetal, state or
local law, statute ot ordinance, except in such quantities as may be requited in its normal business
opetations and only if such use is not harmful to Lessor and is in full compliance with all applicable
laws. Lessee shall consult with Lessor and provide copies of any notices, claims or othet
cotrespondence from any govertimental authority regarding hazardous waste issues affecting the
Premises.

Section 4.5  Insutratice

Lessee shall obtain and maintain in force policies of insurance covering the Solar Facilities and
Lessee’s activities on the Premises at all times duting the term, including specifically comprehensive
general liability insurance with a minimum combined occutrence and annual limitation of one million
dollass, for the petiod ptiot to the Extended Term Date, and two million dollars, for the period
commencing on the Extended Term Date and during the Extended Term and any Renewal Tetm.
Such insutance coverage for the Solar Facilities and Premises may be provided as part of a blanket
policy that covets other solar facilities or properties as well. A combination of primary and
umbtella/excess policies may be used to satisfy limit requitements.




ARTICLE V. LESSOR COVENANTS

Lessor covenants, represents and wattants to Lessee as follows:
Section 5.1  Title and Authority

Except to the extent otherwise stated in this Agreement, Lessor is the sole owner of the
Premises in fee simple and each petson or entity signing the Agteement on behalf of Lessot has the
full and unrestricted authority to execute and deliver this Agreement and to grant the Option,
leasehold interest, easements and other tights granted hetein. All petsons having any ownetship
interest in the Premises (including spouses) are signing this Agreement as Lessor. When signed by
Lessor, this Agteement constitutes a valid and binding agteement enforceable against Lessor in
accordance with its terms. Other than as disclosed to Lessee prior to execution of this Agreement,
and other than those encumbrances that ate reasonably likely to be tevealed on a commitment for title
insurance, thete are no encumbrances, liens or other title defects against the Premises. To the extent
that any such encumbrances or othet title defects could intetfere with the development, construction
ot operation of the Project or otherwise interfere with the rights of Lessee under this Agreement,
Lessor shall, at Lessot’s expense, promptly take such actions requited to remove or otherwise cure
any such encuinbrances or defects. There are no farm leases or other tenancies affecting the Premises
except those disclosed by Lessee to Lessor in writing ptiot to ot at the time of execution of this
Agreement.

Section 5.2  Quiet Enjoyment; Exclusivity; Certain Permitted Activities of Lessor

(2) Quiet Enjoyment. As long as Lessee is not in default under this Agreement, Lessee
shall have the quiet use and enjoyment of the Premises in accordance with the terms of this
Agreement without any interference of any kind by Lessor ot any person claiming through Lessor.
Lessot and its activities on the Premises and any grant of rights Lessor makes to any other person
shall not intetfere with any of Lessee’s activities putsuant to this Agreement, and Lessot shall not
intetfere with any of Lessee’s activities putsuant to this Agreement, and Lessor shall not intetfete ot
allow intetference with solat enetgy above, on, and over the Premises ot otherwise engage in activities
which might impede or dectease the output or efficiency of the Solar Facilities. Solar Facilities located
on the Premises from time to titne may be operated in conjunction with Solar Facilities operated on
othet neatby properties that ate part of the same Project, as determined by Lessee. In no event duting
the term of this Agreement shall Lessor construct, build or locate or allow others to construct, build
or locate any solar energy convetsion system, ot similar project on the Premises.

(b)  Hunting. During the Extended Term and any Renewal Term, Lessor shall not hunt on
the Premises, nor shall Lessor permit any other person of invitee to hunt on the Premises.

Section 5.3 Hazardous Materials

Lessot shall not use, store, dispose of or release on the Premises or cause ot permit to exist or
be used, stored, disposed of or teleased on the Premises as a tresult of Lessor’s operations, any
substance which is defined as a “hazardous substance”, “hazardous matetial”, to “solid waste” in any
federal, state or local law, statute ot ordinance, except in such quantities as may be tequited in its
notmal business opetations and only if such use is not hatmful to Lessee and is in full compliance
with all applicable laws. Lessor represents to Lessee that Lessor has no knowledge of any condition




on the Premises that is in violation of such laws, statutes ot ordinances, and that it will indemnify and
hold Lessee harmless from and against any claims related to any pre-existing conditions affecting the
Premises.

Section 5.4  Cooperation; Further Assutances

Lessor shall cooperate with Lessee and use Lessot’s best efforts to obtain such non-
disturbance and subordination agreements as may be requested by Lessee from any petson ot entity
with a lien, encumbrance, mottgage, lease or other exception to Lessor’s fee title to the Premises, to
the extent necessaty to eliminate any actual or potential interference by the holder with any tights
granted to Lessee under this Agreement. Lessor shall also support and cooperate with, and shall not
directly or inditectly impair, oppose ot obstruct, the efforts of Lessce to obtain and maintain any
petits and third party easements and other land rights needed fot the Solas Facilities and the Project.
In connection with the issuance of such permits, and to the extent allowed by (and subject to)
applicable law, Lessor hereby waives any and all setback requirements, including any setback
tequiretnents desctibed in the zoning ordinance of the county in which the Premises ate located or in
any governmental entitlement or permit hereafter issued to Lessee, with respect to the locations of
any Solat Facilities to be installed ot consttucted on the Premises or on adjacent properties that are a
patt of the Project. Lessor shall also provide Lessee with such further assurances and shall execute any
estoppel cettificates, consents to assignments or additional documents that may be reasonably
necessary for recording purposes ot tequested by Lessee or any of its lenders or investors. Lessee shall
reimburse Lessor fot its teasonable and actual out-of-pocket expense ditectly incurred in connection
with such cooperation.

Section 5.5  Estoppel Certificates

Within 15 days of receipt of a request fromm Lessee ot from any existing ot proposed Lender
(defined below), Lessor: shall execute an estoppel certificate (a) certifying that this Agreement is in full
force and effect and has not been modified (of, if the same is not true, stating the current status of
this Agteement), (b) cettifying to the best of Lessot’s knowledge thete are no uncured events of default
under the Agteement (or, if any uncured events of default exist, stating with patticularity the natute
of such events of default), and (c) containing any other certifications as may reasonably be tequested.
Any such statements imay be conclusively telied upon by Lessee and any existing or proposed Lendet,
investot, title company and putchaset. The failute of Lessor to delivet such statement within such
time shall be conclusive evidence upon Lessor that this Agreement is in full force and effect and has
not been modified, and thete are no uncured events of default by Lessee under this Agreement.

ARTICLE VI, INDEMNIFICATION
Section 6.1 Indemnification

Each Party (the “Indemnifying Party”) agrees to defend, indemnify and hold hatmless the
othet Party and the other Party’s officets, ditectors, employees, representatives, mottgagees and agents
(collectively, the “Indemnified Party”) against any and all losses, damages, claims, expenses and
liabilities for physical damage to property and for physical injury to any petson, including, without
limitation, reasonable attorneys’ fees, to the extent resulting from or arising out of () any opetations
ot activities of the Indemnifying Party on the Premises (including, as to Lessot, any opetations or
activities conducted on the Premises by any petson ot entity other than Lessee priot to the Effective




Date) or (ii) any negligent or intentional act or omission on the part of the Indemnifying Pasty. This
indemnification shall not apply to losses, damages, claims, expenses and liabilities to the extent caused
by any negligent or intentional act or omission on the part of the Indemnified Party. Reference to
physical damage to property in the preceding sentence does not include losses of rent, business
opportunities, ptofits and similar damage and in no event will it include consequential, indirect,
punitive ot sitilar damages. This indemnification shall survive the expiration ot termination of this
Agreement,

Section 6.2  Crop Damage
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ARTICLE VII. ASSIGNMENT; ENCUMBRANCE OF LEASE
Section 7.1  Right to Encumbetr

(2) Lessee may at any time mortgage, hypothecate, grant ot pledge all or any part of its
intetest in the Agreement and rights undes this Agreement and/ot enter into a collatetal assignment
of all ot any part of its interest in the Agreement or rights under this Agreement to any petson or
entity (“Lender”) as secutity for the repayment of any indebtedness or the performance of any
obligation (“Mortgage”) without the consent of Lessot. Lender shall have no obligations under this
Agreement until such time as it exetcises its rights to acquite Lessee’s intetests subject to the lien of
Lendet’s Mortgage by foreclosute or otherwise assumes the obligations of Lessee directly.

(b) Lessor agrees that any Lendet shall have the right to make any payment and to do any
other act or thing requited to be performed by Lessee under this Agreement, and any such paymerit,
act ot thing petrformed by Lender shall be effective to prevent and cute a default under this Agreement
and prevent any forfeiture of and restore any of Lessee’s rights under this Agreement as if done by
Lessee itself.

(© Duting the titme all or any part of Lessee’s interests in the Agreement are Mortgaged
ot assigned to any Lendet, if Lessee defaults under any of its obhgauons and Lessor is required to
give Lessee notice of the default Lessot shall also be lequlred to give Lender notice of the default,
provided, however, that Lessor shall only be required to give notice to Lender if Lessee has given Lessor
contact and notice information for the Lender. If Lessor becomes entitled to terminate this
Agteement due to an uncured default by Lessee, Lessor will not terminate this Agreement unless it
has first given written notice of the uncured default and of its intent to terminate this Agreement to
the Lendet and has given the Lender at least 30 days to cute the default to prevent termination of this
Agreement. If within such 30 day period the Lender notifies the Lessor that it must foreclose on
Lessee’s intetest ot otherwise take possession of Lessee’s intetest undet this Agteement in otder to
cute the default, Lessor shall not terminate this Agreement and shall permit the Lender a reasonable
petiod of time necessary for the Lender, with the exetcise of due diligence, to foteclose ot acquire
Lessee’s interest undet this Agreement and to perform or cause to be petformed all of the covenants
and agreements to be performed and obsetved by Lessee. The time withih which Lender must
foteclose or acquite Lessee’s interest shall be extended to the extent Lender is prohibited by an ordet
ot injunction issued by a court or the operation of any banktuptcy or insolvency law from
cotimencing or prosecuting the necessary foreclosure ot acquisition.

(d  Theacquisition of all or any patt of Lessee’s interests in the Agreement by any Lender
through foreclosure ot other judicial or nonjudicial proceedings in the natute of foreclosute, ot by
any conveyance in lieu of foreclosute, shall not require the consent of Lessot not constitute a breach
ot default of this Agteement by Lessee, and upon the completion of the acquisition ot conveyance
Lessot shall acknowledge and recognize Lender as Lessee’s proper successor undet this Agtecment
upon Lender’s cure of any existing Lessee defaults and assumption of the obligations of Lessee under
this Agreement prospectively.

(e) In the event this Agreement is tejected by a trustee ot a debtor-in-possession in any
bankruptey or insolvency proceeding Lessor agrees, upon request by any Lender within 60 days after
the trejection ot termination, to execute and deliver to Lessee ot Lender a new lease for the Premises
which () shall be effective as of the date of the rejection ot termination of this Agreement, (ii) shall
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be fot a tettn equal to the remainder of the term of the Agteement before giving effect to such
tejection or termination, and (iif) shall contain the same tetms, covenants, agteements, ptovisions,
conditions and limitations as are contained in this Agreement (except fot any obligations ot
tequirements which have been fulfilled by Lessee or Lender prior to tejection or termination). Prior
to the execution and delivery of any such new lease Lessee, or Lendet shall (i) pay Lessot any amounts
which ate due Lessor from Lessee, (ii) pay Lessor any and all amounts which would have been due
under this Agreement but for the rejection or termination from the date of the rejection ot
termination to the date of the new lease and (iii) agree in writing to perform ot cause to be performed
all of the other covenants and agteements to be performed by Lessee under this Agreement to the
extent Lessee failed to perform them prior to the execution and delivery of the new lease.

Section 7.2  Assignment

Lessee and any successor ot assigh of Lessee shall at all times have the right, without need for
Lessot’s consent, to do any of the following, conditionally ot unconditionally, with respect to all ot
any pottion of the Premises for solar enetgy purposes: grant co-leases, separate leases, subleases,
easements, licenses or similat tights (however denominated) to one ot mote third parties; ot sell,
convey, lease, assign, mortgage, encumber or transfer to one or mote third parties or to any affiliate
of Lessee’s this Agreement or any right or interest in this Agreement, ot any or all right or intetest of
Lessee in the Premises or in any or all of the Solar Facilities that Lessee ot any othet party may now
ot hereafter install on the Premises provided that (i) any such aselgnment transfer or conveyance shall
not be for a period beyond the tertn of this Agreement; (if) the assignee or transferee shall be subject
to all of the obligations, covenants and conditions applicable to the Lessee; and (iii) Lessee shall not
be telieved from liability for any of its obligations undet this Agteement by vittue of the assignment
ot conveyance unless Lessee assigns or conveys all of its interests under the Agreement to the assignee
ot transfetee, in which event Lessee shall have no continuing liability. Upon any assignment ot transfer
of any or all of Lessee’s interests hereundet, Lessee shall p10v1de notice of such assignment or transfer
to Lessor, together with contact information for the assignee ot transfetee (including name, address
and phone number), but failute to provide such contact information shall not be consideted a default
hereundert.

Section 7.3  Continuing Nature of Obligations

(a)  The easements and related tights granted by Lessor in this Agreement to Lessee ate
easements in gross fot the benefit of Lessee, its successors and assigns, as owner of the rights created
by the easements. The easements and othet rights granted by Lessor in this Agreement are
independent of any lands ot estates or intetest in lands, thete is no other real property benefiting from
the solat easement granted in this Agreement and, as between the Premises and other tracts of
ptropetty on which Lessee may locate Solar Facilities, no tract is considered dominant or setvient as to
the other.

(b) The butdens of the option, lease, and easements and all other rights granted to Lessee
in this Agreement shall run with and against the land as to the Premises, shall be a charge and burden
on the Premises, and shall be binding upon and enforceable against Lessor and all heirs, legal
tepresentatives, successots, assigns, permittees, licensees, lessees, employees and agents of Lessot.
This Agreement and the option, lease and easements granted herein shall inure to the benefit of Lessee
and its successots, assigns, permittees, licensees and lessees.
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ARTICLE VIII. CONDEMNATION/FORCE MAJEURE
Section 8.1 Condemnation

If eminent domain proceedings are commenced against all or any pottion of the Premises, and
the taking and proposed use of such property would prevent ot adversely affect Lessee’s consttuction,
installation ot operation of Solar Facilities on the Premises, the Patrties shall either amend this
Agreement to reflect any necessary relocation of the Solar Facilities which will presetve the value and
benefit of the Agreement to Lessee, together with any corresponding payments, o, at Lessee’s option,
this Agreement shall terminate in which event neither Party shall have any furthet obligations. If
Lessee does not elect to amend or terminate the Agteement as set forth hetein, the payments
hereunder shall continue to be made up to the date of such condemnation.

Section 8.2 Proceeds

All payments made by a condemnor on account of a taking by eminent domain shall be the
propetty of the Lessor, except that Lessee shall be entitled to any award or amount paid for the
teasonable costs of removing ot telocating any of the Solar Facilities or the loss of any such Solar
Facilities ot the use of the Premises pursuant to the Agreement. Lessee shall have the tight to
patticipate in any condemnation proceedings to this extent.

Section 8.3  Fotce Majeute

Neither Lessor not Lessee shall be liable to each othet, or be permitted to terminate ‘this
Agreement, for any failure to petform an obligation of this Agteement to the extent such petformance
is prevented by a Force Majeure, which shall mean an event beyond the control of the Party affected
and which, by exercise of due diligence and foresight, could not reasonably have been avoided;
provided, that, such Party has promptly notified the other Party of such event, and uses commercially
reasonable effotts to femedy such event.

ARTICLE IX, DEFAULT/TERMINATION
Section 9.1 Events of Default

Each of the following shall constitute an event of default that shall permit the nondefaulting
Pazrty to tetminate this Agreement ot putsue other tremedies available at law or equity.

(@) any failure by Lessee to pay any amounts due under Article ITL if the failure to pay
continues for 60 calendar days after written notice from Lessor; or

(b)  any other matetial breach of this Agteement by either Party which continues for 60
days after teceipt of written notice of default from the nondefaulting Party or, if the cute will take

longet than 60 days, the length of time reasonably necessaty to cute as long as the defaulting Party is
making diligent efforts to cute duting that time,

Section 9.2  Surrender

Upon the termination or expiration of this Agreement, Lessee shall peaceably surrender the
Premises to Lessor and temove all Solar Facilities from the Premises at Lessee’s expense except as
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otherwise agreed upon by Lessor and Lessee in writing, Lessee shall have 12 months from the date
the Agreement expites or is terminated to temove the Solar Facilities. For: the petiod between the date
of tettination ot expiration and the date upon which Lessee completes removal of the Solar Facilities
as requited under Section 4.3 of this Agteement, Lessee shall pay to Lessot on 2 monthly basis an
amount equal to the Annual Rent divided by 12, protated as applicable for any pattial month,

Section 9.3  Specific Petformance

Lessot acknowledges and agtees that should Lessor breach any of its obligations hereunder ot
otherwise fail to permit Lessee to exercise any of the rights and privileges granted hetein, damages
would be difficult to calculate and money damages would not be sufficient to compensate Lessee for
such breach, and thetefore, Lessor agrees that Lessee shall have the right to seek specific enforcement
of this Agreement, In that event, Lessor agtrees that Lessee has no adequate remedy at law, and that
an order of specific performance may be granted in favor of Lessee. Nothing in this Section shall be
construed as limiting Lessor’s right to putsue remedies available at law ot equity.

ARTICLE X, MISCELLANEOUS
Section 10.1 Notice

Notices, consents or other documents required ot permitted by this Agreement shall be in
weiting and shall be deemed given when personally delivered, ot in lieu of petsonal delivety, after five
days of the date deposited in the mail sent to the physical address noted below, by cettified mail or
similar setvice, or the next business day if sent by reputable overnight couriet, provided receipt is
obtained and charges prepaid by the delivering Party.

Section 10,2 No Third Party Beneficiaries

Except for the rights of Lenders set forth above, no provision of this Agreement is intended
to nor shall it in any way inure to the benefit of any third party so as to constitute any such petson a
third patty beneficiary under this Agteement, ot of any one or mote of the terms of this Agreement,
ot otherwise give tise to any cause of action in any petson not a patty to this Agreement.
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Section 10.3 Entire Agreement

It is mutually undetstood and agteed that this Agteement constitutes the entite agteement
between Lessor and Lessee and supersedes any and all prior oral or written understandings,
representations or statements, and that no understandings, representatives or statements, vetbal or
written, have been made which modify, amend, qualify ot affect the terms of this Agteement. This
Agreement may not be amended except in a writing executed by both Parties.

Section 10.4 Legal Matters

(2) This Agreement shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of
the Commonwealth of Kentucky. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this Agreement,
neither Party shall be entitled to, and each of Lessor and Lessee hereby waives any and all rights to
recover, consequential, incidental, and punitive or exemplary damages, however atising, whethet in
conttact, il tott, or otherwise, under or with respect to any action taken in connection with this
Agteement,

(b) EACH OF THE PARTIES KNOWINGLY, VOLUNTARILY, AND
INTENTIONALLY WAIVES THE RIGHT TO A TRIAL BY JURY IN RESPECT OF ANY
LITIGATION BASED ON THIS AGREEMENT, OR ARISING OUT OF, UNDER OR IN
CONNECTION WITH THIS AGREEMENT AND ANY AGREEMENT CONTEMPLATED
TO BE EXECUTED IN CONNECTION WITH THIS AGREEMENT. EACH OF THE
PARTIES WAIVES ANY RIGHT TO CONSOLIDATE ANY ACTION IN WHICH A JURY
TRIAL HAS BEEN WAIVED WITH ANY OTHER ACTION IN WHICH A JURY CANNOT
OR HAS NOT BEEN WAIVED. THIS PROVISION IS A MATERIAL INDUCEMENT TO
EACH OF THE PARTIES FOR ENTERING INTO THIS AGREEMENT.

Section 10.5 Cooperation

Each of the Parties, without further consideration, agrees to execute and deliver such
additional documents and take such action as may be teasonably necessaty to carty-out the putposes
and intent of this Agreement and to fulfill the obligations of the respective Patties. Neither Lessor nor
Lessee shall make any oral ot written statement about the other Party which is intended or reasonably
likely to dispatage the othet Patty, degtade the other Party’s reputation in the community, or interfere
with its business telationships ot teputation. ’

Section 10.6 Waiver

Neither Patty shall be deemed to have waived any provision of this Agreement or any femedy
available to it unless such waiver is in writing and signed by the Patty against whom the waiver would
opetate. Any walvet at any time by either Patty of its rights with respect to any rights atising in
connection with this Agreement shall not be deemed a waiver with respect to any subsequent or other
matter.

Section 10,7 Relationship of Parties
The duties, obligations and liabilities of each of the Parties are intended to be several and not

joint ot collective. This Agteement shall not be interpreted or construed to create an association, joint
venture, fiduciaty relationship or partnership between Lessor and Lessee ot to impose any pattnership
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obligation or liability ot any trust or agency obligation or relationship upon eithet Patty. Lessor and
Lessee shall not have any right, power, or authotity to enter into any agreement or undertaking for, or
act on behalf of, or to act or be an agent or reptesentative of, ot to otherwise bind, the other Party.

Section 10.8  Confidentiality

Lessor shall maintain in the sttictest confidence, for the benefit of Lessee and any assignee o
transferee of Lessee, all information pertaining to the financial tetms of or payments undet this
Agtreement, Lessee’s site or product design, methods of operation, methods of consttuction, power
production ot availability of the Solar Facilities, and the like, whether disclosed by Lessee, any assignee
or transfetee, ot discovered by Lessor, unless such information either (i) is in the public domain by
reason of ptior publication through no act or omission of Lessot ot its employees ot agents; ot (if) was
already known to Lessot at the time of disclosure and which Lessor is free to use ot disclose without
breach of any obligation to any petson ot entity. Lessor shall not use such infotmation for its own
benefit, publish or othetwise disclose it to othets, ot petmit its use by others for theit benefit ot to the
detriment of Lessee, any assignee or transferee. Notwithstanding the foregoing, Lessor may disclose
such information to Lessot’s lenders, attorneys, accountants and other personal financial advisors
solely for use in connection with their representation of Lessor tegarding this Agteement; any
prospective purchaset of the Premises who has 2 made a written offer to putchase ot otherwise acquite
the Premises that Lessor desires to accept; ot pursuant to lawful process, subpoena or coutt order
requiting such disclosure, provided Lessor in making such disclosure advises the party teceiving the
information of the confidentiality of the information and obtains the written agtectment of said patty
not to disclose the information, which agreement shall run to the benefit of and be enforceable by
Lessee and any assignee or transferee of Lessee. Lessot shall obtain Lessee’s written consent before
issuing a press release or having any contact with ot responding to any tequests from the news media
regarding the Ptoject ot the Agreement. The provisions of this Section 10.8 shall sutvive the
termination ot expiration of this Agreement.

Section 10.9  Countetparts

This Agteement may be executed in two ot mote countetparts and by different Pasties on
sepatate counterparts, all of which shall be considered one and the same agreement and each of which
shall be deemed an original.

Section 10,10 Memorandum of Lease

Lessor and Lessee shall execute, in recotdable form, and Lessee shall then recotd, a
memorandum of this Agreement (“Memorandum”). Duting the Option Petiod, Extended Term and
any Renewal Term, Lessee shall have the right, from time to time, to file an amendment to the
Memotandum revising the legal description of the Premises with the legal description provided by
Lessee’s sutveyor, as may be modified from time to time by subsequent sutveyots, provided, howeser,
such amended legal description of the Premises does not materially exceed the boundaties of the
Premises as otiginally desctibed in Exhibit A. Lessot hereby grants Lessee the tright to execute such
amendment to the Memorandum without obtaining the priot consent of Lessor and without requiting
Lessot’s signature, if allowable under state law and county tecording requirements. Lessee shall
provide a copy of each such amendment to Lessor within 60 days after the amendment has been filed
in the public tecords of the county whete the Premises is located and the legal desctiption provided
shall replace the legal desctiption on the attached Exhibit A, Lessor hereby consents to the recordation
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of the interest of an assignee in the Premises. Upon the termination of the Agreement, at the request
of Lessor, Lessee agtees to provide a recordable acknowledgeiment of such termination to Lessot.

Section 10,11 Multiple Owners

The parties comprising Lessor shall be solely responsible for distributing their respective
shates of such payments between themselves. The parties comprising Lessor shall resolve any dispute
they might have between themselves under this Agreement or any other agreement regarding any
amount paid or payable to Lessor under this Agreement or the performance of any obligation owed
to Lessot under this Agreement and shall not join Lessee in any such dispute or intetfere with, delay,
limit ot otherwise adversely affect any of the rights or remedies of Lessee under this Agreement in any
way; provided, this will not limit the rights of Lessor under this Agreement to enforce the obligations
of Lessee under this Agteement and so long as all patties comptising Lessot agtee on pursuing such
right or remedy and so notify Lessee in writing.

Section 10.12 Severability

Whenever possible, each provision of this Agreement shall be mterpleted in such manner as
to be valid, binding and enforceable under applicable law. If any provision of this Agreemeﬂt is held
to be invalid, void (or voidable) or unenforceable undet applicable law, such provision shall be
ineffective only to the extent held to be invalid, void (ot voidable) or unenforceable, and the remainder
of such provision or the remaining provisions of this Agreement shall remain in effect
