Kentucky Power Company’s Notice of Filing of Proof of Newspaper Publication
and Motion for Deviation

Kentucky Power Company (“Kentucky Power” or the “Company”) gives notice of its filing
of the following attached documents as evidence of the publication of the public notice required
by 807 KAR 5:011, Section 8(2)(b) for the hearing of this case, scheduled to begin in Frankfort,
Kentucky on January 13, 2026:

(a) The January 9, 2026 affidavit of Holly Willard, Bookkeeping Assistant, Kentucky
Press Service, Inc., including a list of publications and publication dates (Exhibit B); and

(b) A copy of the accompanying newspaper “tear sheets,” verifying the contents of the
required notice of this matter, and that the notice was published (Exhibit C).

Further, the Company used its best efforts to give notice of this matter in compliance with
807 KAR 5:011, Section 8(2)(b). Exhibit A reflects that Kentucky Power made the request for
publication with the Kentucky Press Service on December 3, 2025.

As demonstrated by the January 9, 2026 affidavit of Holly Willard, the Hindman
Troublesome Creek Times, Sandy Hook Elliot County News, West Liberty Licking Valley Courier,
and the Rowan County News did not publish the respective notices for between the dates of
December 23, 2025 and January 6, 2026, as requested by the Company and Kentucky Press

Service, and as required by 807 KAR 5:001, Section 9. These publications did not publish the



notice because of closures associated with the Christmas and New Years’ Day holidays. These
newspapers instead published the notice on the next date possible for each publication, either
January 8, 2026, or January 9, 2026.

Kentucky Power believes that the publication of the Company’s notice as detailed herein
meets the requirements of 807 KAR 5:011, Section 8(2)(b). However, to the extent the
Commission concludes that the Company’s notice does not meet the requirements of 807 KAR
5:011, Section 8(2)(b), the Company respectfully requests that the Commission grant a deviation
for the reasons stated herein.

Kentucky Power acted in good faith and with due care in arranging for the timely
publication of the notice and used its best efforts to give notice of this matter in compliance with
807 KAR 5:011, Section 8(2)(b). Some newspapers were unable to run the notice as requested by
Kentucky Power due to circumstances outside of Kentucky Power’s control due to holiday
closures. The publication of the notice in the identified newspapers matches that required by the
regulations as closely as was possible, In addition, notice was, in fact, published in each of the 20
newspapers in Kentucky Power’s service territory, as indicated in Ms. Willard’s affidavit, prior to
the January 13, 2026 hearing.

For the foregoing reasons, and to the extent the Commission deems it necessary, Kentucky
Power requests that the Commission grant a deviation from the requirements of 807 KAR 5:011,

Section 8(2)(b).

SUGAR INTAKE TIPS TO PREVENT CAVITIES

Holiday celebrations often feature lots of great
food and drinks, including sweet treats to indulge
in. But too much sugar in your diet can weaken your
teeth, leaving your smile vulnerable to cavities. After
a sweet holiday season, follow these five sugar intake
tips so you can prevent cavities and improve your
oral and overall health in 2026.

Restore the balance. If your holiday season was
filled with candy canes, hot cocoa and cookies, now
is the time to revive a balanced diet with a variety
of healthy foods from each of the five major food
groups. Fill your plate with whole grains, fruits, veg-
etables, lean proteins and low-fat dairy foods.

Sugary beverages, such as soda and juice, should
be served sparingly, as healthier options like water
and plain milk offer far more nutritional value.
“Water is the best beverage for your teeth,” said
American Dental Association dentist Mirissa Price.
“Not only does water help wash away cavity-causing
bacteria and weaken the acids in your mouth, but
water with optimal levels of fluoride strengthens
your teeth against cavities.”

Be picky if it's sticky and watch out for starch. You
might think dried fruit is a healthy choice, but rai-
sins and dried cranberries often stick to your teeth,
giving the bacteria in your mouth more time to feast
on the natural sugars. Meanwhile, starchy foods like
chips and cakes often get trapped between your
teeth, where cavities also form. “If you choose these
foods, pair them with water, and make sure to brush
and floss thoroughly,” said Price.

Resolve to maintain your dental routine. Speaking
of brushing and flossing, it's important to keep up
with your dental care routine no matter what your
diet looks like. That means brushing your teeth twice
daily with fluoride toothpaste and cleaning between
your teeth once a day. Choose dental products with
the ADA Seal of Acceptance and see your dentist
regularly for valuable checkups. Appointments can
fill up fast after the holidays, so schedule them far in
advance to avoid delays.

Timing matters. Instead of eating sweets on their
own, pair them with meals or eat them shortly after
mealtimes. During a meal, your mouth releases more
saliva, which is another tool in the fight against tooth
decay, canceling out acids and washing away food
from teeth and gums. Saliva also contains miner-
als to repair weakened teeth. For snacks between
meals, choose a healthy option like fruit, vegetables
or cheese. “If you find yourself enjoying a sweet treat
apart from a meal, chewing sugar-free gum with the
ADA Seal of Acceptance after can increase saliva
and may help counter acidity,” Price said.

Set a good example. It's no surprise
that most kids also want to enjoy a
sweet treat now and then, but remem-
ber that cavities are the most common
chronic childhood disease. Provide
children with foods and drinks that are
healthy and low in sugar, remind them
about regular at-home dental care, and
set a good example by modeling all the
tips above.

Campton woman charged

with fetal homicide

CAMPTON, Ky. (January,
1,2026) — On Wednesday, De-
cember 31, 2025 around 2:30
p.m. Kentucky State Police
(KSP) post 8 was contacted by
United Clinic in Campton stat-
ing there was a lady in the clinic
whom disclosed that she had
aborted her pregnancy at her
residence on Flat Mary Road.

Troopers and Detectives ar-
rived at the clinic and launched
an investigation. Detectives in-
terviewed Melinda S. Spencer,
35 of Campton Kentucky.

Ms. Spencer stated to de-
tectives that she had ordered
medication online to complete
an abortion.

Ms. Spencer took the medi-
cation which resulted in the
death of a developed male in-

fant, and then buried the infant
on the backside of her property
in a shallow grave.

Troopers and Detectives
responded near the 3700 block
of Flat Mary Road where they
located the infant in a shallow
grave just as Ms. Spencer had
stated.

As aresult of this investiga-
tion KSP arrested Melinda S.
Spencer charging her with Fetal
Homicide 1st degree, Abuse of
a Corpse and Tampering with
Physical Evidence.

KSP was assisted by Wolfe
County Sheriff's Office and
Wolfe County Coroner's Of-
fice. This case remains under
investigation by Detective Paul
Thomas.

Dangers of Carbon Monoxide
Value of Carbon Monoxide Detectors

What is Carbon Monoxide?
Carbon monoxide is an invis-
ible, odorless gas that comes
from burning fossil fuels such
as gasoline, wood, coal, pro-
pane, oil, and methane. When
these fuels burn incompletely,
CO is produced. Home heat-
ing and cooking appliances
can produce CO if damaged
or misused. Vehicles such as
cars, trucks, tractors, and lawn
mowers are also a source of
CO. Any motor allowed to run
indoors can produce dangerous
levels of CO.

What are Carbon Monoxide
Detectors? Carbon monoxide
detectors measure the amount
of CO gas present in the air over
time. Current CO detectors are
made to sound an alarm at the

lowest level of CO poisoning.
This sensitivity may cause the
alarm to sound before symp-
toms appear. It is important to
treat all alarms seriously and
have the cause of any alarm
determined to be sure your
home is safe. If the CO alarm
sounds, move outdoors or by an
open window or door. Account
for everyone at home. Call 9-11
or the fire department from
the fresh air location. Remain
at the fresh air location until
emergency personnel arrive to
help you.
