Space at Derrickson Agricultural Complex 

Morehead State Univer-
sity is proud to announce 
the approval of a newly 
named space within the 
Derrickson Agricultural 
Complex in recognition of 
Professor Emeritus Dr. 
Philip Prater’s extraordi-
nary contributions to MSU 
and the field of veterinary 
science.
