Process for Updating EFG Data

Beginning in 2006, the EFG sheets changed to account for house size and changed base year from 1998 to 2001.  In order to make the co-op sheets reflect this, the orig EFG sheets were copied to a new workbook, extended to 2035, replaced the saturations with co-op specific sats, and edited the calibration section of the EIAData tab.  Previously, adjustments were made to the UEC sections.  Starting in 2006, given EIA data more current, assumed EIA UEC for appliances.  Only put in co-op specific use per household so the spreadsheet adjusts to that total (see raw vs adjusted intensity).  

METHOD PRIOR TO 2006

Beginning in 2002, appliance efficiency data resource is EIA via membership in the RER Energy Forecasting Group (EFG) which outputs a CD with efficiency and saturation projections based on census regions.  EK falls in East South Central.

For 2004 Load Forecast, all appliance efficiencies are from EIA data.  This data, monthly and annual indices, is found in the spreadsheet RESSATTRENDCALC##.xls.  The spreadsheet must be updated each load forecast.  

· In order to do this, update the EIAData tab with the new efficiencies provide on the CD.  Paste link the data in the first few columns only.  This is the only data used.  Starting in 2004 house size is accounted for in the efficiencies.  See the report provided by RER with the CD update.    

· Also, the ResIndices.xls spreadsheets need to be updated with any new appliance survey data and forecasted through desired year.  This sheet is linked to the previous CALC spreadsheet.

· After updating the link to the appropriate co-op RESINDICES.xls spreadsheet, extend the data in the CALC spreadsheet to the appropriate year.  Remember to ‘INSERT,DEFINE,NAMES’ fields to the right year on the “MonthlyEquipment’ tab.  The fields names used for the region are NENG even though the data is really ESC.

· Copy and paste this data into the Resindices.xls resindices tab which is linked to Metrix models.

· See hand written notes for all updates required.
