278.2219 allows the PSC to grant a waiver or deviation if the commission finds that compliance is
impracticable or unreasonable.

Kenergy’s waiver request from the demands of KRS 278.2201 rests on the claim that there is “no
practical way to establish a subsidiary without either infusing cash (a subsidy) or guaranteeing a letter of
credit (both a subsidy and placing the assets of Kenergy subject to recourse).” In Commonwealth v.
Phon, 17 S.W.3d 106, the State Supreme Court said that “(s)tatutes should be construed in such a way
that they do not become ineffectual or meaningless.” If the PSC were to uphold the line of reasoning
provided by Kenergy, it will render KRS 227.2201 meaningless. Subsidizes are only given if required so to
state that a subsidy is necessary and therefore a prohibition against said subsidy is unreasonable and
should be waived is absurd. In the twenty years since passage of House Bill 897 the PSC has never
provided a waiver to KRS 227.2201. All PSC-granted waivers have pertained to the recordkeeping and
other requirements in KRS 278.2201 to 278.2213. If the members of the General Assembly wish to
change state law to allow regulated utilities to use customer funds to subsidize non-regulated affiliates
they have that authority.

Beyond the basic rule of law issue, | have many other concerns about the waiver request.

While Kenergy has explained their desire to provide broadband service to their customers and asked
them and others to write letters in support to the PSC, they have not said that they want to use electric
cooperative capital or assets to pursue this (https://www.kenergycorp.com/2020/08/kenergy-
broadband-letter-of-support/). You can tell this plainly in that very few, if any, letters mention the word
subsidy. | wholeheartedly agree with the desire to provide broadband internet service to Daviess County
residents but as County Judge-Executive, | could not sign the letter of support to put Kenergy assets or
capital at risk.

While all Kenergy Coop members get electric
service, less than 50% of Kenergy members will ever purchase internet service from its for-profit subsidy
because there are extensive cable networks in Daviess and Henderson Counties. Kenergy takes two
interesting views on their proposal to use “capital credits” to subsidize broadband rollout. First, Kenergy
downplays the importance of retuning money to their members. However just one year ago they
promoted their capital credit retirement saying that members, own a portion of Kenergy so when
Kenergy has money left over, it’s returned to members as a capital credit retirement. They were proud
to say this was their “eighth consecutive capital credit retirement. Since 2012, the cooperative has
returned more than $23 million to our members and former members. Cooperatives are businesses that
pay you back. Those are tough to find these days. And it’s a great reason to be a member of an electric
cooperative.”

Second, Kenergy states that even though it budgeted $3 million for a 2020 capital credit retirement,
given the current state of the COVID-19 emergency; it is “reluctant to commit to a capital credit
retirement until it has a better understanding of the financial ramifications caused by COVID-19.” Why is
Kenergy not reluctant to commit the $3 million to subsidize its for-profit affiliate until it has a better
understanding of the financial ramifications caused by COVID-19?

While Kenergy never directly addresses the need for more or future subsidy due to cost over-runs, or if
the amount of federal subsidy is lower than expected, or if the affiliate does not perform as well as
consultants expected, there should be a real concern that Kenergy’s capital or assets will ultimately be
at risk and cause electric ratepayers to pay increased rates, or forgo their “earned” capital credits in
order to support this non-regulated affiliate.

Kenergy has a consultant’s report showing how much money they will make. | am familiar that
consultants can be wrong. | was an Owensboro City Commissioner when Owensboro Municipal Utilities
asked the city to approve discontinuing its surplus power agreement with Kentucky Utilities. Consultants
said OMU would make more money selling surplus power in the Wholesale Electric market and could
use that money to subsidize “local” rates. Unfortunately the consultants did not foresee the collapse of
the electricity market that happened in 2009. In the last year of the KU contract (2009-10), surplus
power sales provided over 50% of OMU revenues. By the time OMU shut down Unit #1 in 2019 surplus
power sales provided about 33% of OMU revenues — OMU'’s “local” customers had to make up the
difference via rate increases.

The biggest concern regarding “future” earnings is the fact that technology changes quickly. Currently
the FCC has opened up Citizens Broadband Radio Service for wireless internet service which promises
much higher download speed and much less signal interference. In addition companies such as SpaceX
and Amazon are deploying low-orbit satellites in order to provide broadband internet service to rural
areas. As County Judge Executive | am the chair of Connect GRADD, a joint project of Green River Area
Development District and WATCH Communications to provide high-speed Internet access to rural areas





of western Kentucky. New technology that will begin rolling out this fall will enable fixed wireless speeds
of 25/mbps to 100/mbps for Connect GRADD customers.

Finally I will end with two questions:

Would a waiver, if granted, be for a one-time amount or could Kenergy continue to subsidize Kenect into
the future without additional PSC approval?

If Kenergy receives a waiver to construct subsidized fiber throughout their service area could a private
company also lease fiber to provide service or will Kenect be given a monopoly on the non-profit
Kenergy's assets? If other companies may lease the “excess” fiber that Kenergy constructs will they be
given same lease rates as Kenect?

Let me repeat, | wholeheartedly agree with the desire to provide broadband internet service to Daviess
County residents as well as all residents of the Green River Area Development region but as County
Judge-Executive, | cannot support the requested waiver to put Kenergy assets or capital at risk.
