Theieis growing public concesn about the health effeck associated with prolonged expostre to
radiofrequency (RF) ¢adiation emitted by cell towess. Rezearch suggests a possible link between RF
sadiation and adverse health efiects, including headaches, sleep disturbances, and increased risk of cestain
cancevs Mzny experts recommand mainteining a safe distance betwean celi tfowers and residential aseas,
schools and heslthoare facilities to minimize exposuie.
The canstyuction and operation of cefl towe:s can also have sigi(icsnt envisownetal consequences
These include habitat disruption, theeatens local wildlife, acsthetic degaadation of our natinallandscape
and firehaaasd. The proposed site fos the cdl towes is home to vasious species and vegetation that could
beadverszly affiected by the coozfuction actj vities and tlie confinuous opesation of the towet
Additionally, the visual impactof a oell towes canalter the chasscier of our community, poterially
affiecting propeity valuos and the overall quality of life. The tisk of fire is a significait concern,
egpecially in areas prone to dry conditions or whese the local fize depaitment’s response capabitities might
be suetched thin. The addition of such a stiucture coutd potentially inciease the fire risk %0 neatby homes
and natwal aseas.
Nusverous studies and ¢eal estatea ssxsvents indicate that the peezanee of 0¢l | towera can negatively
afiiect property values in suncuading arcas Prospective buyess often view cell towess as umsightly and
potentially harmfid. leadi ng to decreased intesest and lowes property prices This potential seduction in
psaperty values directly impacts homeownets' investiments and te overall cconomic health of our
commaay ty. Protecting our propesty values is essertial for maintining the financial well-being of ouwr
residents and the atiractiveness of our neighborhood.
Given thesc concarps, | respetiully regmest that the city council and relevant authorities thoroughly
review the potential impacts of the propusd ocll tower. I wge you to consids the following actions:
1. Conduct Compretrenaive impact Asscssments: Comnission ndependend studies 10 evaluate the
health, envisonmental, and property value implications of the pioposed towes.
2. Explote Altermative Locations: Identify and assess altemati ve sites that are fusther away fron
1csidential areas, sohools, and ecologically sensitive zongs.
3. Echance Public Engagement: Facilitate open fonars and community meetings 1o discuss the
projectand addvess sesidems’ concesne transparendy
4. Implemcat Styi ngent Safety Sianderds: Ensure that the proposed towes @eets the highest safety
and secasity Sandards to mitigate risks.
We believe that engaging with the community and addressing these concerms twrspasently is crucial fos
any development project, especially one with such potential impacts. We kindly request the opposturoty
fos public comtment and consultstion befose any final decisions ase made. By tabing our comuresuty’s
health, envirorment and property values into account, we can wWosk togethes 1o find a solution that
balatices the necd fos improved connectivity with the well-bemg and irdevests of our cesidarr®.

TowerCo 2013, LLC, T-Mobile and Cellco Pastnership, d/b/a Verizon Wireless propose to
construct a wireless communications faclity on a site located on the west side of Capp Springs
Road (County Road 1115), approximately 0.8 mile noith of US HWY 68, Benton, KY 42025
(Noith Latitude: (36° 51° 47.91”, West Longitude 88° 14’ 55.18"). The proposed facility will
include a 260-foot tall self-support tower, plus a S-foot lightning arrestor and related ground
facilities. This facility is needed to provide improved coverage for wireless communications in
the area.
