This is a request to be removed as counsel of record in the above docket on the
ground that my then client, Alcan Primary Products Corporation ("'Alcan"), if in existence, no
longer has an interest in this proceeding.

As background, on February 8, 2010 Michael L. Kurtz petitioned for full
intervention on behalfof Kentucky Utility Industrial Customers, and I co-signed that pleading as
co-counsel but for Alcan only. The motion was granted by the Commission by orderdated
February 23, 2010. I participated throughout the matter on behalf of Alcan.

As you are aware, the assets of Alcan were purchased by an affiliate of Century
Aluminum Company, and Alcan Primary Products Corporation, if still in existence, has no
further interest in andcan no longer contribute to matters pertaining to this docket.
