AN ORDINANCE 

BE IT ORDAINED BY TIlE CITY OF CARROLLTON CARROLL ,COUNTY,KENTUCKY: 
SEmON 1. That KENTUCKY unUTlES COMPANY • the purchaser and grantee of this frmchise, or ils legal representatives, 

successors, and assigns, hereinaitercatled the "purchaser:' be, and is, subject to Iheconditions hercinarterconlained. hereby authorittd and empowered to acquire. purchase. construct, 
mainlain nnd operate in and through this City. a system or works fnr the generation, transmission and distrihution of clecuical energy from points either within or wilhout Ule corporate 
limics o(lhis City,lo all areas and parts oflhis City and Ihe inh:l.bital1t~ thereof, as its cotporalelimils noworhere.,fterexi~', '; , ' , , , '" 5 , , 

T I and from and through Ulis City 10 persons, 
corporations and municipalities heyond Ihe linlil! thereof. and forthe sale of same (or light, heat, power;lnd olhcrpurposc; and forstlch pnrposcs to eI"Cct and n1:1.inlain poles and other 
sll\1c;1ures, wires and olher apparatus necessary or convenient for the operation of said system in, upon, aCross, under, and along each and nil of 'he streets, n11eys (lnd puhlic grounds. 
within the present and future corporate limil$ o((hi! City; to have and hold,ns hy law aulhorized,any and all real estate, easements. water and other rights necessary orconvenienl for 
sa.id purpose; to use any and all such streds, alleys and public grounds while construccing oropernling s.'lid electric system or works; and 10 cross any and All streets and streams in this 
City (or the purpose of construding, maintaining oreJ.tending such poles. wires and adler npparatus as maly be necessary or convenienl for.he properdistrioolion of electric energy 
in and through dlis City, Such right to maintain shall inclUde the right to remove nnd/or trim trees in accordance with the purchaser's customary procedures, If. after any pole orolher 
struclureorfacilityhas once been erected orplaced, in eJ.erciseofdleauthority herein grnnled,lhe City Council slmll orderlhe removal of said pole, structure orfacility toanotherlocation, 
Ule Cily shall pay Ule cost of making such relocation; exceptthnt, if the relocation is ruade necessa.ry due 10 widening, regrading or reconstruction of a street or highway and tJle pole 
was originally erected in public right-or-way and is in puhlic right-of-way inullcdinlely llrior 10 the relocation, purchaser will Jl:l.Y the cost of the reloc.'Uioll, 

SEcnON 2. The purchaser shall indemnify. and save hamlless the City front any and All d:unages,judgmenls. decrees, costs and expenses, including a reasonable attorney's 
fee, which the City may legally suffer or incur or which nlay be legnlly ohCained against the City (or or hy reason of the use and occup:uion of any street, altey, or public ground in the 
City (1Y the rurch:u:er. pursuant 10 the temls of this fmnehise, or Icgally re!'lulting frOIll the exercise hy the purchaser of any of the priVileges herein gr.lIlted; and. if any claim shall be 

mftde or suit brought against the City for damages alleged to have l'oecl1 sustained hy reason of'ht' ('I(:cur""ion of any sireet. alley. orpublic ground o.-exercise of any privileges hen::in 
gl'3nted, by Ihe purchaser, the City shall immediately notify Ihe purchaser in writing dlereof, nnd the purchaser is herehy given die right and privilegelo defend orauist in defending 
such suit, ir;t llIe name of the City. 

SEcnON 3, The City may nol impose upon oreud. from the purcllaserany fee, compensation or renluneration of any kind, or impose upon the J'urchaserany obligation, 
for the purchaser's engaging in the City or adjoining lerritory in the sale and distribulion of electric", energy, the payments provided for in Section 9 being in consideration onbe rights 
and privileges herein granted including those with n:sped 10 the streets, alleY!l and public ~rol1nds within the City. 

SECTlON 4, The purcha!fershalJ eJ.tend itselec:tric light orpowerlincs AAd inslall additional equipment whcneverthere is assured to it from additional business to be derived 
therefrom a reasonable rdum upon the investment required 10 install such extension, 

SECTlON 5, The purchaser shall have the right 10 make and enforce reasonahle rules Md regUlations necessary to Ihe proper conduct of ils business and protection of its 
property, 

SECTION 6. The purchaser shall hAve the righl to chArge (orelectricnl energy supplied within Ihe City, rates Ihat are reasonable and thai are subject 10 regulation by the 
Kenlucky I'ublic Service Commission. 

SEmON 1, This franchise and all rights and privileges granted hereunder shall be in full force and effect for a period of twenty (20) years from and after the date when 
this franchise is granted (0 the purchaser. 

SECI10N 8, This franchise may be transferred by the purchaser and the wonl"purC:haser" whenever used in this franchise shall include and be laken to mean and apply 
also 10 all the successors and assigns of the purchaser, 

SEmON 9, A!l additional consideration for Ihe grant of this franchise, the purchaser will p<'y 10 the City a sum e(IU3110 3% of the gross revenue received by the ptlrcha!ier, 
on and after the date when the grant o(lhis franchise becomes. effective, (rolll dcclric service rendered within the ('f'lrporate limits of the City 10 customers supplied under residential 
and commercial revenue clusifications, 8$ now defined in the purchaser's sy:o;ten1 of nccounts and reportcd 10 the Kentucky Public Service Commission, The amounl payable to 111e 
City for each full calendar quaner during whidl this franchise is in erred shall he computed "11 the basis of revenues received during such qtl:u1er, and payment shall be made within 
60 days aCterclose of the quarter; the amount which may be payah1e to the City fora portion of a calendarqualterat the conunencement ortennination ofllle tcon oflhis franchise shall 
he conlputed on the basi, ofre.venues received during such portiC'n of a calcndnrqll:ll1er, Rnd shall berayable not more thal160 days afterllie lemlination of the quarter which includes 
the period for which payment is made, If any amount paid pnr!;llanl to the provisioll!: of 1I,is Section 9 is staled by purchaser, at the time of slldl payment, to be based in whole or in 
pan on revenue, which are suhjecllo refund by purchaser,:'\I1d if:'\l1y 11:\11 of such revenue." thereafter is required to f-e refurlded by purdlaser.the City shall l"e)13y to purchaserllial part 
('If the p:tyment made hereunder based upon such revenue .. required to be refuuded, such fl!:'I:tymenl to be made. al ptlrdu\ser's option, either on denmnd or by credit agninsl llIe payment 
or payments olherwise next becoming due hereunder. Should any license lax, OCCU[l2Ii0l1al t:tx or any other tax, charge or fee except ad valorem taxes be now or hereafter imposed, 
the amount payable under tllis section shall be payable only to the eXlentlh:tt it exceeds the sum of 1111 such taxes. charges or fees. TIle Public Service Cornmissi011 of Kentucky has 
directed Illat payments such as those to the City above provided for are 10 be recovered as charges 10 customers served within tile involved franchise area, and that su('h dlarges.are 
10 be listed as: separate items on stich customers' bills, lne City recognizes that the purchn. .. eris suhject tothe provisions of statutes herelo(oreorhereafterenacled by the General Asscmbly 
of the Commonwealth of Kentucky including statutes prescribing the regulatory juri~diction of the Kentucky Public Service Comnlission, and to such Commission's exercise of such 
jurisdiction, and could become suhject to regulalory jurisdiction of othet govermnenlalagencies relalive, among olller sulljeds, to the making of (he said payments nnd 10 their rnle or 
olher I rerumenl. If Ule charging, payment or collection of the sums specified j'l this Section 9 to he pay;\hle 10 the Cily should be made unlawful or prohibited by law or regulation, d,e 
provisiolls of Ihis Sectiou 9 shall be deemed separable from the remainder of Ihe provisions of this Ordinance and of the franchise cr"C:1lcd hereby, and such remaiuing provisions of 
Ihe franchise shall continue to be offun force and effect. I(the making: (If the said paymenls shall not be so made unlawful or I)rohibitetl, but if the JlUrchaser at .any time shall nol be 
pennitted to fully recover in its charges to its customers the purchaser's ~aid payments 10 the City. provided for in thi~ Section 9, the purchaser shall have an option to lenninale Ihis 
franchise, effective upon the effective date of the law. regulation Or regulntory oruer denying Sl1ch pemlission, 

SEcnON 10. If the purchaser of this fmnchise is the holder of a franchise previously granted by Ihe Cily or CARROLLTON ,then, unless the 

pun::haser, M a partofi(s bid forthi! franchise eJ.rressly reserves its right~ ulldersllch prior fmnchise. such priorfranchi~e shall be deemed lenninated effectiveuporllhe effectiveness 
of this franchise, 

SECTION I I. It shall be the duty of the City Clerk, as soon as practicable after Ihe introduction oflhis ordinance, to sell al public auction. to the highest and best bidder. 
the within franchise at Ute City Ilal1 on SOme duy to be fixed by the City Clerk afler advertising the proposed ordinance and the time and place of sale thereof at least once on a date 
nOlless tJmn 8 nor more than 21 days before Ihedrue of sale in the following named newspaper. THE NEWS DEMOCRAT and in making said sale 
the City Cleric: shall receive no bid for less amount that lhe lotal expense connected with the making of said sale including Ihe cosl of advertising, and shall report these actions hereunder 
at a subsequent meeting of this Cowlc;l. This COWlc;1 reserves the right 10 reject any and all bids,
