AN ORDINANCE 

BE rrORDAINED BY TIlE CITY OF Lebanon Marion ,COUNTY.KEN11JCKY: 
SECI10N I. ThaI KENTUCKY unll11ES COMPANY • the putdwer and 8rutlce of this fnttcltlse. or 11I1cpl repre'eotatlveJ. 

l)CCCUon. and .nigras. hereinU'ter called lhe ""pwdIuer." be. and is. subject 10 the conditions hereinafter contained.. bereby authorized and empowered to acquire. purdwe. ooostmct. 
laintain and operate in od through this City. a .)'Stem or work. for the aeoeratioo. tnnsminlon ad diltn1lutioo of electrical enelJY from points either within or without abe corporate 
mits aflbis City. to all area and ram of this City and the inblbitaDta thereof. as ita corpoAlC limits DOW orhereafter exist, exceptio, onty those.rea. orr-rtl included within • fADChiae 
eretofore aranted by the Oty to In t er-Coun ty Rural Electric Cooperative Corporation. and from and through Ibis City to penon'. 
orporation. and municipaliliei beyond the limits thereof. and forthe sale of same for Jight. heat. power and other purpose; and for such purpose. to erect and maintain poles and olber 
lructDres. wires and olber apparatul 1t~'Y or convenient. for the operation of said system in. upon.. across, tmdet. and along each and all of the streets. aUeys and public grounds. 
ttithin the present and future corporate limits of thil City; to have and hold, as by law authorized. any and all real estate. easements. water and otber rights neceuary or convenient for 
aid purpose; to Ole any and aU such Itrec:tt:. aUeyl and public .rouods while constructlna or operating laid electric Iystem orworkl; and to croll any and all IlredI and streams in this 
:ity for the PJrpoae of COIlIlIUCtin •• maintainin. or cxtendln.1UCb poles, wires and other apparatul as may be noce ... ry or convenient for the proper distribution of electric enerxY 
11 and throop this City. Such ri.bt to maintain IbaU include the right to remove and/or trim mel in accordance with the purchaser'1 customary procedures. If. after any pole or other 
:In1ctureorfacUity bas once been erected orplacecl, in exerciseoftbeautbority herein granted. theCity Councillball ol'derthe removal of said pole, structure orfacility to another location. 
he City sbaII pay the COlt of matinglUCb n:location; except that. if the relocation is made necessary doe to widening. regrading or recoDltruction of a Itred. or highway and the pole 
IfU originally ereded in public rieht..of-way and is in pubUc riabt-of-way immediately prior to tbe relocation. purclwer will pay the cost of the relocation. 

SEcnON 1. Thopul'Cbaaenhali indemnify. and save hannleu lhcCity from any udall dama,CI.judgmenls.decreel.co"und expc:olel, including a reuonableattomey's 
'ce. which Ib.e City may legally suffer or Incur or which may be le,ally obtained a.ainat tho City for or by fCUOn of the UIC and occupation of any street. alley t or publiC .round in the 
::ity by the purchuer. plnuant to the tennl of this franchise. or leaally relDltin, from the mercno by the purcbuer ~f any of the privlle.tI herein ,ranted; and. If any claim .ban be 
nade or suit brought a"alnat. the City for damaaes aUeged to have been lustained by reuon of the occu~tion of any drc:et. alley. or public ,round or exercise of any privileges heft:in 
~tcd. by the purchaser. the City shall immediately notify the purclwer in writing thereof. and the purchaser is heft:by given the right and privilege to defend or assist in defending 
loch suit. in the name of the City. 

SEC110N 3. The City may not impose upon orcxac:tfrom tbe purdlalcrany fee. compenaatioa or remrmeration of any kind. or impose upon the purebaserany obligation. 
rorthe purdwer's engaamlin the Cty oradjolning territory in the sale and diltribution of eJec:tricaJ enCIJY, the ~yments provided for in Section 9 being in consideration of the right' 
md privileges herein granted including those with respect to the streeU. alleys and pubUc .roaod. within the City. 

SEcnON 4. The purdaaser shan extc:o.d its electric ligbtor power lines and install additional equipment whenevertbere is assured to itfrom additional business to be derived 
therefrom a reasonable rdUtD upoo the investment required to Install such extension. 

SEcnON S. The purchaser lhall have the riabt to make and enforce reasonable rules and reJulations necessary to the proper conduct of its business and protection of its 
P"'I'" rty • 

SECTION 6. The plrchuer shall have the riahl to charge for electrical enoraY lupplled within the dty. ratel that are realOnable and that are ,ubject to regulation by the 
Kentucky PubUc Service Commilsion. 

SECDON 7. Thil franchise and all rights and privileges granted hereunder shall be in full force and effect for a period of twenty (20) years from and after the date when 
this fnmchise i. granted. to the purcbaser. 

SECTION 8. This franchise may be transfened by the purcbuer and the word "purchaser" whenever used in this franchise shall include and be taken to mean and apply 
also to all the Suc:cesIOtl and assigns of the purchaser. 

SECllON 9. A.additional consideration for the grant of this franchise. the purcbaser will ~y to the City a sum equal to 3% of the gross revenue received by the purchaser. 
011 and aftcTthe dale when the gaot of this franchise becomes effective. from electric service rendered wilhin the corporate limits of the City to customers supplied under reJideotiai 
and commercial revenue clusifications. as now defined in the purcbuelsl)'ltcm of accoonts and reported to the Kentucky Public Service Commissioo. The amormt payable to the 
City for each full calendar quarter during which this franchise is in effect shall be computed on the basis of revenues received during such quarter. and payment shall be made within 
60 day • .ncr close of the quarter; the amormt which may be payable to the City for _ portion of a calendar quarter at the conunencement or tennin.tJon of the tenn of thi. franchise lhall 
be computed on the bull of revenuCi received during sucb portion of _calendar quarter. and .hall be payable not more than 60 days aIler the termination of the quarter which includes 
the period for which paymc:o.l is made. If any amount paid pursuant to the provisions of thil Section 9 is stated by purchaser. at the lime of such payment, to be based in whole or in 
part on revenues which are subject to refund by purcbaser, and if any part of such revenues thereafter is required to be refunded by purchaser, the City shall repay to purchaser that part 
of the payment made bereunder based upon such revenues required to be refunded,sucb repayment to be made. at purchaser's option. either on demand or by credit against the payment 
or payments otherwise next becoming due hereunder. Should any license tax. occupational tax or any other taX. chal'le or fee except ad valorem taus be now or bereafter imposed, 
the amount payable \1Dder thl. section shall be payable only to the extent that it exceeds the lum of all such lUes. cMlJes orfees. The Public Service Commission of Kentucky haa 
directed that payments such as those to the City above provided. for are to be recovered as cbarges to alltomers served within the involved franchise area. and that sueb cb.al'les are 
to be listedas separate items on sucb customers' bills. The City recognizes that the p:.rcbueril subject to the provisions of statutes beretoforeorhereafterenacted by the General ASSCIDbly 
of the Commonwealth of Kentucky including statutes prescribing the regulatory jurisdiction oftbe Kentocty Public Service Commission. and to sucb Commission'. exercise of IUch 

jurisdiction. and could become subject to regulatory jurisdiction of other &ovemmentalagencies relative.among other subjects. to the making of the said payments and to their rate or 
othertreatmenL If the cbargina, payment or collection of the IUI'DIspccifaed in this Section 9 to be payable to the City shoald be made tmlawful or prohibited by law or regulation. the 
provisions of lbls Section 91ba1l be deemed separable from the remainder of the provisloo. oflllis Ordinance and of the franchise created hereby. and sueb mnaining provisions of 
the franchise shall continue to be offull force and effect. If the maldn& of the uld payment •• haU not be 10 made unlawful or prohibited. but If the purchaser at any time shall not be 
petmittcd to fuDy recover in its charges to it3 customen the pwdtuer's said paymentl to the City. provided for in this Section 9. tbe purchaser shall have an option to terminate thi~ 
franchise, eff~ve upon the effective date oftbe law, regulation or regulatory orderdeoying such pennission. 

SEC110N 10. If the purchaser of this franchise is the holder of a franchise previously granted by the City of Lebanon . then. tmless the 
purchaser. as a part of its bid for this franchise expressly reserves its rights under sucb prior franchise. sucb priorfnmchise shall be deemed tenninated effect!ve upon the effectivenes~ 
of this franchise. 

SECTION 11. It shall be the duty of the City Clerk, .. soon as practicable aft.ertbc introduction of this ordinance. to sell at public aUdion. to the highest and best bidder. 
the within franchise at the City Hall on some day to be fixed by the City Clerk: after advertising the P'l'liSed.9rdinanc:e and the time and ~Iac:e of sale tbereof at least once on a date 
not less than 8 nor more than 21 days before the date of sale in the following named newspaper: e Le banon En terpr1.s e and in making said salt 
the City Clerk shall receive no bid for less amount that the total expenseconnected with the making of said sale including the cost of advertising, and shall report these actions hercrmdel 
at. subsequent meeting of this Councli. This COWlcil reserves the right to reject any and all bids.
