AN ORDINANCE
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF Leitchfield Grayson _ COUNTY, KENTUCKY:
SECTION 1. That Kenwcky Utilities Company.

the purchaser and grantee of this franchise, or its legal representatives, successors, and assigns, hereinafter called the
purchaser,” be, and is, subject to the conditions hereinafter contained, hereby authorized and empowered 1o acquire, purchase, construct, maintain and operate in and through thi:
7ity, a system or works for the generation, transmission and distribution of electrical energy from points cither within or without the corporate limits of this City, 10 all arcas and
arts of this City and the inhabilants thereof, as its corporate limits now or hereafter exist, excepting only those arcas or parts included within a franchise heretofore granted by the
lity 1o _ &=2mmm - S Ko o . S ural Electric Cooperative Corporation and from and through this City to persons, corporations and
wnicipalitics beyond the limits thercof, and for the <ale of same for light, heat, power and other purpose; and for such purposes to erect and maintain poles and other structures,
rires and other apparatus necessary or convenient for the operation of said system in, upon, across, under, and along cach and all of the streets, alleys and public grounds, within
ic present and future coporate limits of this City: 1o have and hold, as by law authorized, any and all real estate, casements, water and other rights necessary or convenient for said
urpose; 1o use any and all such streets, alleys and public grounds while constructing or operating said clectric system or works; and 10 cross any and all streets and streams in this
ity for the purpose of constructing, maintaining or extending such poles, wires and other apparatus as may be necessary or convenient for the proper distribution of clectric energy
1 and through this City. Such right 10 maintain shall include the right to remove and/or trim trees in accordance with the parchaser’s customary procedures. If, after any pole orother
cture or facility has once been erected or placed, in exercise of the authority hercin granted, the City Council shatl order the removal of said pole, structure or facility to another
scation, the City shall pay the cost of making such relocation; except tha, if the relocation is made necessary due to widening, regrading or reconstruction of a street or highway
nd the pole was originally erected in public right-of-way and is in public right-of-way immediately prior to the relocation, purchaser will pay the cost of the relocation.
SECTION 2. The purchaser shall indemnify, and save harmless the City from any and all damages, judgments, decrees, costs and expenses, including a reasonable
uomey's fee, which the City may legatly suffer or incur or which may be legally obtained against the City for or by reason of the use and occupation of any street, alley, or public
round in the City by the purchaser, pursuant to the terms of this franchise, or legally resulting from the exercise by the purchaser of any of the privileges herein granted; and, if
ny claim shall be made or suit brought against the City for damages alleged to have been sustained by reason of the occupation of any street, alley, or public ground or exercise

fany privileges herein granted, by the purchaser, the City shall immediately notify the purchaser in writing thereof, and the purchaser is hereby given the right and privilege to
cfend or assist in defending such suit, in the name of the City.

SECTION 3. The City may not imposc upon of exact from the purchaser any fee, compensation or remuncration of any kind, or impose upon the purchaser any obligation,
»r the purchaser’s engaging in the City or adjoining territory in the sale and distribution of efcctrical energy, the payments provided for in Section 9 being in consideration of the
ghts and privileges hercin granted including those with respect to the streets, alleys and public grounds within the City.

SECTION 4. The purchaser shall exiend its electric light or power lines and install additional equipment whencver there is assared to it frem additional business to be
zrived therefrom 2 reasonable retum upon the investment required to install such extension.

SECTION 5. The purchaser shall have the right to make and enforce reasonable rules and regulations necessary to the proper conduct of its business and protection of
S property

SECTION 6. The purchaser shall have the right to charge for electrica] energy supplied within the City, rates that are reasonable and that arc subject 1o regulation by the
entacky Public Service Commission.

SECTION 7. This franchise and all rights and privileges granted hercunder shall be in full force and effect for a period of 1wenty (20) years from and after the date when
iis franchise is granted 10 the purchaser. -

SECTION 8. This franchise may be transferred by the purchaser and the word “purchaser” whenever used in this franchise shall include and be taken to mean and apply
sa 1o all the successors and assigns of the purchaser. '

SECTION. As additional consideration for the grant of this franchise, the purchaser will pay Lo the City a sum equal 1o 3% of the gross revenue received by the purchaser,
1and after the date when the gram of this franchise becomes effective, from electrie service rendered within the corporate limits of the City to customers supplied under residential
1d commercial revenue classifications, as now defined in the purchaser’s system of accounts and reported to the Kenmcky Public Service Commission. The amount payable to
e City for cach full calendar quarter during which this franchise is in effect shall be computed on the basis of revenues received during such quarter, and payment shall be made
ithin 60 days after close of the quaner; the amouny which may be payable to the City for & portion of a calendar quarter at the commencement or terminstion of the temm of this
anchise shall be computed on the basis of revennes received during such pontion of acalendar quarter, and shall be payable not more than 60 days afier the Lermination of the quarter
hich includes the period for which payment is made. }f any amount paid pursuant 1o the provisions of this Section 9 is stated by purchaser, at the time of such payment, 1o be based

whole or in pan on revenues which are subject 1o refund by purchaser, and if any part of such revenues thereafier is required 1o be refunded by purchager, the City shail repay
purchaser that part of the payment made hereunder based upon such revenues required 1o be refunded, such repayment to be made, at purchaser’s option, cither on demand or
r credit against the payment or payments otherwise next becoming due hereunder, Should any license Lax, occupational tax or any other tax, charge or fec except ad valorem taxes
:now or hereaftes imposcd, the amount payable under this section shall be payable only 1o the extent that it exceeds the sum of all such 1axes, charges or fees. The Public Service
ommission of Kentucky has direcied that payments such asthose to the City above provided for are 1o be recovered as charges o customers served within the involved franchise
ca, and that such charges are to be listed as separate items on such customers® bills. The City recognizes that the purchaser is subject 1o the provisions of statutes heretofore or
wreafier enacied by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky including statates prescribing the regulatory jurisdiction of the Kentucky Public Scrvice Commission,
d to such Commission’s excrcise of such jurisdiction, and could become subject to regulatory jurisdiction of other govemmenta) agencies relative, among other subjeats, to the
aking of the said payments and 1o their rate or other treatment. If the charging, payment or collection of the sums specified in this Section 9 10 be payable to the City should be
ade unlawful o prohibited by law or regulation, the provisions of this Section 9 shall be decmed s¢parable from the remainder of the provisions of this Ordinance and of the franchise
cated hereby, and such remaining provisions of the franchise shall continue to be of full force and effect. If the making of the s2id payments shall not be so made unlawful or
ohibited, but if the purchaser at any time shall not be: permitted to fully recover in its charges to its customers the purchaser's said payments to the City, provided for in this Section
the purchaser shall have an option 10 terminate this franchise, effective upon the effective date of the law, regulation or regelatory order dmyinﬁsuch pemmission.

SECTION 10. If the purchaser of this franchise is the holder of a franchise previonsly granted by the City of _ L1 tchfield , ther, unless the

1ess than 8 nor more than 21 days before the date of sale in the following named newspaper: GXa@yson County News Gazettgjinmaking suid sale
» City Clerk shall receive no bid for less amount than the total expense connected with the making of said sale including the cost of advertising, and shall repon these actions
