AN ORDINANCE 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF Liberty Casey . COUNTY. KENTUCKY: 
SECI1QN 1. lllat KENTUCKY UTIlITIES COMPANY • dIe purchaser and grantee of this franchise, or its legal representatives, 

successors, and assigns, hereinafter called the "purchaser," be. and is. subject to the conditions hereinafter contained. hereby authorized and empowered to acquire. purchase. construct, 
maintain and operate in and through this City. a system or works for the generation, transmission and distribution of electrical energy from points either within or without lIle corporate 
limits of this City, to all areas and parts oflllis City and the inhabitants thereof, as its corporate limits now orhereafterexist, excepting only llloseareas or parts included within a franchise 
heretofore granted by the City to Rural Electric Cooperative Corporation, and from and lIlroUgh this City to persons, 
corporations and municipalities beyond the limits thereof, and for the sale of same for light, heat, power and other purpose; and for such purposes to erect and maintain poles and other 
structures, wires and other apparatus necessary or convenient for tile operation of said system in, upon, across, under, and along each and all of the streets, alleys and public grounds, 
within the present and future corporate limits of this City; to have and hold, as by law authorized, any and all real estate, easements, water and other rights necessary or convenient for 
said purpose; to use any and all such streets, alleys and public grounds while constructing or operating said electric system or works; and to cross any and all streets and streams in this 
City for the purpose of constructing, maintaining or extending such poles, wires and other apparatus as may be necessary or convenient for the proper distribution of electric energy 
in and through this City. Such right to maintain sb. .. t11 include the right to remove and/or trim trees in accordance with the purchaser's cuslomnry procedures. If, after any pole or other 
structure or facil ity has once been erected orplaced, in exercise of the authori ty herein granted. the City Council shall order the removal of said pole, structure or facility 10 anolller location, 
the City shalJ pay the cost of making such relocation: except lllat, if the relocation is made necessary due to widening, regrading or reconstruction of a street or highway and the pole 
was originally erected in public right~of~way and is in public righl~of~way immediately prior 10 the relocation, purclmser will pay the cost of the relocation. 

SHellON 2 'nle purdmxershall indemnify, and save halmlcss thc City frOI1l nnynntlnll tlwnages,judgrnents,decrec!l!,collisnnd expenses, includingn rcn.<:onnblenttomey's 
fee, which the City may legally suffer or incur or which may be legally obtained again.<;t llleCity fororby reason ofllle use and occupation of any street, alley, or public ground in Ule 
City by the purchaser, pursUMt to the tenns of this franchise. or legaJly resulting from the exercise by the purchaser of auy of the privileges herein granted; and, if any claim shall be 
made or suit brought against the City for damages alleged to have been sustained by reason of the occupation of any street, alley, or public ground or exercise of any privileges herein 
granted, by the purchaser, the City shall immediately notify the purchaser in writing (hereof, and the purchaser is hereby given llte right and privilege to defend or assist in defending 
such suit, in the name of the City. 

SECTION 3. The City may not impose upon or exact from the purchaser any fee, compensation or remuneration of any kind. or impose upon the purdlaser any obligation, 
for the purcba.<;er's engaging in the City oradjoining territory in the sale and distribution of electrical energy, the payments provided for in Section 9 being in consideration of the rights 
and privileges herein granted including those with rellped to the streets, alleys and public grounds within the City. 

SECTION 4. The purchasershall extend its electric light or power lines and install additional equipment whenever there is assured to it from additional business to be derived 
therefrom a reasonable return upon the investment required to install such extension. 

SECTION S. TIle purchaser shall have the right to make and enforce reasonable rules and regulations necessary to the proper conduct of its business and protection of its 
property. 

SECTION 6. TIle purchaser shall h.we the right to dlarge for eJed.rical energy supplied wiUtin the City, rates that are reasonable alld that are subject to regulation by the 
Kentucky Public Service Commission. 

SEC110N 7. TIlis franchise mid aU rights and privileges granted hereunder shall be in full force and effect for a period of twenty (20) years from and after the dale when 
this f mnchise is granted to the purchaser. 

SECTION 8. TIlis franchise may be transferred by the purchaser and llle word "purchaser" whenever used in lllis franchise shall include and be taken to mean and apply 
also to all the successors and assigns of the purchaser. 

SECTION 9. As additional consideration for the grant of this franchise,the purchaser will pay to the City a sunl equal to 3% of tile gross revenue received by the purchaser, 
011 and after the date when the grant of this franchise hc:comes effective, fram electric service rendered within the corporate limits of Ule City to customers supplied under residential 
and commercial revenue cla .. sificalions, as now defined in the purclmser's system of accounts and reported to the Kentucky Public Service Commission. TIle amount pnyable to the 
City for each full calendar qU8rterduring whidl this franchise is in effect shall be computed on the basis of revenues received during such quarter, and payment shall be made within 
60 days after close of the quarter; the amoWlt which may be payable to the City fora portion of a calendar quarter at the conunencenlent ortennination of the teon of this franchise shall 
be computed on the basis of revenues received during such portion of a calendar qual1er, and shall be payable not more than 60 days after the temtination of Ule quarter which includes 
the period for which payment is made. If any amount paid pursuant to the provisions of this Section 9 is stated by purchaser, at the time of such payment, to be based in whole or in 
part on revenues which are subject to refund by purchaser. and if any part of such revenues thereafter is required to be refunded by purchaser,the City shall rep"'y to purchaser that part 
of the payment made herewlder based upon such revenues required to be refunded,such repayment to be made~at purdlaser's option, eitheron demand or by credit against Ule payment 
or pnyments olherwi~e nexi becoming due hereunder. Should any licellse lax, occupational tax or ally other tax, charge or fee except ad valorem taxes be now or hereafter imposed, 
Ule amount payable Wider Ulis section shall be payable only to the extent that it exceeds the sum of aU such taxes, charges or fees. The Public Service Commission of Kentucky has 
directed Ulat payments such as lllose to the City above provided for are 10 be recovered as clmrges to rustomers served within the involved franchise area, and that such dlarges are 
to be listed as separate items on such customel'll' bilJs. TIle City recogni7..e.<; that the purcha~ris subject to the provisions of statutes heretoforeorhereaflerenacted by the General Assembly 
of the Commonwealth of Kentucky including statutes prescribing the regulatory jurisdiction of the Kentucky Public Service Commission. and to such Commission's exercise of such 
jurisdiction. and could become subject to regulatory jUrisdiction of other governmental agencies relative, among olller subjects. to the making of the said payments and to their rate or 
other treatment. If the charging, payment or collection of the sumll spccified in tbis Section 9 to be payable to Ute City should be made unlawful or prohibited by law or regulation,the 
provisions of this Section 9 shall be deemed separable from the remainder of the provisions of this Ordinance and of the franchise created hereby, and such remaining provisions of 
thefr&lchise shall continue to be offull force and effect. lflhe making oflhe said payments shall not be so made unlawful or prohibited, but if the purchaser at any time shall not be 
pennitted to fully recover in its charges 10 itll customers the purchaser's said payments to tbe City, provided for in Utis Section 9,Ihe purchaser shall have an option to ternlinnte this 
franchise, effective upon the effective dale of the law. regulation or regUlatory order denying such penllission. • 

SECTION 10. If the purchaser oflhis franchise is Ule holder of a franchise previously granted by llle City of L~bertv ,then, unless the 
purcbaser, as a part of its bid for this franchise expressly reserves its rights under sucb priorfranchise. such prior franchise shall be deemed temlinated effective upon the effectiveness 
of Ihis franchise. 

SECTION II. It shall be the duty of Ihe City Clerk, as soon as practicable after (be introducliol1 oflhis ordinance, to sell at pUblic auction, to Ihe bighe. .. t and best bidder, 
the WiUlil1 franchise at lIle City Ilall on some day to be fixed by the City Clerk after advertising tlle p~sed ordinance and the time and place of sale thereof at least once on a dale 
not less than g nor more than 21 days before the date of sale ill the following named newspaper: 'l'he Casey County News and in making said sale 
the City Clerk shall receive no bid for less amount that the total expenlle connected with the making of said sale including the cOst ofndvertising, and shall report these actions hereunder 
at a subsequent meeting of tbis Council. ~lis Cowlcil reserves the right to reject any aud aU bids.
