SPECIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS 
1. All lighting units, poles and conductors installed in accordance herewith shall be the property 

of Company, and Company shall have access to the same for maintenance, inspection and 
all other proper purposes. Company shall have the right to make other attachments to the 
poles and to further extend the conductors installed in accordance herewith when necessary 
for the further extension of its electric service. 

2. If any permit is required from municipal or other governmental authority with respect to the 
installation and use of any of the lighting units served hereunder, it will be the responsibility of 
the customer to obtain such permit. 

3. All servicing and maintenance will be performed only during regular schedule working hours 
of the Company. The customer shall be responsible for reporting outages and other 
operating faults; and the Company will undertake to service the lighting equipment within two 
(2) business days after such notification by the customer 

4. The customer will exercise proper care to protect the property of Company on his premises, 
and in the event of loss or damage to Company's property arising from the negligence of the 
customer, the cost of the necessary repair or replacement shall be paid by the customer. 
Company may decline to install equipment and provide service thereto in locations where, in 
Company's judgment, such equipment will be subject to unusual hazards or risk of damage . 

5. Contracts for this service shall have a minimum fixed term of five (5) years, and shall continue 
from month to month after such minimum fixed term until terminated by either party giving 
thirty days notice to the other. Company shall have the right at any time to discontinue 
service for non-payment of bills or other causes set forth in its General Rules and 
Regulations. Upon permanent discontinuance of service, lighting units and other equipment 
will be removed. 

6. Before agreeing to install lighting units Company may require reasonable assurance that the 
interest of the applicant for service will continue for 5 years or that the service will be' 
continued by another party after the interest of the original applicant has terminated. 

7. If lighting unit(s) are removed prior to the 5 year term, customer agrees to pay the Company a 
lump sum equal to the monthly lease times the number of months remaining needed to equal 
60 months (5 years).
