13. SERVICE CHARGE FOR TEMPORARY SERVICE 

Consumers requiring temporary service (except those qualifying unde r Rate Schedule 
"T") may be requi red to pay all costs of connecting and disconnecting incidental to 
the supplying and remov ing of service. In addition "to this a deposi t wi II be requi red 
to cover estimated consumption of electricity. Both fees wi II be paid in advance. 
Any balance remaining at the end of temporary service will be refunded . This rule 
applies to carnivals, fairs, temporary construction, etc. 

14 . MEMBER SERVICE EXTENSIONS 

It is the desire and intention of the Cooperat ive to make central sta ti on service avail­
able to all persons and property with in the Cooperat ive 1s operati ng a rea consistent with 
sound economy and good management. To accompl ish this intention, the following

A member operati ng a commercial establishment on the same premises as his residence 
may be served through a single mete r and shall be billed as a commercial user, appli­
cable to the above classifications . If, however, the consumer prefers , it's not necessary 
for him to take all of his service under the commercial rate. Instead, the business estab-
1 ishment may be served under the commercial rate and his residence served under the 
"A-1" Rate Schedule. lnthiscase, two (2) meterswill be required.
